Trains and engines must 
be operated accordingly, under all circumstances; the maintenance of schedule time must be subordinated to the observance of signal 
indications and obedience thereto, whatever the weather, or other, conditions may be.

1. The superior direction of trains is north. 
2. L . & N . time-table governs between Evansville and 

Howell. 
3. Double track between Danville and Bcmis, between 

Westville Tower and Rose and Cherry and Mt. Carmel Yard. 
4. Danville, "Westville, Midland (A Tower), St. Francis­

ville, Main Street, Mt. Carmel, Mt. Carmel Yard, Eighth 
Avenue, Evansville, Howell Yard Office, Harrisburg yard and 
Cairo are register stations. 

5. First class trains only will be registered at Eighth 
Avenue. 

6. First class trains and Nos. 52 and 53 only, will be 
registered at Mt. Carmel. 

7. Enginemen are relieved from examining register at 
intermediate register stations, except when they act as pilot 
or have no conductor, but this does not relieve them from 
knowing whether all trains due, which are superior, or of the 
same class, have arrived or left, before leaving such stations. 

8. Standard clocks are located at Danville, Lyons Yard 
Office, Midland Yard Office, Main Street, Mt. Carmel Dis­
patchers Office. T. J. Office, and Round House, Mt. Carmel, 
Evansville, Howell Yard Office, II. B. Telegraph Office Harris­
burg and Cairo. 

9. Bulletin books are located at Danville, Lyons Yard 
Office, Lyons Round House, Midland Yard Office, Lawrence­
ville, Main Street- Mt. Carmel Dispatchers Office, Round House, 

T. J. Office, Mt. Carmel Yard, Evansville, Howell Yard 
Office, Harrisburg Yardmaster's Office, Harrisburg Round 
House, Cairo and Cairo Round House. 

10. First class trains must not leave Paris without 
Clearance Card Form A, and train orders, if any. 

11. The Manual Block System will be used between B. C. 
Tower (Danville) and Bcmis, between Westville Tower and 
Cherry, between the yard limit board south end of Mt. Carmel 
Yard, and Harrisburg Yard and between Eighth Ave. and 
Harwood. 

Rule 317-A will govern the movement of passenger trains 
on single track, Rule 318-A on double track and Rule 331-A on 
single and double track. 

Rule 317-B will govern the movement of freight trains on 
single track, Rule 318-B on double track and Rule 331-B on 
Single and double track. 

12. In Manual Block territory when a train or engine takes 
siding or otherwise clears the main track, it must not again 
enter the block or foul the main track without permission of 
signalman or dispatcher. 

13. Block signals Ernst arc remote controlled from 
Marshall. 

Block signals Trimble and Dunn arc remote controlled 
from Owen. 

Northward Block signal Cherry is remote controlled from 
Mt. Carmel. 

Block Signals Gossett are remote controlled from Norris 
City. (Continued on page 3.)

Trains must not pass these remote control Block signals 
without entire train or do switching without first notifying 
operator at control point of intended moves and reporting after 
such moves have been completed. 

14. On portions of the road where no other form of block 
system is used, under the operation of Rule 91, it will be the 
duty of operators and signalmen, at open stations and inter­
locking stations, to display the train order signal or the home 
signal (as the case may be) at stop, until ten minutes after the 
departure of a train carrying passengers and until five minutes, 
after the departure of any other train. They must not deliver, 
and trainmen must not accept, any form of Clearance Card, 
for a train that may be thus stopped, until the respective time 
limit has expired. 

15. Between Wyton and Danville passenger station when 
block is occupied by east bound passenger train, the signalman 
at Wyton may display permissive signal or a stop signal with 
permissive card, Form C, to permit a passenger train to enter 
block after arrival of passenger train ahead a Danville Station. 

Trains and engines may run against the current of traffic 
between B. C. Tower (Danville) and Wyton, when authorized 
to do so by special Clearance Card Form X , which will be 
signed by signalman and delivered to the engineman and 
conductor, and when so authorized must move prepared to 
stop if track is obstructed. 

The signalman at Danville must not issue this card, except 
upon authority of the signalman at Wyton, who must not 
authorize a movement against the current of traffic until he 
has secured control of the block. 

Trains and engines must secure permission by telephone 
from the signalman at Wyton before entering the block at 
freight house cross over and, vice versa, must report to him 
when they clear the block at that point. 

Between B. C. Tower (Danville) and Wyton, trains and 
engines under all conditions, must move at reduced speed 
prepared to stop if track is obstructed. 

Trainmen and yardmen will not be excused by reason of 
these regulations for blocking the current of traffic when it is 
possible to avoid doing so, or from protecting their trains or 
engines in accordance with rules. Flagman must ride on rear 
of last car. Otherwise the Manual Block System and Train 
Rules remain in force. 

16. Between Eighth Avenue and Harwood, second class, 
inferior trains and engines will move against second class, 
inferior trains and engines and ahead of first class trains on 
signal indications, but must clear the time of opposing first 
class trains as required by Rules. 

The movement of trains and engines between Eighth 
Avenue and Harwood will be supervised by signalman at 
Eighth Avenue whose instructions must be obeyed by signal­
man at Harwood. 

17. Rules D-251 to D-254 inclusive, will govern on double 
track between B. C. Tower (Danville) and Bemis and between 
Westville Tower and Rose. 

18. In taking siding at Midland, Oliver, Dock and Carmi, 
trams will pull in at first switch. 

19. Cairo division passenger trains will use St. Louis 
division main track for such movements as may be necessary 
between Buena Vista Street (Paris), and the crossover, west of 
Cairo division crossing. Trains of either division must accord­
ingly approach and run between these points prepared to stop 
unless the track is seen or known to be clear. Ordinarily Cairo 
division passenger trains must not run ahead of St. Louis di­
vision passenger trains when the latter would be delayed 
thereby. The siding between these points, must, when possi­
ble, be clear for Cairo division trains. 

20. Trains and engines between B. F. Block Station and 
Main Street Station Vincennes, are governed by block signals 
and must not leave B. F. Block Station without first obtaining 
permission by telephone from the signalman at Main Street. 
Trains and engines must move between these points prepared 
to stop if track is obstructed. 

21. In the handling of passenger trains at Mt. Carmel, if 
is necessary for yard engines and road engines to use both main 
tracks, against the current of traffic, between Walnut and Cherry 
Streets. Trains and engines must accordingly approach and 
move between these points prepared to stop if track is ob­
structed. Either Evansville 31, or Cairo 31 and either 

Evansville 46 or Cairo 46 will run against the current of traffic 
between passenger station and crossover at Southern crossing, 
other trains and engines must keep clear accordingly. North­
bound trains starting from TJ Yard, and yard engines, must 
not occupy northward track between TJ Yard and Cherry, on 
time of No. 31, without permission from the train dispatcher. 

22. Trains and engines must move between Franklin 
street and the L. & N . connection at Evansville, prepared to 
stop if track is obstructed expecting to find other trains or 
engines turning on the wye. L. H . & St. L. passenger trains due 
at Evansville 12:30 p. m., and 9:40 p. m., respectively, 
will use the wye regularly each day, for this purpose. This will 
not relieve trains or engines from full compliance with Rule 99. 

23. The use of L. & N . . and C. C. C. & St. L. , joint track 
north of passenger station at Carmi, will be governed by inter­
locking signals. The use of other L . & N . tracks at Carmi, by 
C. C. C. & St. L trains or engines, and the use of other C. C. C. 
& St. L. tracks at Carmi, by L. & N . trains or engines must be 
under protection by flag, as prescribed by Rule 99. Passenger 
trains must not be delayed by other trains or engines. 

24. Trains must not use west track between O'Gara No. 
11 and Harrisburg Yard, and between crossover south of 
O'Gara No. 3 and Ledford, without a train order authorizing 
them to do so. 

25. Trains and engines must not exceed: 
30 miles per hour on straight track with steam 

derricks. 
25 miles per hour around curves with steam derricks. 

On Bridge 753 one mile north of Mound City. 
Entering or leaving double track at Bemis, Rose 
and Mt. Carmel Yard. 
Leaving double track at Cherry. 

20 miles per hour when handling dead engines with 
side rods down. 
In operation under steam or when being towed, 
the speed of engines not equipped with engine truck 
must not exceed twenty (20) miles per hour at any 
time, and must run slower wherever regulations or 
safety require. 
On West track between Ledford and Harrisburg and 
between Harrisburg Yard and Eldorado. 
With G-71 or heavier engines between St. Francis-
ville and Main Street. 

15 miles per hour on Little Wabash River Bridge, 
Carmi. 
Through city limits of Carrier Mills. 

12 miles per hour through cross-overs and entering or 
leaving sidings. 
Over switch on southward track at Junction with 
P. & E. Railway at Wyton. 
Entering or leaving Evansville Branch at Mt. 
Carmel Yard entering or leaving double track West­
ville. 
North of H . B. telegraph office Harrisburg account 
permanent knuckle in track. 

10 miles per hour around St. Louis Divn. wyes at 
Midland. 
Entering double track at Cherry. 
On Salt Pool and Maryland Street curves and 
on both legs of wye, Evansville. 

6 miles per hour around Gas Tank curve, Cairo. 
Through city limits of Chrisman, Robinson, Flat

26. Passenger trains must not exceed: 
55 miles per hour and must run slower wherever 

regulations or safety require. 
45 miles per hour between 8th Avenue and Mt. Carmel 

Yard, Evansville Branch. 
40 miles per hour when handled by freight engines. 
35 miles per hour on reverse curve south of Vienna 

between Mile Post 225-15 and 226. 
30 miles per hour with troop trains handling freight 

equipment, or passenger equipment equipped with 
cast iron wheels. 
Between St. Francisville and Main Street. 
On sidings at Crossville.
