GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS. 

T h e trains specified herein must be run d§ 

set forth, both as to time and nature of work. 

If from any cause it becomes impracticable to 

adhere to these instructions, Division Officials 

must secure authority from the General Office to 

alter this arrangement. 

T h e trains mentioned herein must be desig­

nated at all times by their respective symbols, 

except when given a regular train number on time 

table. i 

Freight agents must familiarize themselves 

with the nature of these trains, and must know 

that their freight is forwarded in accordance with 

instructions contained herein. 

Y a r d Masters must be thoroughly familiar 

with all trains herein specified which enter or 

leave their yards, and must preserve their identity 

and not allow them to become mixed with other 

freight in yard. W h e n trains terminate in their 

yards, they must see that the freight going; be­

yond makes the specified connections. 

T h e y must inform each freight conductor of 

the proper symbol for the train given him. 

T h e y will keep an ample supply of Freight
