Safety Appliance Laws. 
Cars becoming defective enroute, when loaded w i t h l ive 

stock or perishable freight, may be hauled by chains 
instead of couplers to next repair point and when so 
hauled at the rear of caboose must be chained i n addi­
t ion to being coupled unless the a i r brakes are i n 
service. 

Other defective cars must not be hauled by chains i n 
revenue tra ins , or i n association w i t h cars commercial ly 
used, beyond the first side track. 

Cars must not be placed forward of 15 cars from caboose 
when so carded. So far as possible, inspectors must 
apply these cards to cars requi r ing such movement pr ior 
to t ra ins being made up i n the yard . 

Hours of Service Law . 
When a t r a i n or engine crew has been on du ty 14 hours, 

the conductor must send report to the Superintendent 
by wire. 

Hand l ing Explos ives and Dangerous Ar t ic les . 
Bureau of Explosives Pamphlets govern. 

20-F Yardmasters , Y a r d Crews and Y a r d C le rks . 
20-G Trainmasters and T r a i n and Engine Crews. 

Except as provided by proper regulations, the hand l ing of 
gasoline i n any car of a passenger t r a in is prohibited. 

In case of derai lments or other circumstances invo lv ing 
tank cars loaded w i th inflammable l iquids, where i t is 
absolutely necessary to use o i l lamps or open flame l ights, 
they must be kept at as high an elevation as possible to 
avoid contact w i th vapors which na tura l l y seek the 
ground level, and where possible, these l ights should be 
kept on that side of the leaking or wrecked tank car from 
which the wind is blowing, so that the w ind w i l l tend to 
dr ive the vapor away from these l ights . 

Orders of Commissions. 
The Pub l i c Service Commission, State of New Yo rk , sha l l 

have power through i ts members or responsible engineer 
or inspector, du ly authorized by i t , to enter i n or upon 
and to inspect the property, equipment, bui ldings, plants, 
factories, power houses and offices of the ra i l road, in ­
c lud ing the r ight for such inspection purposes to r ide 
upon any passenger or freight engine or t r a i n whi le i n 
service on presentation of proper transportat ion.
