Depevv called the meet ing to order, and 

on his mot ion M r . J . P ierpont M o r g a n was appointed C h a i r m a n 

a n d M r . E d w a r d V . W . Rossiter Secretary. 

O n mot ion, d u l y seconded, the C h a i r appointed a committee 

consist ing of Messrs. Chauncey M . Depew, D. O . M i l l s and 

M a r v i n H u g h i t t , who reported the f o l l o w i n g minute , which 

was adopted a n d directed to be entered upon the records of 

each of - the Companies , a n d a copy transmitted to the family 

w i t h an expression of profound official and i n d i v i d u a l s y m p a t h y : 

Cornelius Yanderbilt was a fine type of American manhood. Know­
ing the fortune which he would inherit, he accepted and filled the places in 
business offices and banks which his father secured for him, as if his career 
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and success were w h o l l y dependent upon his own exertions. H e thus 

learned from practical experience under exact ing employers and i n m i n o r 

positions the difficulties and discouragements of y o u n g m e n s t r u g g l i n g for 

pay and promotion. It made h i m in after years exceedingly thoughtful 

and considerate of his w o r k i n g forces. H e never asked as m u c h of others 

as he had w i l l i n g l y done himself in these tr ial periods of his life. Before 

he came into his fortune he was a trained a n d able m a n of affairs, a n d 

demonstrated those qualities of sensitive honor and efficient industry w h i c h 

are the sureties of success. 

The characteristic of his work was conscientious thoroughness. H e 

had to be satisfied that the t h i n g was c learly right before he w o u l d lend his 

influence or money, no matter how a l l u r i n g the prospects of profits. H e 

worked whi le others p layed, and overcame mountains of detail general ly 

left to assistants. T e m p o r a r y failures m i g h t discourage others, but they 

energized his efforts. 

H i s relations w i t h the E x e c u t i v e Staff a n d heads of departments 

made work a pleasure for those officials, and won their best exertions a n d 

loyal service. M a n y are now h o l d i n g h i g h positions w h o m he recognized 

as y o u n g men of promise, watched w i t h solicitude, and promoted. H i s 

confidence was unbounded i n those w h o m he trusted. T h e m e n who were 

the longest and most closely associated with h i m w i l l cherish as the ir 

choicest memories m a n y s t r i k i n g evidences of his unquest ioning faith i n 

their integri ty and intel l igence. 

W h e n be accepted a place as a director or trustee for business, 

education, c h a r i t y or the c h u r c h , he felt committed to give to i t careful 

consideration and financial assistance. Serious r isks a n d the a d v a n c i n g of 

large sums of money were often the penalties of the positions he had 

assumed. H i s business career is r ich with enterprises he saved from bank­

ruptcy , and organizations and indiv iduals he sustained u n t i l they were 

successful. 

H e gave most generously, and his gifts covered a wide field. F e w 

donors ever d i d so m u c h good w i t h an equal amount of money. H e k n e w 

the wastefulness and wickedness of indiscr iminate doles. H i s sensitive 

conscientiousness, methodical methods, careful investigation and r i g i d 

accounting governed his relations with benevolent organizations and char­

itable efforts. H e felt that he was the trustee of his great wealth and 

responsible for its use to G o d a n d his fel low meu. 

H e sacrificed ease a n d coveted recreation to promote the welfare of 

h u m a n i t y , and wore out his strength and impaired his health by his labors 

i n the many benevolent enterprises w i t h w h i c h he was connected, and i n 

seeking the most effective methods for d i s t r i b u t i n g the money he gave 

annual ly i n p u b l i c and private charity. 

H i s courage was manifest i n other than business ways. H e believed 

it to be the supreme d u t y of every cit izen to take part i n p u b l i c affairs. H e 
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always registered a n d voted. W h i l e general ly act ing w i t h the party of 

his choice, he w o u l d not support a candidate he thought u n w o r t h y . T h e 

re form movements w h i c h were organized d u r i n g h i s l i fe found i n h i m a 

cordia l and efficient support. 

H e was an earnest C h r i s t i a n , and h i s greatest enjoyment was i n the 

work of the C h u r c h . T h e Sabbath services, the act iv i ty at the Par ish House, 

the welfare of his pastor, the enlargement of the sanctuary, and the broader 

efforts of the theological schools and the domestic and foreign missions 

were to h i m matters of pleasurable a n d absorbing interest. 

A quarter of a century ago, a locomotive engineer out l ined to h i m 

the scheme for houses for rai lroad men, where recreation, reading, instruc­

t i o n and the comfort of a c lub m i g h t be h a d w i t h the f inancial assistance 

of the ra i lway companies, a n d the employees kept f r o m the temptations and 

evi ls of saloons and pool rooms. H a v i n g after careful investigation approved 

the w o r k , he went into it w i t h his accustomed energy and generosity. H i s 

h i g h sense of duty recognized that Providence had devolved upon h i m a 

great responsibi l i ty . T h e success of the undertaking is the best testimonial 

of the care and conscientiousness w i t h w h i c h h e discharged the trust. T h e 

beautiful c lub house w h i c h he erected near the G r a n d C e n t r a l Depot and 

gave to the m e n , the hundreds of b u i l d i n g s devoted to th is beneficent 

purpose on most of the rai lroads of the country, the increas ing usefulness 

and m a n i f o l d blessings of these opportunities for self-help among the r a i l ­

road employees, w i l l be a perpetual memoria l of the efforts of Cornel ius 

V a n d e r b i l t for the welfare of his comrades i n every branch of the ra i lway 

service. 

H i s right-mindedness, his wonderful consideration for others, his 

lovable d ispos i t ion and his q u i c k sympathies bound his friends to h i m b y 

most affectionate ties. I n his domestic relations he was a m o d e l son, 

husband a n d father. T h e w o r l d has se ldom h e l d and rarely lost so good 

a n d useful a man in a l l the relations of l i fe as our late associate a n d fr iend. 

A n d then the meeting adjourned.
