Drawbridge on Charles R i v e r bridge, Cottage F a r m , is pro­
tected by signal located east of same for westbound movements, 
wh i ch signal is electr ical ly controlled from lever in tower 9, but 
is operated by lever at signal. 

Eas tbound movements over drawbridge are controlled by sig­
na l located 92 feet west of tower 9 and operated from that 
tower. 

Under no circumstances must a t ra in pass any of these signals 
wi thout obtaining permission horn the tower, and l ight engines 
must not stop on the draw span. 

I f the signalman reports i t is proper to move, and the signal 
cannot be pulled to the all-clear position, or i f no advice is re­
ceived from the signalmaa and the signal cannot be pulled to 
the all-clear position, movements westbound can only be made 
after a flagman has been sent over the bridge to hold a l l trains 
eastbound from tower 9. T h e flagman sent to protect the 
movement must be sure that the ra i ls on the drawbridge are in 
proper position and securely locked.
