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ATTENTION 
TRAIN AND ENGINE CREWS 

Always keep in mind that the customer is the B U Y E R and that it is your job to make every B U Y E R 
a satisfied customer. To that end, the following matters deserve your constant attention: 

1. I f an error or misstatement has been made somewhere along the route, put forth every effort to 
correct it. Nothing should be considered too tr ivial . 

2. E v e r be alert to the safety and comfort of your passengers, and freely give information and 
advice when requested. The aged, infirm and the young passenger traveling unaccompanied require 
special attention. Be helpful to them in every way possible, particularly in assisting them on and off 
trains, and occasionally inquire as to their comfort. 

3. Protect both coach and sleeper passengers against undue noise or disturbance, particularly at 
night. Remember they pay to sleep. 

4. The avoidance of arguments or friction with passengers is a test of your diplomacy. A calm and 
pleasant manner, regardless of the circumstances, is the best assurance of your success. 

5. Keep posted on connecting line train service, arbitrary holds they have in effect for our trains, and 
advise passengers so as to avoid, as far as possible, any uneasiness on their part about missing connec­
tions, and when same is unavoidable, tell them what time the next connection is due to depart. 

6. Cheerfully offer explanation of unusual delays and pass such information to other members of 
your crew—Brakeman, Porter, Pullman and Dining Car employes—so they too may advise passengers. 
Generally speaking, passengers wi l l gladly accept a condition which they understand, but on the contrary 
are irritated when kept in ignorance. 

7. Neatness of appearance and courtesy bespeak pride in your job, and create good-will for the rai l ­
road. 

8. Being considerate of others is the key to popularity. This applies to the institution and individual 
alike. Many of your passengers may be riding a train for their first time. This is especially true of the 
younger generation. K i n d and attentive treatment to make them feel at home creates additional passenger 
traffic. 

9. Remember that people traveling on passes have a right to that privilege, and are entitled to 
the same courteous treatment as other passengers. A satisfied ' ' free-transportation9 9 passenger is always 
a booster. 

10. On crowded trains, New York Central employes riding on passes should, and wi l l i f properly 
approached, cheerfully cooperate in seeing that revenue passengers are given every possible consideration. 

11. T ra in Porter should keep coaches clean and in tidy condition at a l l times. Toilets particularly 
are the source of adverse comment. Inspect them frequently. 

12. A V O I D R O U G H H A N D L I N G O F Y O U R T R A I N . New York Central enginemen have an 
enviable reputation for smooth starting, running and stopping of their trains. Never lose sight of this 
feature, as passengers are more disposed to avoid the route that does not give them a smooth ride, than they 
are to exert the effort involved in registering complaints about it. 

13. Of equal importance is S M O O T H H A N D L I N G O F F R E I G H T T R A I N S . Rough handling re­
sults in damaged lading and delays due to damaged equipment, which creates dissatisfied customers. 

14. On time delivery of passengers, mail, express and freight at destination is what customers pay for 
and expect. Your best efforts, always within the zone of safety, should be extended to keep your trains on 
time.

Other defective cars must not be hauled by chains in revenue 
t ra ins , or in association w i t h cars commercially used, beyond 
the first side t rack. 

Hours of Service L a w . 
When t r a i n or engine service employees have been on duty 

14 hours, they must not i fy the Transpor ta t ion Superin­
tendent promptly. 

Employees must know when called for service that they are 
available under the Hours of Service Regulat ions, and i f 

, i n any doubt, bring i t to the attention of the proper official.

Excep t as provided by proper regulations, the handling of 
gasoline i n any car of a passenger t r a in is prohibited. 

I n case of derailments or other circumstances involving tank 
cars loaded w i t h inflammable liquids, where i t is absolutely 
necessary to use oil lamps or open name l ights , they must 
be kept a t as high an elevation as possible to avoid contact 
w i t h vapors which na tu ra l ly seek the ground level , and 
where possible, these l ights should be kept on that side of 
the leaking or wrecked t ank car from which the wind is 
blowing so tha t the wind w i l l tend to drive the vapor 
away from these l ights.

Employees must make immediate report by wire to the 
Transpor ta t ion Superintendent and also to the Agent or 
person in charge a t the next point where there is telegraph 
or telephone communication, of fire discovered burning 
upon or near the r ight of w a y , g iv ing exact location by 
mile post. 

Section men and such other employees as are available, must 
proceed at once to the fire, and make every possible effort to 
ext inguish i t . 

Enginemen mus t report a l l fires to first section employees 
passed. 

Engmemen must report to the Transpor ta t ion Superin­
tendent a t first telegraph or telephone office any defects 
tha t develop enroute, which would be liable to cause fire. 

Enginemen must not a l low lighted waste or mater ia ls to be 
thrown from engine. 

Orders of Commissions. 
The Department of Publ ic U t i l i t i e s of Massachusetts and the 

Publ ic Service Commission of New Y o r k have power 
through their members, or responsible engineers or i n ­
spectors, duly authorized by them, to enter in or upon and 
to inspect the property, equipment, buildings, plants, fac­
tories, power houses and offices of the ra i l road company, 
including the r ight for such inspection purposes to ride 
upon any passenger or freight engine or t r a in , whi le in 
service on presentation of proper transportat ion. 

The Publ ic U t i l i t i e s Commission of the Commonwealth of 
Pennsy lvan ia directs by General Order No. 5 dated H a r r i s -
burg, Feb rua ry 4, 1914, i n the mat ter of regulations 
governing the protection of grade crossings as fol lows: 

A l ight shal l be displayed at the head end of ra i l road t ra ins 
when necessary to shift cars by night over a public cross­
ing, n o t w i t h s t a n d i n g the fact tha t the crossing constitutes 
a part of the y a r d . 

I N C A N A D A . 
I t i s ordered b y the B o a r d of Transpor t Commissioners for 

Canada : 
T h a t in the case of derailments, collisions, fai lure of locomo­

t ive boiler and h ighway crossing accidents at public 
h ighway crossing, and i n the case of any damage to any 
bridge, culvert , viaduct or tunnel, so as to render the same 
impassable or unfit for immediate use and a l l other acci­
dents occurring on the r a i l w a y , and i n which accidents the 
movement of t ra ins , engines, or cars is involved (but not 
i n the case of accidents occuring i n r a i l w a y shops, manu­
factur ing establishments, or other places of the r a i l w a y 
company i n which the movement of t ra ins , engines, or 
cars is not involved i n the accident) the conductor or 
other employee of the r a i l w a y company who is i n charge 
of the t r a in , place, or structure i n connection w i t h which 
the accident occurred, sha l l , a t the expense of the company, 
and a t the same t ime as he reports to the company, send 
a telegram addressed to the Chief Operating Officer of the 
Board at Ot t awa , containing the fol lowing informat ion: 

(a ) Date and place. 
(b) Name of r a i l w a y . 
(c) Number and description of t r a i n , or t r a in s , engine 

or engines, concerned. 
(d) Number of passengers, employees, or others k i l l ed 

and injured. 
(e) Statement of any damage to a n y bridge, culver t , 

viaduct, or tunnel . 
( f ) A short and concise statement of the apparent cause 

of the accident. 
(g) Name and t i t l e of person sending report-

T h a t every such r a i l w a y company place before their con­
ductors or other employees affected by the Order a copy 
of paragraph (2) of this Order directing said conductors or 
other employees to comply direct ly w i t h the requirements 
of the provision. 

General Ins t ruct ions , 
Cars containing E X P L O S I V E S or t a n k cars placarded 

D A N G E R O U S must not be handled i n a t r a in which carries 
passengers, except on lines where there are no regular 
t ra ins operating in freight service only. 

Cars containing E X P L O S I V E S must have a i r and hand brakes 
i n service, and the t r a i n and engine crew must be advised 
in w r i t i n g of the presence and location i n the t r a in of such 
cars. 



Cars containing E X P L O S I V E S must not be placed in t ra ins

cars w i t h lading such as logs, lumber, ra i l s , pipe or s imi la r 
art icles which are liable to shif t . 

On Through or Loca l Fre igh t T r a i n the Fo l lowing Also 
Applies. 

Cars containing E X P L O S I V E S must be placed i n through 
freight t ra ins near the middle of the t r a in and must not be 
nearer than the s ixteenth car from the engine nor the 
eleventh car from the caboose, i f the length of the t r a in 
w i l l permit, and when helper power is cut i n , must be 
separated from such helper by at least one car ; on local 
freight t ra ins , they must not be placed nearer than the 
second car from the engine or caboose; and on through and 
local t ra ins they must not be placed next to box cars 
placarded D A N G E R O U S unless the remainder of the t r a in 
consists only of such cars. 

Placarded loaded t ank cars must not be placed in through 
freight t ra ins nearer than the s i x t h car from the engine or 
caboose, and in local freight t ra ins not nearer than the 
second car from the engine or caboose, when length of 
t r a in permits ; this does not apply when t r a in consists of 
loaded t ank cars only. 

Where Only a Mixed T r a i n Service I s Operated or Where 
Passengers Are Carr ied in the Caboose of a Fre ight T r a i n 
the Fo l lowing Also Applies. 

A car containing a shipment of E X P L O S I V E S not exceeding 
1,000 lbs. must be so placed i n the t r a in that not less than 
three freight cars are between i t and the car ca r ry ing 
passengers and not less than one freight car between i t and 
the engine haul ing the t r a in . 

A car containing a shipment of E X P L O S I V E S i n excess of 
1,000 lbs. must be so placed i n the t r a in tha t not less than 
five freight cars are between i t and the car ca r ry ing 
passengers and not less than three freight cars between 
i t and the engine haul ing the t r a in . 

N O T E : — N o t more than one car of E X P L O S I V E S m a y be 
handled i n a mixed t r a in or where passengers are carried 
i n the caboose of a freight t r a in .
