10. Bulletin books are located at Benton Harbor round
hduse, Benton Harbor, Elkhart, Wabash, Wabash round house,
Anderson, South. Anderson, South Anderson round house,
Greensburg, North Vernon, North Tower, Jeffersonville round
house and Louisville.

11. Trains and engines in respective directions must ap-
proach automatic block signals at Anderson, one loeated

_near School street, governing northbound movements, and one

between 10th and 11th streets, governing southbound move-
ments, prepared to stop if clear indicaftion is not given.

12. Trains must not leave Anderson between 6:30 a. m.
and 10:30 p. m., third elass and inferior trains must not leave

- South Anderson, and trains must not leave Greensburg, with-

out elearance card Form A, and train orders, if any.

13. Nos. 21 and 34 will run daily except Sunday between
Greensburg and Wabash.

14. A work train or other train, carrying workmen, must
be handled under Rule 91, the same as a train carrying pas-
sengers, except in a case where a work train is working in a
block and it is necessary for another train to drive it in, or
vice versa, where a work train needs to follow another train
into a block so that the work train may commence work.
Such cases should be covered by suitable train orders.

15. The limits of Wabash pusher engine are between Mile
Post 116 and Mile Post 111; it will help trains out of Wabash,
in either direction within its limits and will return to Wabash
against or ahead of third elass and inferior trains, running ex-'
tra and displaying proper signals.

16. Michigan division trains will use Indianapolis di-
vision track and Indianapolis division trains will use Michigan
division track for such movements as may be necessary,
between the junction switches east and,west of the passenger
station at Anderson, respectively. Trains of either division
must aecordingly approach and move between these poinfs,
prepared to stop short of any obstruction. Ordinarily, Michi-
gan division trains must not run ahead of Indianapolis division
passenger trains when the latter would be delayed thereby.

_17. Trains and engines using South Anderson terminal
will back into yards. Through trains between Indianapolis
and Michigan divisions, via South Anderson, will use north wye.

18. Northbound third class and inferior trains must
approach yard limit board south of South Anderson, and south-
bound third elass and inferior trains must approach the north
end of north wye, South Anderson, prepared to stop short of
any obstruction. This will not excuse trainmen or yardmen
from compliance with Rule 99.

19. Southbound third class and inferior trains must ap-
proach the yard limit board, north of Greensburg, and move
from that point, prepared to stop short of any obstruction.
This will not excuse trainmen or yardmen from exercising
necessary caution when turning trains or engines on the wye,
or when using the track for any purpose.

20. On track used jointly by C. C. C. & St. L. and L. E.
& W., at Rushville, between the junction switch north of
C.1. & W. crossing and a point 300 geet south of the C. C. C.
& St. L. passenger station, trains and engines, irrespective
of class, must move prepared to stop short of any obstruction.

21. At Greensburg, No. 36 will use Chicago division
eastward and westward tracks with the current of traffic in
making delivery of train to Chicago division No. 35.

22. Third class and inferior trains and engines, in re-
spective directions, must approach and move between north
end of siding and passenger station North Vernon, prepared
to stop short of any obstruction, expecting to find B. & O.
yvard engines using the track.

23. The whistle signal prescribed in Rule 14 (m), must
be sounded approaching all curves, by all engines, except on
re%ula,r passenger trains and except in city or town limits or
suburban districts.

24. Trains and engines must not exceed:

12 miles per hour through cross-overs and entering
or leaving sidings, or ends of double track.

20 miles per hour on curves and 30 miles per hour on
straight track with steam derricks and must run
slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

30 miles per hour on curves north and south of Elkhart.

30 miles per hour on first three curves south of Warsaw.

5 miles per hour entering No. 10 track, Warsaw.

30 miles per hour, on first three curves north of I. U.
T. erossing north of Marion.

35 miles per hour over P. C. C. & St. L. crossing, JR.

15 miles per hour over approaches to L. & J. bridge.

25. Passenger trains must not exceed 55 miles per hour
on straight track and 40 miles per hour on curves, and other
trains must not exceed 40 miles per hour on straight track
and 30 miles per hour on curves at any point, and must run
slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

26. Passenger trains must not exceed 40 miles per hour
on straight track and 20 miles per hour on eurves, and other
trains must not exceed 30 miles per hour on straight track
and 20 miles per hour on curves, between Benton Harbor and
Granger.

27. Passenger trains must not exceed 30 miles per hour
on curves approaching, or 20 miles per hour within, Wabash
vard limits. Other trains and engines must move on these
curves, prepared to stop short of any obstruction.

28. Road engines running light in any service, and with-
out more than five ears in other than passenger service, must
not exceed 30 miles per hour, and must run slower wherever
regulations or prudence require.

29. Engines running backward in any service, must not
exceed 15 miles per hour on any portion of the road, and must
run slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

30. Trains handling loaded self-clearing high hopper coal
cars must not exceed 15 miles per hour between Beebe and
Benton Harbor, 20 miles per hour at all other points, and must
run slower wherever reguFations or prudence require.

31. Trains and engines, regardless of class, must reduce
speed for each facing point switch at night where the switch
light is not burning and enginemen must know before passing
over it, that the switch is in proper position. Trainmen must
relight switech lamps when found not burning at switches
where they stop and in any case must report conditions to
the train dispatcher from first stop.

32. Work trains or other trains, must not run with engine
pushing cars, except when absolutely necessary and then must
move with caution, prepared to stop short of any obstruction.

33. When caution-signal is displayed on a distant signal,
it indicates not only that trains must proceed with caution to
the home signal, but that switches between distant and home
signals may be open or out of order, and trains and engines
must be governed accordingly, notwithstanding the home
signals may be seen to be clear.

34. Trainmen must, as far as practicable, protect use of
crossings while trains are cut, selecting the most important
when they cannot protect all.

35. Trains will stop on signal as follows:

No. 39 at New Paris, Milford and Silver Lake to
receive passengers to Indianapolis;

Nos. 39 and 40 at Lafontaine, Jonesboro, Fairmount
and Summitville to receive or discharge passengers
to and from Indianapolis;

No. 21 at Leesburg, Urbana, Jonesboro, Fairmount
and Summitville to receive passengers to Anderson
and beyond;

Nos. 3 and 46 at Treaty and Linwood to receive or
discharge fragile parcel post matter;

No. 31 at Letts to receive or discharge fragile parcel
post matter; )

No. 21 at Brewersville to discharge passengers from
Indianapolis;

Nos. 31 and 34 at Brewersville on Tuesdays and Satur-
days to receive or discharge passengers;

Nos. 31 and 34 at Horace and Brewersville to receive
or discharge fragile parcel post matter.

36. Nos. 50 and 51 will carry passengers between Benton
Harbor and Niles, and Nos 56 and 57 between Greensburg and
North Vernon, and must stop coach or caboose at platform
for them.

37. Trains must stop before entering joint track at Marion
and be governed by signal indication, and must move expect-
ing to find track obstructed.

38. The N.Y.C. & St. L. crossing at Claypool is governed
by gate located on south side; P. C. C. & St. L. crossing at
Marion, by gate located on south side; L. E. & W. crossing at
Alexandria, target horizontal for L. E. & W., vertical for C.
C. C. & 8t. L., diagonal, stop; Springfield division crossing at
Shirley, by gate located on north side;and B. & O. and
P. C. C. & St. L. crossings at North Vernon, target diagonal
for C. C. C. & St. L., horizontal for B. & O. vertical for
P . &Bt L

39. The indication of signal aspect, as per figures 21 and 22,
page 159, of the Book of Rules, is modified to read as fol-
lows: .

“Proceed with caution and at low speed via desired
route, prepared to stop short of any obstruction and
expecting to find the track occupied or unsafe.”

40. The indication of signal aspect, as per figure 30, page
160, of the Book of Rules, is modified to read as follows:
“Distant Switch Signal: Indication—Proceed, switch
closed, (or) Distant Interlocking or Block Signal:
Indication—Proceed, next signal clear or at caution.”

41. Rule 11 of the Book of Rules is modified as follows:
A burning fusee on or near the track must be re-
garded as a stop signal. After stopping, trains or
engines may proceed, prepared to stop short of any
obstruction, to next block signal; providing that the
fusee must be extinguished before being passed and
another lighted and dropped in the rear.

42, Firemen must not handle engines, unless the engineman
is on the engine, except in case of engineman disabled, or other
extreme emergency.

43. When a passenger train has started from any station
(terminal or intermediate) trainmen must not, under any ecir-
cumstances, attempt to stop the train to permit or encourage
any passenger or person to get aboard. On the contrary, they
must take action to prevent such persons or passengers from
trying to get aboard moving trains, not using force but by
warning, advising and telling them to keep off. <
