1. The superior direction of trains is east.

2. Double track between Indianapolis and Waver, bet-
ween 12th Street and Karl and between Pana and East St.
Louis.

3. Movement of trains on the double track between
East Alton and Wann and on the joint double track between
Wann and Bridge Jct., will be under the special instruections
governing the operation of the C. C. C. & St. L. Ry. and C.
& A. R. R., joint double track issued June 17, 1906.

4. Movement of trains between Granite City and St.
Louis, via Merchants Bridge and between Bridge Jet. and
8t. Louis, via Eads Bridge, will be under the rules governing
operation of St. L. M. B. T. Ry. and T. R. R. A. of 8t. L.,
respectively.

5. Belt Jet., Indianapolis, Duane, A Tower, Starr, Mat-
toon, Karl, Pana, Hillshoro, East Alton and Alton, are regis-
ter stations.

6. Passenger trains only, will be registered at Mattoon.

7. Starr and Karl will be treated as intermediate regis-
ter stations for inbound freight trains.

8. Only those trains using the single track east of Pana,
will be registered at that point.

9. First, second and third class trains which are re-
quired to register at Pana, will be registered by the operator
;} signals for a section are not and have not been displayed.

10.  Only those trains using the single track west of Hills-
boro will be registered at that point. ;

11. Second class trains which are required to register
at Hillsboro, will be registered by the operator, if signals
for a section are not and have not been displayed.

12. Enginemen are relieved from examining registers
at intermediate register stations, except when they act as
pilot, or have no conductor; but this does not relieve them
from knowing whether all trains due, which are superior or
of the same class, have arrived or left, before leaving such
stations.

13. Conductors of first class trains are relieved from
examining register at intermediate register stations.

14. Nothing in these instructions will relieve conductors
and enginemen %rom ohserving whether trains met, of the same
or superior class, are displaying signals for a following section,
or from observing whether suéh trains have been met.

15. Standard elocks are located at Belt Jet., Indianapolis,
Duane, A Tower, Mattoon yard office, Mattoon, Hillsboro,
East Alton, East St. Louis yard office and St. Louis.

16. Bulletin books are located at Brightwood round-
house, Belt Jet., Moorefield roundhouse, Indianapolis, Duane,
A Tower, Mattoon yard office, Mattoon roundhouse, Mat-
toon, IIillsboro, East Alton, Alton and East St. Louis.

17. The manual bloek system will be used between Waver
and Starr and between Karl and Lenox. via Short Line. Rule
317 will apply on simﬁle track and Rule 318 on double track.

18. The manual block system will be used on the Old Line
between Hillsboro and East Alton. Rule 317 will apply when
traing carrying passengers are involved and Rule 318 wil'} appl
when only trains not carrying passengers are involved. Fourt
class and inferior trains on the Old Line must approach yard
limits at Hillsboro, Litchfield and East Alton prepared to stop
short of any obstruction, expecting to find yard engines using
main track.

19. The sutomatic block system will be used for move-
ments with the current of traffic, between Kingan's (Indianap-
olis) and Waver; and the manual block system will be used
for movements against the current of traffic, between Mt.
Jackson and Waver. Permission must be obtained from block
signalman (by telephone or in person) before fouling main
track at switches or cross-overs that are not interlocked.

20. Rules 551 to 554, inclusive, governing the movement
of trains with reference to other trains, in the same direction
on single track by means of block signals, and Rules D-551
to D-554, inclusive, governing the movement of trains, with
the current of traffic, on double track, by means of block signals,
will be used between Mt. Jackson and Starr, between Karl and
Lenox, via Short Line and between Hillsboro and East Alton
via old line.

21. Between Senate Ave (Indianapolis), and Mt. Jackson,
subject to automatic block signals, and between 12th Street
and Karl, trains and engines, irrespective of class, will run
with the current of traffic, protecting against following move-
ments and expecti.nﬁ to find track obstructed. Care must
be exercised not to delay passenger trains by other trains or
engines. Flagman must ride on rear of last car.

22. Between Starr and 12th Street trains will run with
reference to other trains in the same direction irrespective of
class protecting against following movements and expecting to
find track obstructed, otherwise all trains must run strictly in
accord with train rules and other special instructions not
affected by this order. Care must be exercised not to delay

assenger traing, Flagman must ride on the rear of last car.

est bound trains of whatever class approaching 12th Street
must be prepared to stop if track is obstructed and must stop
clear of the switches unless route is clear and switches proper-
ly set. Trains or engines entering or leaving double track at
12th Street must keep clear of each other, must not proceed
through the switches unless given proceed hand signal by switch
tender and must protect against first and second class trains.

23. Cairo division passenger trains will use St. Louis
division main track for such movements as may be necessary
between Buena Vista Street (Paris), and the cross-over,
west of Cairo division crossing. St. Louis division trains
accordingly will a.piroach and run between these points pre-
pared to stop if track is obstructed. Ordinarily Cairo division
passenger trains must not run ahead of St. Louis division
passenger trains when the latter would be delayed thereby.
The siding between these points must when possible be clear
for Cairo division trains.

24, Trains in either direction on the Alton branch, be-
tween C. B, & Q. intersection and the main line intersection at
East Alton, must run prepared to stop short of any obstruction
and expecting to find track occupied at or between either point.

25. Trains having work to do will run through the yard
between Venice Crossing and Bridge Jet., looking out care-
fully for each other and for yard or other engines and prepared
to stop short of any obstruction.

26. Between Relay crossing and yard office, East St.
Louis, trains and engines must run prepared to stop short
of any obstruction, expecting to find engines and trains using
the track in either direction. Flagman must ride on rear
of last car.

27. Trains must not enter single track at Waver, 12th
Street, Karl, Pana or East Alton, in advance of their schedule
leaving time respectively, at these stations.

28, Trains will not be required to receive clearance cards,
Form A, before leaving Mt, Jackson, Duane, Pana, Heim,
Lenox, Granite City or Bridge Jet.  Trains will not be re-

uired to receive clearance cards, Form A, before leaving
g[illsboro excepting westbound trains starting from that
station, via Old Line.

29, The authorized abbreviation for Saint Mary-of-the-
Woods station for use in train orders is St. Mary.

30. Trains and engines must not exceed:

10 miles per hour in first district; 15 miles per hour
in second district and 20 miles per hour in third
district at Indianapolis (districts are defined by
limit boards); , 3

30 miles per hour on first curve west of Wabash River
bridge (structure No. 190);

30 miles per hour on curves 1 mile east of Saint Mary-
of-the-Woods;

25 miles per hour entering double track at 12th Street;

30 miles per hour on Thornton curve, one and one-
half miles east of Shelbyville;

50 miles per hour on curve at Shelbyville depot;

10 miles per hour entering or leaving C. & E. 1. tracks
at Pana;

10 miles ﬂer hour entering or leaving double track
at Hillsboro (via Old Line);

35 miles per hour on curves between Hillsboro and
Litehfield;

25 miles per hour at switch connecting C. C. C. &
8t. L. westward track with C. & A. track at Wann;

30 miles per hour on either track from Lenox to one mile
east of Heim;

35 miles per hour at the intersection of westward
track and Old Line track at Lenox;

85 miles per hour for eastward movements over C.
f A or Old Line at C. C. C. & St. L. junction switches
Lenox;

35 miles per hour leaving double track at Waver,
Karl and Pana;

12 miles per hour through cross-overs and entering
or leaving sidings;

30 miles per hour around curves and 40 miles per hour
on straight track, with steam derricks, and must
run slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

31. Passenger trains must not exceed 70 miles per hour;
express trains handling freight equipment must not exceed 40
miles per hour; troop trains handling freight equipment must
not exceed 35 miles per hour and other trains 40 miles per hour
and must run slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

32. Road engines running light in any service, and with-
out more than five cars, in other than passenger service,
must not exceed 30 miles per hour, and must run slower wherever
regulations or prudence require.

33. Engines running backward, in any service, must not
exceed 20 miles per hour on any portion of the road, and must
not exceed 15 miles per hour on branch lines. They must run
slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

34. Trains handling loaded self clearing high hopper coal
cars must not exceed 30 miles per hour at any point and must
run slower wherever regulations or prudence require.

35. Work trains or other trains must not run with engine
pushing cars, except when absolutely necessary, and then must
move with caution, prepared to stop short of any obstruction.

36. On portions of the road where the manual block
system or the automatic block system, respectively, are not
used, a work train or other train carrying workmen must be
handled under Rule 91, the same as a train carrying passengers
except in a case where a work train is working in a block an
it is necessary for another train to drive it in or, vice versa,
where a work train needs to follow another train into a block
80 that the work train may commence work. Such cases
should be covered by suitable train orders.

37. Trains and engines, regardless of class, must reduce
speed for each facing point switch at night where the switch
light is not burning, and enginemen must know before passing
over it that the switch is in proper position. Trainmen must
relight switch lamps when found not burning at switches where
they stop and in any case must report conditions to the train
dispatcher from first stop.

38. Trainmen must as far as practicable protect use of
crossings while trains are cut, selecting the most important
when they cannot protect all.

39. When caution-signal is displayed on a distant signal
it indicates, not only that trains must proceed with eaution
to the home signal, but that switches between distant and
home signals may be open or out of order, and trains and
engines must be governed accordingly, notwithstanding the
home signal may be seen to be clear.

40. The whistle signal preseribed in Rule 14 (m), must
be sounded approaching all curves by all engines, except on
re%ular passenger trains and except in city or town limits or
suburban districts.

41. Enginemen, when running against the current of traffie,
will sound whistle signal 14 (1) approaching all curves as a
warning to sectionmen.

42, Trains will make regular stops as follows:

Nos. 521, 522 and 523, at Washington Avenue, St. Louis.

43. Trains will stop on signal as follows:

Nos, 2 and 3, at Mattoon Shops, Duane and West

Side, for company’s employes or supplies.
Nos. 7 and 8, at yard office between Venice Crossing
and Bridge Jet., for company’s employes or supplies.
