N2. T H I R D R A I L . 
When emergency requires that power be shut off third rail, 

telephone nearest substation, stating what tracks are 
affected and immediately notify chief train dispatcher. I f 
pipes carrying transmission cables are involved, the 
power supervisor must be notified promptly. 

Power will not be restored until power supervisor has been 
notified by responsible person that it is safe to do so. 
Power supervisor must secure permission from chief 
train dispatcher to restore power. 

K I f engineman requires power shut off, he will stop and sound 
whistle signals prescribed by Special instruction 14, and 
repeat same until power is shut off. Conductor of such 
train will immediately communicate with nearest sub­
station, power supervisor or cliief train dispatcher, request­
ing power be shut off tracks affected and asking for other 
necessary relief. Al l employes hearing these whistle signals 
must also make immediate request by telephone to have 
power shut off tracks affected. Maintainors, trackmen 
and other employees must go to point of trouble promptly 
and render any assistance possible. 

To shut power off between 59th St. and 95th St. in Park Ave. 
tunnel, give cord, suspended from wail on adjacent track, 
a steady pull first from the west and then from the 
east, which will shut power off track affected between 
59th St. and 110th St. As a further precaution, go to 
nearest alarm box and send in a second alarm from the 
box. These boxes are located approximately three blocks 
apart. When cord is pulled, or when trains are stopped in 
tunnel because of loss of power telephone report must be 
made at once to chief train dispatcher. Train employes 
and others who work in the tunnel must familiarize them­
selves with location of cords and boxes. These cords and 
appliances belonging to this system must not be tampered 
with. 

When emergency requires that power be shut off between 
110th St. and Mott Haven Jet., third rail switch at Signal 
Station NK . or at cabin at east end of Park Ave. Draw­
bridge will be closed and held closed 3 seconds. The closing 
of one of these switches shuts power off all tracks between 
110th St. and Mott Haven Jet. Employes shutting power 
off must at once notify power supervisor that third rail 
switch has been closed, and the same employe must also 
notify power supervisor promptly when it is proper to have 
power restored. 

When communicating by telephone to have power shut off, 
use words "power emergency," and when by telegraph, 
use numeral " 2 1 " to obtain circuit. Al l others using line 
must give way at once. 

When two or more electric trains have been stopped on same 
track short distances apart, a period of 30 seconds must 
elapse between starting of each train. 

O. O B S E R V A N C E O F P A S S I N G T R A I N S . 
When trains are passing, trainmen of freight trains must-

observe the general condition of trains on other tracks for 
entire length of each train. 

When a freight train is standing, trainmen of that train 
must place themselves in best position on ground to 
observe running gear of passing passenger trains, and, 
when other duties do not interfere, the same observation 
must be made of passing freight trains. 

When approaching track pans or immediately after passing 
them, and frequently at other points, rear trainmen must 
observe each side of their train. 

When trains are passing, signalman or operator, whenever 
practicable, must observe from signal station or station 
platform, the condition of the train for its entire length; 
trackmen, bridgemen, signal maintainors, pumpers and 
other employes must make similar observations. 

I f any indications of conditions endangering a train is 
observed, "S top" signal must be given. I f there are no 
apparent defects, employes, except crossing watchmen, 
must give "Proceed" signal. 

All signals must be acknowledged. 
Passenger trainmen will comply with the above as far as 

practicable.

If _ emergency button of master controller on MU car 
is inoperative and car cannot be cut out, an employe 
must be assigned to ride with engineman. 

West of 56th St.: 
The cut-out cock in air pipe leading to overhead shoe 
on electric locomotives must be closed when not in use. 

1801. AUTOMATIC TRAIN STOP. 
Al l road engines operating between Croton-on-Hudson and 

Albany must have train stop device cut in and in work­
ing order. Enginemen and firemen must be qualified on 
Rules for Enginemen and Firemen for Operation of 
Automatic Train Stop. 

I n case of failure of any part of locomotive which renders 
train stop device in-operative, enginemen must notify 
train dispatcher and a relief engine should be furnished 
at first engine terminal.
