B3. LAWS AND REGULATIONS.

Safety Appliance Laws.

Cars becoming defective enroute when loaded with livestock
or perishable freight may be hauled by chains instead of
couplers to next repair point, and when so hauled at the
rear of caboose must chained in addition to being
coupled unless the air brakes are in service.

Other defective ears must not be hauled by chains in rev-
enue trains or in association with cars commercially used,
beyond the first side track.

Cars must not be placed forward of 15 ears from caboose
when so carded. So far as possible, inspectors must apply
these cards to cars requiring such movement prior to
trains being made up in the yard.

Hours of Service Law.

‘When a train or engine crew has been on duty 14 hours, the

Except as provided by proper regulations, the handling of
gasoline in any car of a passenger train is prohibited.

In case of derailments or other circumstances involving
tank cars loaded with inflammable liquids, where it is
absolutely necessary to use oil lamps or open flame lights,
they must be kept at as high an elevation as possible to
avoid contact with vapors which naturally seek the

und level, and where possible, these lights should be

ept on that side of the leaking or wrecked tank car from
which the wind is blowing, so that the wind will tend to
drive the vapor away from these lights.
Orders of Commissions.

The attention of officers and employes of this Railroad is
called to the following order of the Public Service Com-
mission, Second District, State of New York: (As
amended by Order dated July 10, 1917).

ork Central i Company, shall be kept
posted in every eaboose used in freight service and
in every engine house used in freight or passenger
gervice within said electrie zone.

Persons requiring power shut off third rail for construction or
maintenance work must obtain permission from the Super-
intendent or chief train dispatcher.

8, Mail,
all mail offered at stations where the Post Office D%mrb-
ment does not maindain a Transfer Clerk or Postal Clerk
ghould be aecepted regardless of the space authorized.

When s regular authorization is exceeded from any station
at which the Post Office Department maintains a Transfer
Clerk or Postal Clerk, the trainmen should secure a
written request covering such excess. Failure to receive
such request should be reported on the trip report of
mail earried, AR 702.

FATALITIES.

When a %:;g_a:enger dies in a sleﬂ)ing ear, the body may be
left in b properly screened until removed from train;
when in parior car or ecoach, body should ba removed to
baggnge oar and physician secured if available on train,
who may certily as to cause of death.

The body of a person who dies on a train must be left at
first station stop where & health officer is available and
station employs on duty. BStation employe musé not
permit the body te be removed {rom etation without
.proper authority. If person who dies is secompanied
gy an attendant, sonductor must confer with attendant
as to dispoaition of body, and sueh information must be
given o the station employe.

. If train stops at & station other than where the body can
be removed, eonductor will give advance notiea to the
station where the body is to be left, and atation employe
must notify health officer promptly.

When s fatal accident ocours on rili)ht-of-way, within the
City of New York, the body must be left on right-of-way
near point where injuriea were received and in charge of
employe until polioe officer arrives.

When a g;ta.l aocident oeours beyond New York City limits,
the body should be removed to the nearest availabie
shelter or miation, eare being taken not io move the
-body from one sounty o another,

HAND BRAKE TEST,

LiJBRICATION' AND CARE OF JOURNAL BOXES.

All New York Cernitral System miodern road Jocomotives and’

all new pasgenger ears, as well as many of the older ears,
are equipped with the Twinplex Hot Box Alstm.- In the
event that any of these bearings become overheaied a
strong and aomewhgt\djsa.g}'t;ﬁabie cdor g released and
also a dense white smnoke. Train and engine erews, also
towermen, crossing watchmen, maintenance of way forces
and other employes will be on the lookoat for these indi-
ostions and whenever they are observed the train must be
stopped immediately,. When the hot box ig loeated it
must be given the ysual attention in accordance with
prescribed practices.

Current “Instructions for the Lubrication and Care of
Journal Boxes™ govern. : :

When a journal is found overheating enroute, train must be
stopped and examination made. Packing must be ad-
justed or hox repacked if thie will overcome trouble. If
cause of heating cannot be corrected in this manner or
eqr cannot be moved to the next terminal through the
_upe of cooling compound, ear should be set oub.

Water or snow should not be used for cooling hot journala
except in ermergency, and when used, journsl should be
eocled as slowly as eonditions will permit.

When ears with hot journals are set out where ingpectors
do not take immediate charge, precaution must be taken
to know that journal is left in condition to avoid damage
to ear by fire.

Conduetor must make prompt report to Superimiendent
nnd gar foremab of ears treated enroute, or set out ac-
count overheated journal, statiog whethee treated by eool-
ing compound or by water or snow, also whether heating
was detected by odor or amoke of ot Box Alarm.

Cooling Compound:

Axn agpmved hot journal ecooling compound, and Form
N.Y.C.8 R8-74, furnished by storekeeper, shall be earried
as-part of cabooas eguipment and train crew equipment
in passenger aervice,

Cooling compound shall be used for emergency treatment of
overheated journals of cars enroute in trains. Treatment
should be given before journal becomes red.

Journale with broken brasses shall not be treated with -

eocling compound.

When applying eooling eompound, packing in journal box
ﬁhm}lli) be loogened iy use of packing iron i;fter whieh
¢ooling compound shall be applied along fall length of
riging side of journal; partic attention to be given to
placing compound at back or inside end of journal.

Cars having journals treated with cooling comlpound shall
be tagged in a %rominent place near journal box, using
Form N,Y.C.8, RS-74, at time compound 18 applied. .
