761. Trains moving on the two south tracks leading to the 
Illinois Central at Highlawn must not make move­
ments to the C . & E . I . without first securing clear­
ance from Switchtender at Halsted. 

762. The west switch of the Dolton Eastbound passing 
track is controlled by a remote switch throwing device 
operated by switchtender at Halsted Street. West­
ward trains must not enter this passing track unless 
authorized by message over signature of the Super­
intendent. Movements over west switch of this 
passing track are governed by color light home and 
dwarf signals. 

763. Tracks Nos. 3 and 4 between the switchtenders* 
shanty just west of Columbia Avenue, Hammond, 
and the interlocking tower at Calumet Park are 
owned and operated by the Michigan Central. 
Trains operating on these trades wil l be governed by 
Michigan Central rules and special instructions. 

764. Michigan Central rules require trains that operate 
against the current of traffic where there are three or 
more tracks to display green marker lights to the 
rear on both sides and a red light to be displayed in 
the middle of rear platform of the caboose. Trains 
operated against the current of traffic on tracks 3 or 4 
between Columbia Avenue and Calumet Park, wil l 
comply with this rule. 

765. Trains operating on Michigan Central Tracks 3 and 
4 between Columbia Avenue, Hammond, and Calu­
met Park, must observe Michigan Central Rules 
93-a and 93-b, which follow: 

"93-a. ( M . C. R . R . ) Trains standing on main track 
within yard limits must be protected as prescril>ed 
by Rule 99, unless relieved of this duty by the yard-
master. 
93-b. ( M . C. R . R . ) Within yard limits, all move­
ments from a side track to main track or across a 
main track, or from a main track to a side track, un­
less protected by a fixed signal, must be protected 
against side collision by a red signal or by a trainman 
or yardman stationed on the side from which other 
trains may approach." 

766. Trains moving from Calumet Ci ty Y a r d to Burnham 
Y a r d with more cars than the main track wil l hold 
between the State Line interlocking plant and the 
switch leading to the Monon-Erie connection must, 
before proceeding from the Eas t E n d of Calumet Ci ty 
Yard , except when moving on the new switching 
lead, secure clearance from State Line and Hohman 
Street Towers. 

767. Trains moving to the C . I . & L . at Hohman Street, 
Hammond, wil l set the signal gate against C . I . & L . 
trains before fouling the C. I . & L . main track. 
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768. Trains moving in either direction over the Whiting 
Line between State Line and Whiting must call Tra in 
Director at Grasselli Tower for clearance before pro­
ceeding 
Trains making through movements between Calumet 
Ci ty and Whiting wil l secure clearance at the East 
E n d of Calumet Ci ty Y a r d and/or the N . Y . C . or 
Pennsylvania towers at Whiting. 

769. Trains from Burnham that are to move West of 
Calumet Park wil l notify Calumet Park Tower by 
telephone when leaving Burnham. 

770. Trains must not be moved over the Indianapolis 
Boulevard crossing on the Sheddfield Branch until 
proper signal indication on the traffic control signal 
light located at this point is displayed and all street 
traffic is stopped. I f at any time this traffic control 
signal light becomes inoperative, a member of the 
crew must be stationed on the crossing to stop street 
traffic. 

771. Trains operating on the Whiting Line wil l call the 
Pennsylvania Tower at Whiting when ready to 
proceed across Indianapolis Boulevard, but must not 
proceed until the color light indicator, which is 
located 25 feet east of New Y o r k Avenue, Whiting, 
displays a yellow indication. 

772. Trains must not pull out of the West E n d of Gibson 
Y a r d until permission has been secured from the 
towerman at Hohman Street. The headman of 
westward trains that are stopped at Hohman Street 
crossing must call the towerman from telephone at 
Oakley Avenue to determine whether or not the 
Calumet Avenue street crossing must be cut. 

773. Engines or trains must indicate to the Crossing 
Watchman at Columbia Avenue, by crossing whistle 
signal, when movement is about to be made over 
this crossing. This does not apply to through 
movements but is intended to prevent engines, that 
are standing in the vicinity of Columbia Avenue, 
from being moved over this crossing before the 
gates have been lowered. 

774. A t Calumet Avenue, Eastbound trains that are to 
enter the lead to the Eastbound receiving yard at 
Gibson, wi l l indicate to crossing gateman by hand or 
lamp signal pointing toward the diverging route. 

775. When the cabooses or rear ends of trains pulling into 
the Westbound Receiving Y a r d , Gibson, or yard 
engines, do not clear adjacent tracks, Yardmen or 
Enginemen wil l notify the Switchtender at the 
Tower, Eas t E n d Gibson Y a r d . 

776. Switchtender at Roundhouse Lead wil l govern move­
ments of trains on main tracks between Gibson Inter­
locking Tower and Columbia Avenue, Hammond. 
The following instructions wil l govern movements on 
these tracks: 
At the west end of Gibson Y a r d : 

Trains entering, crossing over or making through 
movements over Gibson Y a r d main tracks, or 
entering Michigan Central tracks Nos. 3 and 4, 
must not proceed without hand signal from 
Switchtender. 
A green flag or green light wil l be used in signaling 
trains moving with the current of traffic and yellow 
flag or yellow light wi l l be used in giving signals to 
trains moving against the current of traffic. 

A t the Roundhouse Lead: 
Trains moving with the current of traffic may 
proceed when color light signals display yellow 
indications and switches are set for movements 
to be made. Trains may move to and from the 
main tracks and Roundhouse Lead tracks and 
North Hump Lead when switches are set for 
movements that are to be made. 

777. Trains on the main track of the Gary Branch, 
that are to move into Gibson Y a r d , must not foul 
the crossover Eas t of Kennedy Avenue, Gibson, 
until a clear interlocking signal is received. 

778. Westbound trains that use the Eastward main 
track, Ivanhoe to Gibson, wil l stop to clear the 
west switch of the Gibson Transfer passing track 
and call the Towerman at Gibson for instructions. 

779. Trains moving from L . C . L . Y a r d shall not foul 
main tracks at west end of L . C . L . Y a r d or move in 
either direction through the north wye at Gibson 
between New Y o r k Central or Gary and Western 
main tracks until they have procured clearance 
from Gibson Tower. 

780. Trains that are to pick up at Gibson Transfer must, 
before leaving Gibson, obtain instructions from 
Gibson Tower as to whether or not they are to head 
in the passing track at Gibson Transfer. 

781. On the Gary Branch, train orders are necessary 
between Ivanhoe and Dune Park. Orders wil l be 
issued over the signature of the Superintendent 
N . Y . C . Western Division. 
Trains originating at Calumet Park or points East , 
that are to run on the Gary Branch Eas t of Ivanhoe, 
must call the Operator at Ivanhoe when ready to 
leave. I . H . B . rules and special instructions wil l 
govern operations on the Gary Branch. 
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782. The dropping of cars or making of running switches 
at the Tolleston team track on the Gary Branch is 
prohibited. 

783. Trains moving in either direction over the East 
Chicago Belt must call T ra in Director at Grasselli 
Tower for clearance before proceeding. 

784. Flying switches are prohibited on the Cudahy Branch 
at the C. S. S. & S. B . interchange and Cudahy 
Packing Company's plant. 

785. Trains must secure permission from the Operator at 
Calumet Tower before proceeding from or entering 
upon the E . J . & E . main track at the following 
points: 

Standard Oil Company, Whiting. 

Sinclair Refining Co., Eas t Chicago. 

East Chicago Dock Terminal, Eas t Chicago. 

United States Gypsum Co., East Chicago. 

786. Trains moving from the Harbison-Walker Lead onto 
the E . J . & E . main track, leading to the Standard 
Oil Y a r d must protect against northward trains 
moving on E . J . & E . track. 

The provisions of Rule 99 wil l apply to this movement 
until the switch has been cleared and restored to 
normal position. 

787. Trains entering main track at Indiana Hai-bor, 
Calumet, Grasselli, Gibson, Gibson Junction and 
Osborn, may proceed on clear Interlocking Signal. 

788. Crews setting out cars on the main tracks at Indiana 
Harbor for delivery to the Pennsylvania must protect 
cars until relieved by the crew with the Pennsyl­
vania engine or until the cars are clear of the main 
tracks. 

789. Trains must not enter the Indiana Harbor north­
bound passing siding through the hand throw cross­
overs from Michigan Avenue Y a r d without per­
mission from the Tra in Director at Grasselli. 

790. Trains must not pass over a burning fusee. Such 
fusees must be removed before the train proceeds. 

791. Trainmen must observe carefully in approaching and 
passing highway crossings at grade and protect trains 
on adjacent tracks when wrecked vehicles are found 
to obstruct tracks. 

792. I n order to call the attention of trainmen to air 
trouble on trains, engineers wil l give two short 
blasts of the whistle repeated three times. 

793. A t al l points, except as otherwise specified, trains 
wil l proceed on obtaining a verbal clearance from the 
Dispatcher or Tra in Director by telephone. 

794. Trains must not enter a main track, leave a passing 
siding or cross from one main track to another with­
out permission of the Dispatcher, Tra in Director or 
Operator, except as otherwise specified in the rules. 

795. A red flag by day and red light by night wil l be 
displayed at the rear of cars or engines, not equipped 
to display markers, occupying any portion of the 
main track. 
Engines shoving cars over any portion of the main 
track by day wil l display a red flag at the rear, 
and at night will extinguish rear headlight and 
display a red light at the rear. 

796. Trains equipped with box car cabooses displaying 
markers at side center doors, wil l in addition display 
a red flag by day and a red light by night at rear end 
of such box car cabooses. 

797. Yellow flag or yellow light wi l l be used in giving hand 
signals to trains moving against the current of traffic 
in yard limits and to trains moving to or from any 
diverging route, except when moving onto the main 
track with the current of traffic. 
When movements against the current of traffic are 
to extend beyond yard limits, they will be made on 
train order. 

798. Trains must not foul a converging track until the 
switches are lined for the move that is to be made. 

799. When a train has work to do at stations where 
passing sidings are provided or it is known that the 
train wil l be delayed on account of engine or car 
failures or other causes, the train must pull into clear 
on the passing track or arrange to get following 
trains around it without delay. 

800. Conductors or enginemen must use telephone when­
ever necessary to facilitate the movement of trains. 
Instructions received by telephone must be repeated 
and name and occupation of the employes exchanged 
to avoid misunderstanding. 

801. Trains entering upon, or moving over foreign roads 
wil l be governed by Time Table rules and instruc­
tions issued by the Company over whose tracks 
movements are made. 
Conductors and engineers wil l provide themselves 
•with copies of current Time Tables of foreign roads 
over which movements are to be made. 

802. Trainmen in performance of their duties are not 
required to pass over the tops of containers.

11. A train or engine approaching a fusee on or near 
the track burning red must stop, then may pro­
ceed wi th caution. When burning yellow it is a 
caution signal. 

14-L. T h e following has been added to Rule 14-L. 
"Whis t le signal for grade crossings must be so 
timed that the last blast is completed as the en­
gine is passing over the crossing. T ra ins that are 
proceeding at low speed may sound two complete 
crossing whistle signals, the first beginning at the 
whist l ing post. A l l trains must begin their whistle 
signal at the whist l ing post, for a l l crossings." 

I S . T h e explosion of one torpedo is a signal to stop; 
the explosion of two not more than two hundred 
feet apart is a signal to reduce speed, and look out 
for a stop signal. Torpedoes must not be placed 
near stations, road crossings or where persons are 
liable to be injured by them. 

19. T h e following signals w i l l be displayed, one on 
each side of the rear of every train, as markers to 
indicate the rear of the train. B y day the night 
markers wi th lights extinguished w i l l be used. B y 
night green lights to the front and side and red 
lights to the rear, except when train is clear of 
the main track, when green lights must be dis­
played to the front, side and rear. T h e green 
lights must be changed to red before the train 
again fouls the main track. 

T h e markers must not be changed to show a 
green light to the rear until the last car in the 
train has passed the clearance point of the siding, 
and the main track switch is closed and locked. 

Note: N . Y . C. trains are permitted to display, 
by night, yellow lights to the front and side and 
red lights to the rear, except when train is clear 
of the main track, when yellow lights may be dis­
played to the front, side and rear. 
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21 . Rules 21 and D-21 which require extra trains to 
display two white flags and in addition two white 
lights by night, are hereby cancelled. Trains will 
not display extra signals. 

27. A signal imperfectly displayed, or the absence of 
a signal at a place where a signal is usually 
shown, must be regarded as a stop signal, and the 
fact reported to the Superintendent. 

D-93. Within yard limits the main tracks may be used, 
protecting against first-class trains. Second and 
inferior class, extra trains and yard engines must 
move within yard limits prepared to stop unless 
the main track is seen or known to be clear. 
While within yard limits, whether upon main 
tracks or sidings, employes on all trains or en­
gines must obey the orders of General and Assist­
ant Yard Masters. 

102. (a) Cars must not be shoved or cut off and allowed 
to run over a public crossing or highway until a 
member of the crew has been stationed on the cross­
ing to stop street traffic, except where gates are 
operated or ground crossing flagman employed, and 
then only when it is known that the gates are down 
or the ground flagman out on the crossing. When 
cars are switched on to a track where trackmen are 
working, they must be warned. 

318. Conductors, enginemen, firemen and brakemen, 
before starting on each trip, must read special in­
structions in bulletin books. 
Conductors and engineers will sign for bulletins on 
the bulletin register book.
