701. O B S E R V A N C E OF PASSING TRAINS. 

When trains are passing, signalman, operator or leverman, 
whenever practicable, must observe from station platform, or 
ground, the general condition of the train. 
703. M A K E U P OF F R E I G H T TRAINS. 

Loaded flat cars must be separated from occupied caboose by 
a solid end car. 
705. L E A V I N G CARS O N SIDE T R A C K S . 

When placing cars for loading or unloading, they must, when 
practicable, not be left standing nearer than fifty (50) feet to 
any street or road crossing, and not nearer than one hundred 
(100) feet when placed in storage. 
824. M A K E - U P OF P A S S E N G E R , M A I L , E X P R E S S AND 

M I L K TRAINS. 
Passenger equipment must be of steel construction with the 

exception that baggage, horse, refrigerator and milk cars of steel 
underframe construction may be hauled, also such steel under-
frame passenger cars as are used under special arrangement. 

Trains containing more than 5 cars 60 feet or over in length 
are limited to 30 cars. 

Trains containing not more than 5 cars 60 feet or over in length 
are limited to 40 cars. 
841. U . S. M A I L . 

A train handling a postal car off its run must also make the 
stops of the train in which it is usually handled. 

When necessary, in case of derailment or washout, employes 
must see that postal clerks and mail are promptly transferred 
and every possible convenience furnished for working the mail. 

Railroad employes are required to handle, load and unload 
storage mail carried in baggage and storage cars, and in bag­
gage end of apartment cars. 

The loading of U . S. Mai l must be given preference over bag­
gage and express. Conductor must not start train until the 
handling of U . S. Mai l is completed. Trains scheduled to stop 
to discharge passengers, and having U . S. Mai l for such points, 
must stop to unload mail. 

A train shall not depart from a station and leave mails which 
are being loaded or are being trucked from vehicles or from 
part of the station to the train or aboard a connecting train 
that has come to a stop in the same station 

Mai l should not be carried on trains not regularly authorised 
to carry same unless requested in writing to do so by a repre­
sentative of the Postal Transportation Service. 

When a train is regularly authorised to carry I'. S. Mail , all 
mail offered at stations where the Post Office Department does 
not maintain a Transfer Clerk or Postal Clerk should be ac­
cepted regardless of the space authorized. 

(Continued on page 7) 
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When a regular authorization is exceeded from any station at 

which the Post Office Department maintain a Transfer Clerk or 
Postal Clerk, the trainmen should secure a written request 
covering such excess. Failure to receive such request should be 
reported on the trip report of mail carried, Form A R 702. 

The Post Office Department Regulations provide the number 
of sacks, equivalent to units of space authorized as follows: 

1 to 47 sacks 3 ft. 
48 to 94 sacks 6 ft. 
95 to 141 sacks 9 ft. 

142 to 188 sacks 12 ft. 
189 to 235 sacks 15 ft. 

236 to 282 sacks 18 ft. 
283 to 329 sacks 21 ft. 
330 to 376 sacks 24 ft. 
377 to 423 sacks 27 ft. 
424 to 470 sacks 30 ft. 

One outside parcel equals one sack; one box of baby chicks 
equals one sack and should be reported in the proper columns 
of train baggageman's report, Form AR-702. 

Every train baggageman, conductor, mail porter, express 
messenger or other train employee who handles, or has in his 
custody, any U.S. Mai l on trains must take particular care to 
see that correct count of sacks and parcels received and delivered 
is properly reported on prescribed Form A R 702. 

Under circumstances where heavy volume of mails handled at 
any point do not allow time for an actual count of the sacks and 
parcels, the record may be reported on an estimated linear 
footage basis. 

In addition to all station receipts and deliveries reported on 
Forms A R 702 all mails transferred enroute from or to an R P O 
or R P O apartment car must also be reported on this Form. 

Utmost care must be used in handling fragile (red label) 
parcel post mail. 

Ma i l pouches delivered unlocked must not be accepted but 
returned to Post Office Department, and immediate advice 
given to Superintendent by wire. 

When mail arrives late at night, or when Government mes­
senger is not on hand to receive it, it must be kept in a safe place 
until proper delivery can be made. 

If a mail'pouch is stolen, immediate advice must be given to 
Superintendent by wire. 

U . S. Mai l Clerks, required to deadhead on mail trains, will 
be permitted to ride in crew coach on presentation of their 
travel commission. 

Train crews are not permitted to ride in Railway Post Office 
cars while in use, even though the railroad company may fur­
nish a Railway Post Office car larger than the size authorized. 

A l l full mail cars and parts of cars having the legend "United 
States M a i l " or " U . S. M a i l " shall be reserved exclusively for 
carrying the mails and shall not be used for any other purpose. 

932. AIR B R A K E S . 
When failure renders the brakes on both train and engine 

inoperative, the train may proceed with extreme care to the 
first siding where it will await relief engine. 

If the failure involves the brakes on the train or a part of 
the train, leaving the brakes on the engine operative, the 
train may be moved with extreme care at a speed at which 
the train may be stopped short of any obstruction, with the 
available braking power. Weather and other conditions must 
be such as to insure the safety of the movement. If a relief 
engine is necessary, it must be provided at the first possible 
point. 

If the conditions are not extremely favorable, the train 
must take siding until relief engine is provided. 
Diesel Equipment: 

Diesel road locomotives must have the Controlled Emer­
gency feature of 24-RL brake equipment set in Passenger 
(or Passenger Lap), except when coupled to a freight train. 
Locomotives operating light, in road service, yard or terminal 
territory, must have the Rotaire Valve and Controlled Emergen­
cy Cocks set as follows: 

Rotaire valve operating " A " unit set in "Pass" position-
Controlled Emergency Cock " B " unit set in "Pass" position. 
Rotaire valve trailing " A " unit set in "Pass Lap" position. 
Dead Locomotives: 

Dead locomotives, Steam, Electric, Diesel electric, shall 
not be hauled at rear of train. Not more than four such lo­
comotives may be handled in one train. 

Dead locomotives shall be located as follows: 
Live hauling locomotives followed by five cars, preferably 

empty, then first dead locomotive. 
Space other dead locomotives five cars behind first dead 

locomotive and place five cars between each dead locomotive. 
N O T E : Dead locomotives consist of the following: engine 

and tender; electric locomotive; Diesel switch; Diesel road 
switch; and Diesel streamlined road locomotives, passenger 
or freight. The Diesel streamlined road locomotives may 
have two units, or three units, or four units coupled together, 
to class as a locomotive. It is not recommended that more than 
four of the streamlined units be together in a train. Diesel 
road switch or straight switch units should be classed as a 
locomotive so far as being handled in a freight train. This is 
because of the short swivel coupler on these locomotives.

R A I L D E T E C T O R CARS. 
Rai l Detector Cars must not be handled in freight trains and, 

except N Y C car X-8015, must not be handled in passenger 
trains. 

Following will govern when Rail Detector Cars are moving 
under their own power: 

In Automatic or Manual Block System territory Train Dis­
patcher will arrange for Absolute Block between open signal 
stations for movements following such cars. 

Cars approaching highway crossings which are provided with 
automatic protection, must not pass over crossings until manual 
protection is provided unless it is known that the automatic 
protection is functioning. 

At railroad crossings where automatic interlocking is in use, 
such cars will come to a stop and must not proceed over crossings 
until all instructions covering emergency use of such crossings 
have been complied with. 

Signalmen at interlocking stations must not operate any 
switches in the route lined for such cars while within interlocking 
limits. 

In Automatic Train Stop territory, if car is not equipped with 
Automatic Train Stop device, movements will be authorized 
and made according to Time-table Special Instructions governing 
such moves, except that Train Dispatchers will arrange for clear 
block between open signal stations both in advance and in rear 
of train. 

Rail Detector Car X-8015 is equipped with Automatic Train 
Stop Device. 
H A N D B R A K E TEST. 

A running test of hand brakes must be made on a Rai l Diesel 
Car or Rai l Motor Car upon leaving initial terminal when 
operating as a single unit. As soon as speed permits, engineman 
must place throttle lever of R D C car in No. 1 position (rail 
motor car in O F F position) and signal for brakes. The conductor 
or member of train crew must then apply hand brakes to deter­
mine if they are operating properly. In case hand brakes do 
not operate properly, car must proceed at R E S T R I C T E D 
S P E E D to the nearest point at which repairs can be made. 

H E L P E R E N G I N E S . 
A helper engine must not couple onto either head or rear of 

train it is to help until such train is stopped. Helper engines must 
not push trains beyond the summit of the grade. If helper 
engine is to continue in the same direction in Automatic Block 
territory, it may proceed complying with the Automatic Block 
rules, and in Manual Block territory it may proceed prepared 
to stop short of train ahead or obstruction to the next Mock 
station, where the block rules must be complied with. 

Limits of Wabash helper engine are between mile posts 110 and 
116; it will help any train within its limits and return to Wabash 
against second-class and inferior trains, running extra, without 
train orders. 

L U B R I C A T I O N A N D CARE OF J O U R N A L B O X E S . 
AH New York Central System modern road locomotives and 

all new passenger cars, as well as many of the older cars, are 
equipped with the Twinplex Hot Box Alarm. In the event 
that any of these bearings become overheated a strong and 
somewhat disagreeable odor is released and also a dense white 
smoke. Train and engine crews, also towermen, crossing watch­
men, maintenance of way forces and other employes will be on 
the lookout for these indications and whenever they are observed 
the train must be stopped immediately. When the hot box is 
located it must be given the usual attention in accordance with 
prescribed practices. 

Current "Instructions for the Lubrication and Care of Journal 
Boxes" govern. 

When a journal is found overheating enroute, train must be 
stopped and examination made. Packing must be adjusted or 
box repacked if this will overcome trouble. If cause of heating 
cannot be corrected in this manner or car cannot be moved to 
the next terminal through use of cooling compound, car should 
be set out. 

Water or snow should not be used for cooling hot journals 
except in emergency, and when used, journal should be cooled 
as slowly as conditions will permit. 

When cars with hot journals are set out where inspectors do 
not take immediate charge, precaution must be taken to know 
that journal is left in condition to avoid damage to car by fire. 

Conductor must make prompt report to Superintendent and 
car foreman of cars treated enroute, or set out account over­
heated journal, stating whether treated by cooling compound 
or by water or snow, also whether heating was detected by odor 
or smoke of Hot Box Alarm. 
Cooling Compound. 

An approved hot journal cooling compound, and Form N Y C S 
RS-74, furnished by storekeeper, shall be carried as part of 
caboose equipment and train crew equipment in passenger 
service. 

Cooling compound shall be used for emergency treatment of 
overheated journals of cars enroute in trains. Treatment should 
be given before journal becomes red. 

Journals with broken brasses shall not be treated with cooling 
compound. 

When applying cooling compound, packing in journal box shall 
be loosened by use of packing iron, after which cooling compound 
shall be applied along full length of rising side of journal, par­
ticular attention to be given to placing compound at back or 
inside end of journal. Cars having journals treated with cooling 
compound shall be tagged in a prominent place near journal 
box, using Form N Y C S RS-74, at time compound is applied. 

R E R A I L I N G F R O G S . 
Enginemen will be held responsible for knowing that rerailing 

frogs and chains are replaced properly on engines after having 
been used.
