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ATTENTION 
TRAIN AND ENGINE CREWS 

Always keep i n mind that the customer is the B U Y E R and that i t is 
your job to make every B U Y E R a satisfied customer. T o that end, the 
following matters deserve your constant attention: 

1. If an error or misstatement has been made somewhere along the route, put forth 
every effort to correct it. Nothing should be considered too trivial. 

2. Ever be alert to the safety and comfort of your passengers, and freely give in­
formation and advice when requested. The aged, infirm and the young passenger 
traveling unaccompanied require special attention. Be helpful to them in every way 
possible, particularly in assisting them on and off trains, and occasionally inquire as to 
their comfort. 

3. Protect both coach and sleeper passengers against undue noise or disturbance, 
particularly at night. Remember they pay to sleep. 

4. The avoidance of arguments or friction with passengers is a test of your diplomacy. 
A calm and pleasant manner, regardless of the circumstances, is the best assurance of 
your success. 

5. Keep posted on connecting line train service, arbitrary holds they have in effect 
for our trains, and advise passengers so as to avoid, as far as possible, any uneasiness on 
their part about missing connections, and when same is unavoidable, tell them what 
time the next connection is due to depart. 

6 . Cheerfully offer explanation of unusual delays and pass such information to other 
members of your crew—Brakeman, Porter, Sleeping Car, Pullman and Dining Car em­
ployees—so they too may advise passengers and when practicable RPO clerks. Generally 
speaking, passengers will gladly accept a condition which they understand, but on the 
contrary are irritated when kept in ignorance. 

7. Neatness of appearance and courtesy bespeak pride in your job, and create 
good-will for the Railroad. 

8. Being considerate of others is the key to popularity. This applies to the institu­
tion and individual alike. Many of your passengers may be riding a train for their first 
time. This is especially true of the younger generation. Kind and attentive treatment 
to make them feel at home creates additional passenger traffic. 

9. Remember that people traveling on passes have a right to that privilege, and are 
entitled to the same courteous treatment as other passengers. A satisfied "free-trans­
portation" passenger is always a booster. 

10. On crowded trains, New York Central employees riding on passes should, and 
will if properly approached, cheerfully cooperate in seeing that revenue passengers are 
given every possible consideration. 

11. Train Porter should keep coaches clean and in tidy condition at all times. 
Toilets particularly are the source of adverse comment. Inspect them frequently. 

12. AVOID ROUGH HANDLING OF YOUR TRAIN. New York Central engine-
men have an enviable reputation for smooth starting, running and stopping of their 
trains. Never lose sight of this feature, as passengers are more disposed to avoid the 
route that does not give them a smooth ride, than they are to exert the effort involved in 
registering complaints about it. 

13. Of equal importance is SMOOTH HANDLING OF FREIGHT TRAINS. 
Rough handling results in damaged lading and delays due to damaged equipment, which 
creates dissatisfied customers. 

14. On-Time delivery of passengers, mail, express and freight at destination is what 
the customers pay for and expect. Your best efforts, always within the zone of safety, 
should be extended to keep your trains on time.

New Y o r k C e n t r a l S y s t em locomotives and passenger cars 
w i t h ro l l e r bearings are equipped w i t h H o t B o x A l a r m s . I n the 
event t h a t any of these bearings become overheated a strong 
and somewhat disagreeable odor i s re leased and also a dense 
wh i t e smoke. T r a i n m e n , Eng inemen and other employees w i l l 
be on the lookout for these indicat ions and whenever they are 
observed the t r a i n mus t be stopped immedia te ly . When the 
overheated ro l l er bear ing i s located i t must be g iven the usua l 
a t tent ion i n accordance w i t h prescr ibed pract ices . 

When a j ourna l equipped w i t h a lubr i ca t ing pad i s found 
overheat ing enroute, t r a i n must be stopped and examinat ion 
made. T h e lubr i ca t ing pad mus t be adjusted or replaced w i t h 
a n o i l sa tura ted pad i n good condit ion i f th i s w i l l overcome 
trouble . I f cause of heat ing cannot be corrected i n th i s manner 
or car cannot be moved to the next t e rm ina l through use of 
cooling compound, car should be set out . 

W a t e r or snow should not be used for cooling hot journals 
except i n emergency, and when used, j ourna l should be cooled 
as s low ly as conditions w i l l permi t . 

When cars w i t h ho t journals are set out where inspectors do 
not t ake immediate charge, precaut ion must be t aken to know 
t h a t j ourna l i s left i n condit ion to a vo i d damage to ca r b y fire. 

Conductor mus t make prompt report to T ranspor ta t i on 
Superintendent and c a r foreman of cars t reated enroute, or set 
out account overheated journa l , s ta t ing whether t rea ted b y 
cooling compound or b y wa te r or snow, also whether heat ing 
was detected b y odor or smoke of H o t B o x A l a r m . 

C O O L I N G C O M P O U N D 
A n approved hot j ourna l cooling compound, and F o r m N Y C S 

RS -74 , furnished b y storekeeper, s h a l l be ca r r i ed as p a r t of 
caboose equipment and t r a i n crew equipment i n passenger 
serv ice . 

Cool ing compound s h a l l be used for emergency t rea tment of 
overheated journals of cars enroute i n t ra ins . T r e a t m e n t should 
be g iven before j ourna l becomes r ed . 

Journa ls w i t h broken brasses s h a l l not be t rea ted w i t h cooling 
compound. 

When apply ing cooling compound, i t s h a l l be placed along fu l l 
length of r i s ing side of j ourna l ; pa r t i cu la r a t tent ion to be g iven 
to p lac ing compound a t back or inside end of j ourna l . C a r s 
hav ing journals t r ea ted w i t h cooling compound s h a l l be tagged 
i n a prominent place near j ourna l , using F o r m N Y C S RS-74 , 
a t t ime compound i s appl ied. 

I N S T R U C T I O N F O R H A N D L I N G P A S S E N G E R C A R S W I T H 
F L A T W H E E L S E N R O U T E . 

1. When f lat spots are developed on wheels of a t r a i n enroute 
due to emergency or unduly h eavy serv ice b rake appl icat ion, 
t r a i n crew i n charge w i l l proceed as out l ined i n paragraphs 
2 and 3 , before proceeding to the next t e rm ina l . 

2. Before proceeding, d ispatcher should be not i f ied and adv ised 
t h a t whee l inspection m a y be necessary a t next t e rm ina l . 

3 . When l eav ing a point where an incident resu l t ing i n f lat 
spots occurred and wh i l e running a t S L O W S P E E D , the 
Conductor i n charge s h a l l pass through each c a r i n the 
t r a i n to ascer ta in b y sound and operation, whether t r a i n 
m a y continue a t no rma l speed to the next inspection point .

6. I f advance not ice i s ava i l ab l e , men must be l ined up so t h a t 
ca r s w i l l pass b y them so they can observe the condi t ion of 
the wheels . 

7. Sufficient t ime mus t be t aken to proper ly examine wheels to 
locate f lat spots, mov ing t r a i n for complete inspect ion as 
necessary. Succeeding t e rmina ls mus t be informed as to

8. I f f la t spots are found, res t r i c t ions are to be observed, as 
fol lows:

C a r s hav ing bu i l t up m e t a l not i n excess of 1/32' 
depth m a y continue to dest inat ion w i thout res t r i c t i on . 
When bui l t -up m e t a l exceeds 1/32* depth, and canaot be 
removed, restr ic t ions for flat spots over 2 J ^ * should apply. 

12. When i t i s necessary to move cars through to a t e rmina l 
where equipment i s ava i l ab l e to transfer passengers, or 
m a i l and express into, a competent supervisor, i f ava i l ab l e , 
or a competent inspector mus t r ide the t r a i n to observe 
(a ) effects of damaged wheels on performance, (b ) to super­
v ise the speed of the t r a i n , (c ) to adv ise next inspection 
point of any add i t iona l or specia l a t tent ion requ i red . 

13. When report ing flat spots on wheels , i t i s impor tant t ha t the 
dimensions be properly designated to a vo id confusion.

When a passenger dies in a sleeping car , the body m a y be left 

i n be r th properly screejoed un t i l removed f rom t r a i n ; when in 
par lor car or coach, body should be removed to baggage c a r 
and phys i c ian secured i f ava i l ab l e on t r a in , who m a y cer t i fy 
as to cause of death . 

T h e body of a person who dies on a t r a in must be left a t first 
s ta t ion stop where a H e a l t h Officer i s ava i l ab l e and station 
employe on duty . S ta t i on employe must not permit the body to 
be removed from s ta t ion w i thout proper au tho r i t y . I f person 
who dies i s accompanied b y an at tendant , conductor must 
confer w i t h at tendant as to disposit ion of body, and such i n ­
formation must be g iven to the s ta t ion employe. 

I f t r a i n stops a t a s ta t ion other than where the body can be 
removed, conductor w i l l g ive advance notice to the s ta t i on 
where the body is to be left, and s tat ion employe mus t not i fy 
H e a l t h Officer prompt ly . 

Where the body of a person meet ing v io lent death or death 
from unknown cause i s located on r a i l r oad property, other than 
aboard t r a i n , the body should not o rd inar i l y be moved from the 
place where found unless the Coroner i s first noti f ied and h is 
permission i s rece ived to remove the body; but i f i t i s apparent 
t h a t the Coroner ' s permission cannot be secured w i thout undue 
de lay to t ra ins , the body m a y first be moved to a posit ion where 
t ra ins can convenient ly pass, after noting i t s posit ion and con­
d i t ion for the Coroner 's informat ion. T h i s i s pa r t i cu l a r l y im­
portant where death appears due to foul p lay . I n a l l cases an 
employee must be left w i t h the body un t i l a r r i v a l of the Coroner .
