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ATTENTION 

TRAIN AND ENGINE CREWS 

Always keep in mind that the customer i s the BUYER and that i t i s your job to make every 
BUYER a sa t i s f i e d customer. To that end, the following matters deserve your constant 
attention: 

1. I f an error or misstatement has been made somewhere along the route, put forth every 
effort to correct i t . Nothing should be considered too t r i v i a l . 

2. Ever be alert to the safety and comfort of your passengers, and freely give informa­
tion and advice when requested. The aged, infirm and the young passenger traveling un­
accompanied require special attention. Be helpful to them in every way possible, particularly 
in assisting them on and off t r a i n s , and occasionally inquire as to their comfort. 

3. Protect both coach and sleeper passengers against undue noise or disturbance, par­
ti c u l a r l y at night. Remember they pay to sleep. 

4. The avoidance of arguments or f r i c t i o n with passengers i s a test of your diplomacy, 
A calm and pleasant manner, regardless of the circumstances, i s the best assurance of your 
success. 

5. Keep posted on connecting line train service, arbitrary holds they have in effect for 
our t r a i n s , and advise passengers so as to avoid, as far as possible, any uneasiness on their 
part about missing connections, and when same i s unavoidable, t e l l them what time the next 
connection i s due to depart. 

6. Cheerfully offer explanation of unusual delays and pass such information to other 
members of your crew—Brakeman, Porter, Sleeping Car, Pullman and Dining Car employees—so 
they too may advise passengers. Generally speaking, passengers w i l l gladly accept a condition 
which they understand, but on the contrary are i r r i t a t e d when kept in ignorance. 

7. Neatness of appearance and courtesy bespeak pride in your job, and create good-will 
for the Railroad. 

8. Being considerate of others i s the key to popularity. This applies to the institution 
and individual a l i k e . Many of your passengers may be riding a train for their f i r s t time. 
This i s especially true of the younger generation. Kind and attentive treatment to make them 
feel at home creates additional passenger t r a f f i c . 

9. Remember that people traveling on passes have a right to that privilege, and are en­
t i t l e d to the same courteous treatment as other passengers. A sat i s f i e d "free-transportation" 
passenger i s always a booster. 

10. On crowded t r a i n s , New York Central employes riding on passes should, and w i l l i f 
properly approached, cheerfully cooperate in seeing that revenue passengers are given every 
possible consideration, 

11. Train Porter should keep coaches clean and in tidy condition at a l l times. Toilets 
particularly are the source of adverse comment. Inspect them frequently. 

12. AVOID ROUGH HANDLING OF YOUR TRAIN. New York Central enginemen have an enviable 
reputation for smooth starting, running and stopping of their t r a i n s . Never lose sight of 
this feature, as passengers are more disposed to avoid the route that does not give them a 
smooth ride , than they are to exert the effort involved in registering complaints about i t . 

13. Of equal importance i s SMOOTH HANDLING OF FREIGHT TRAINS, Rough handling results in 
damaged lading and delays due to damaged equipment, which creates d i s s a t i s f i e d customers, 

14. On-Time delivery of passengers, mail, express and freight at destination i s what the 
customers pay for and expect. Your best effo r t s , always within the zone of safety, should 
be extended to keep your trains on time.

Hours of S e r v i c e Law. 

When t r a i n or engine s e r v i c e employees have been on duty 14 
hours,they must n o t i f y the T r a n s p o r t a t i o n Superintendent 
promptly. 

Employees must know when c a l l e d f o r s e r v i c e t h a t they are 
a v a i l a b l e under the Hours of S e r v i c e Regulations,and i f i n any 
doubt,bring i t t o the a t t e n t i o n of the proper o f f i c i a l . 

R e p o r t s . 

When c a r of l i v e s t o c k i s due t o be f e d , r e s t e d and watered w i t h ­
i n 3 hours,the conductor must send r e p o r t to the T r a n s p o r t a t i o n 
Superintendent by w i r e . 

D e f e c t i v e C a r s . 

C a r s becoming d e f e c t i v e enroute when loaded w i t h l i v e s t o c k or 
p e r i s h a b l e f r e i g h t may be hauled by c h a i n s i n s t e a d of c o u p l e r s to 
next r e p a i r point,and when so hauled at the r e a r of caboose,must 
be chained i n a d d i t i o n to being coupled u n l e s s the a i r brakes are 
i n s e r v i c e . 

Other d e f e c t i v e c a r s must not be hauled by c h a i n s i n revenue 
t r a i n s or i n a s s o c i a t i o n w i t h c a r s commercially used,beyond the 
f i r s t s i d e t r a c k . 

Ohio. 

At r a i l r o a d c r o s s i n g s and j u n c t i o n s at grade,not i n t e r l o c k e d , 
a l l t r a i n s must come to a f u l l stop,not nearer than two hundred 
(200) f e e t , n o r f a r t h e r than e i g h t hundred (800) f e e t from the 
c r o s s i n g , a n d s h a l l not c r o s s u n t i l s i g n a l l e d to do so by the 
watchman,nor u n t i l the way i s c l e a r .
