In making 
movement over dual control switch Rule 3 (c) 
governs when signal indicates "Stop," Rule 292. 

(e) If it becomes necessary for a train or engine to 
make a reverse movement, such movement must 
be made under flag protection to next dual control 
switch. If head end passes signal at dual control 
switch and reverse movement is to be made so 
that train is again in rear of signal, train dis­
patcher must be notified before such reverse 
movement is made. 

3. (a) Trainman must first secure permission from train 
dispatcher before operating a dual control switch 
by hand. When permissionj including time and 
working limits is granted, trainman must promptly 
operate the selector lever to "hand-throw" 
position and comply with provisions of Rule 513 
before operating switch. When the time limit has 
expired or when the work is completed, trainman 
must restore the selector lever to the "switch-
machine" position and lock the selector lever and 
the hand-throw lever and so report to train dis­
patcher; at the same time he must report the 
location of his train or engine and the number of 
the governing signal. Trainman must notify the 
engineman when the selector lever is in the "hand-
throw" position and also when such lever is 
returned to the "switch-machine" position so that 
engineman, when making movement over the 
switch, will know whether he should be governed 
by the fixed signal or by hand signal as provided 
in Rule 3 (c). 

(b) Permission granted by train dispatcher to hand 
operate a dual control switch does not authorize 
any part of the train or engine to move beyond the 
designated working limits even though the 
selector lever is operated as in the preceding 
paragraph. 
If and when movements beyond the designated 
working limits are necessary during the time dual 
control switch is being hand operated, trainman 
must communicate with train dispatcher and be 
governed by his instructions. 

(c) When the selector lever, connected with the 
switch-machine, is placed in the "hand-throw" 
position, all signals governing movements over 
the switch will indicate Stop. 
During the time the selector lever is in the "hand-
throw" position, the indications of the signals 
governing movement over the switch are sus­
pended and a train or engine making movements 
during this period will be governed by hand 
signals. 
Engineman must not accept hand signals as 
against fixed signals in making movements over 
a dual control switch unless the selector lever has 
been placed in "hand-throw" position, and the 
hand-throw lever latched in position. 

(d) At manually operated switches Rule 513 is in 
effect. Permission must be obtained from train 
dispatcher to hold main track, and when work is 
completed and train or engine is clear of main 
track, or when time limit has expired and switch 
is closed and locked, trainman must so report to 
train dispatcher. This instruction does not apply 
to passenger trains doing station work. 

(e) If additional time than that allotted by train 
dispatcher is needed, trainman must, before the 
time limit has expired, report to train dispatcher 
for instructions.

Cranes in non-revenue trains must be hauled ahead of cars 

occupied by crew unless otherwise instructed. 
Scale test cars must be hauled only in slow or local freight 

trains. 

705. LEAVING CARS ON SIDE TRACKS. 
Bowling Green: Cars must not be left standing on elevator 

track north of derail nor on track east of station nearer 
than 40 feet from north or south line of Wooster Street. 

Kenton: Cars must not be left standing on siding nearer 
than 65 feet from the nearest line of Leighton Street. 

During cold weather, when cars equipped with water system 
are left where there is no car inspector, conductor must notify 
Superintendent promptly. When impossible to place cars on 
steam and car inspector is not available, the steam connections 
should be parted and end valves, admission valves and blow off 
or drain valves opened. The water system should be drained 
by opening faucets at wash basin and drain valves in wash 
basin and behind hoppers. On cars not equipped with drain 
valve behind hopper, the hopper valve handle should be tied 
open. Water coolers should be drained. Steam Heat Equip­
ment Rule 1725 is modified accordingly. 

Cars must not be left bridging across insulated joints in track 
rails where tank cars are placed. 

Cars with hot journals must not be left on any track in close 
proximity to where gasoline is loaded or unloaded. 

824. MAKE-UP OF PASSENGER, MAIL, EXPRESS AND 
MILK TRAINS. 

Passenger equipment must be of steel construction with the 
exception that baggage, horse, refrigerator and milk cars of 
steel underframe construction may be hauled, also such 
steel underframe passenger cars as are used under special 
arrangement. 

Trains containing more than 5 cars 60 ft. or over in length 
limited to 30 cars. 

Trains containing not more than 5 cars 60 ft. or over in 
length, limited to 40 cars. 

841. U. S. MAIL. 
A train hauling a postal car off its run must also make the 

stops of the train in which it is usually handled. 
When necessary, in case of derailment or washout, employes 

must see that postal clerks and mail are promptly transferred 
and every possible convenience furnished for working the mail. 

Railroad employes are required to handle, load and unload 
storage mail carried in baggage and storage cars, and in 
baggage end of apartment cars. 

The loading of U. S. Mail must be given preference over 
baggage and express. Conductor must not start train until 
the handling of U. S. Mail is completed. Trains scheduled to 
stop to discharge passengers, and having U. S. Mail for such 
points, must stop to unload mail. 

A train shall not depart from a station and leave mails which 
are being loaded or are being trucked from vehicles or from 
part of the station to the train or aboard a connecting train 
that has come to a stop in the same station. 

Mail should mil he rained on I « no! regularly authorized 
to carry same IIIIII'MN I in « y, to do so by a rep­
resentative of the I'OH tal Traimporlal Herviee. 

When a train is regularly aulhoii/ed to carry II. S. Mail, all 
mail offered at stations where the I'ont I Mlier Department does 
not maintain a Transfer Clerk oi I'ontal Clerk should be 
accepted regardless of the spare authorial .I 

When a regular authorization iH exceeded from any station at 
which the Post Office Department maintain a Transfer Clerk 
or Postal Clerk, the trainmen should serine a written request 
covering such excess. Failure to receive such request should 
be reported on the trip report of mail carried. 

The Post Office Department Regulations provide the number 
of sacks, equivalent to units of space authorized as follows:

One and one-half outside parcels equal one sack, except

Utmost care must be used in handling fragile (red label) 
parcel post mail. 

Mail pouches delivered unlocked must not be accepted but 
returned to Post Office Department, and immediate advice 
given to Superintendent by wire. 

When mail arrives late at night, or when Government mes­
senger is not on hand to receive it, it must be kept in a safe 
place until proper delivery can be made. 

If a mail pouch is stolen, Immediate advice must be given to 
Superintendent by wire. 

U. S. Mail Clerks, required to deadhead on mail trains, will 
be permitted to ride in crew coach on presentation of their 
photograph commission. 

Train crews are not pormitted to ride in Railway Post Office 
cars while in use, even though the railroad company may 
furnish a Railway Post Office car larger than the size 
authorized. 

All full mail cars and parts of cars having the legend "United 
States Mail" or "U. S. Mail" shall be reserved exclusively for 
carrying the mails and shall not be used for any other purpose.

Train Air Signal. Current rules govern. 
The note at foot of Air Brake Rule 1554 issued in paster form, 

modifying Rule 1554 of Rules for the Operation and Supervision 
of Air Brakes, etc., Current Rules, is modified as follows: 

Note—It will be observed from the foregoing that the 
locomotive brake should be permitted to apply with the train 
brakes when making running tests, unless in the judgment of 
the engineman, it is necessary to prevent the locomotive brake 
applying to avoid stalling. 

HAND BRAKE TEST. 
A running test of hand brakes must be made on a motor car 

upon leaving initial terminal when operating as a single unit. 
As soon as speed permits engineman must shut off power and 
signal for brakes. The Conductor or member of train crew 
must then apply hand brakes to determine if they are operating 
properly. In case hand brakes do not operate properly, motor 
car must proceed at restricted speed to the nearest point at 
which repairs can be made. 

LUBRICATION AND CARE OF JOURNAL BOXES. 
All New York Central System modern road locomotives and 

all new passenger cars, as well as many of the older cars, are 
equipped with the Twinplex Hot Box Alarm. In the event that 
any of these bearings become overheated a strong and some­
what disagreeable odor is released and also a dense white 
smoke. Train and engine crews, also towermen, crossing 

watchmen, maintenance of way forces and other employes will 
be on the lookout for these indications and whenever they are 
observed the train must be stopped immediately. When the 
hot box is located it must be given the usual attention in 
accordance with prescribed practices. 

Current "Instructions for the Lubrication and Care of 
Journal Boxes" govern. 

When a journal is found overheating enroute, train must be 
stopped and examination made. Packing must be adjusted or 
box repacked if this will overcome trouble. If cause of heating 
cannot be corrected in this manner or car cannot be moved to 
the next terminal through use of cooling compound, car should 
be set out. 

Water or snow should not be used for cooling hot journals 
except in emergency, and when used, journal should be cooled 
as slowly as conditions will permit. 

When cars with hot journals are set out where inspectors do 
not take immediate charge, precaution must be taken to know 
that journal is left in condition to avoid damage to car by fire. 

Conductor must make prompt report to Superintendent and 
car foreman of cars treated enroute, or set out account over­
heated journal, stating whether treated by cooling compound 
or by water or snow, also whether heating was detected by 
odor or smoke of Hot Box Alarm. 

COOLING COMPOUND. 
An approved hot journal cooling compound, and Form 

NYCS RS-74, furnished by storekeeper, shall be carried as 
part of caboose equipment and train crew equipment in 
passenger service. 

Cooling compound shall be used for emergency treatment of 
overheated journals of cars enroute in trains. Treatment 
should be given before journal becomes red. 

Journals with broken brasses shall not be treated with 
cooling compound. 

When applying cooling compound, packing in journal box 
shall be loosened by use of packing iron, after which cooling 
compound shall be applied along full length of rising side of 
journal; particular attention to be given to placing compound 
at back or inside end of journal. Cars having journals treated 
with cooling compound shall be tagged in a prominent place 
near journal box, using Form NYCS RS-74, at time compound 
is applied. 

FATALITIES. 
When a passenger dies in a sleeping car, the body may be left 

in berth properly screened until removed from train; when in 
parlor car or coach, body should be removed to baggage car 
and physician secured if available on train, who may certify 
as to cause of death. 

The body of a person who dies on a train must be left at first 
station stop where a Health Officer is available and station 
employe on duty. Station employe must not permit the body 
to be removed from station without proper authority. If 
person who dies is accompanied by an attendant, conductor 
must confer with attendant as to disposition of body, and such 
information must be given to the station employe. 

If train stops at a station other than where the body can be 
removed, conductor will give advance notice to the station 
where the body is to be left, and station employe must notify 
Health Officer promptly. 

MOVEMENT OF DEAD ENGINES IN TRAINS. 
Rules for Operation and Supervision of Air Brake and Train 

Air Signal. Current Rules govern. 
All engines equipped with side rods must have them applied 

when handled dead in trains, suitable washers, of wooden 
blocks clamped together with bolts, being used where necessary 
on main rod bearings to keep the side rods in place. 
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
