B-3. LAWS AND REGULATIONS.

Safety Appliance Laws.

Cars becoming defective enroute, when loaded
with live stock or perishable freight, may be
hauled by chains instead of couplers to next
repair point and when so hauled at the rear
of caboose must be chained in addition to
being coupled unless the air brakes are in
service.

Other defective cars must not be hauled by
chains in revenue trains, or in association
with cars commercially used, beyond the first
side track.

Cars must not be placed forward of 15 cars
from caboose when so carded. So far as pos-
sible, inspectors must apply these cards to
cars requiring such movement prior to trains
being made up in the yard.

Hours of Service Law.

When a train or engine crew has been on duty
14 hours, the Conductor must send report to
the Superintendent by wire.

Handling Explosives and Dangerous Articles.

Bureau of Explosives Phamphlets 20-F Revised
Feb. 1, 1948 and 20-G Revised Feb. 1, 1948
governs,

Rules to be Followed by Employes in Handling
Company Gasoline to Prevent Possible Ex-
plosion from Static Electric Current, effec-
tive January 1, 1926, govern.

Except as provided by proper regulations, the
handling of gasoline in any car of a pass-
enger train is prohibited.

In cases of derailments or other circumstances
involving tank cars loaded with inflamable
liquids, where it is absolutely necessary to
use oil lamps or open flame lights, they must
be kept at as high an elevation as possible to
avoid contact with wvapors which naturally
seek the ground level, and where possible,
these lights should be kept on that side of
the leaking or wrecked tank car from which
the wind is blowing, so that the wind will
tend to drive the vapor away from these
lights.

Orders of Commissions.

The Public Service Commission, State of New
York, shall have power through its members,
or responsible engineer or inspectors, duly

authorized by it, to enter in or upon and to
inspect the property, equipment, buildings,
plants, factories, powerhouses and offices of
the railroad, including the right for such in-
spection purposes to ride upon any passenger
or freight engine or train while in.semce on
presentation of proper transporation.

The Public Utilities Commission of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania directs by Gen-
eral Order No. 5 dated Harrisburg, February
4, 1914, in the matter of regulations govern-
ing the protection of grade crossings as fol-
lows:

Block stations are open as specified in list of
Stations, Office Calls, Signals and Telephones.

505. AUTOMATIC BLOCK SYSTEM.
Automatic Block System is in use:

Two Tracks:

Between TW and JS.
Rich and JS Jet.

Except where Rule D-261 governs, Manual
Block System Rules will govern movements
against the current of traffic.

Rules 317-A and 331-A for absolute block for
opposing and following movements govern
the movement of passenger trains.

Rules 317-B and 331-B for absolute block for
opposing movements and permissive block
for following movements govern the move-
ment of trains other than passenger trains.

In automatic block signal territory the mormal
position of interlocking signals for main
track movement will be proceed, except at:
Signal Station JS.

Rule 611 modified accordingly.




515. WHEEL BASE.

Engines with less than 28 feet wheel base must
not be operated in automatic block system
territory except when coupled to another
engine or car,

Interlocking Rules govern.

Enginemen or Trainmen finding signal indicat-
ing stop must call signalman at signal sta.

Train or engine may proceed on instructions
from signalman after switch is spiked or
thrown by hand-throw lever of dual control
swibtéh. Movement must be made at restricted
speed.

Additional instructions for hand throwing of
switch are located in signal station and in
telephone box at switch.

606. INTERLOCKING SIGNALS.

Interlocking signals used as block signals will be
indicated by the letters INT-M. B. in list of
Stations, Office Calls, Signals and Telephones.

703. MAKE-UP OF FREIGHT TRAINS.

Cranes in non-revenue trains must be hauled
ahead of cars occupied by crew unless other-
wise instruected.

Scale test cars must be hauled only in slow or
local freight trains and must be placed on
rear of train ahead of eaboose.

Cabooses must be handled on rear of trains
except as otherwise provided.

705. LEAVING CARS ON SIDE TRACKS.

Cars must not be left bridging across insulated
joints in track rails where tank ecars are
placed.

Cars with hot journals must not be left on any
track in close proximity to where gasoline
is loaded or unloaded.

824. MAKE-UP OF PASSENGER, MAIL, EXPRESS
AND MILK TRAINS.

Passenger equipment must be of steel construec-
tion with the exception that baggage, horse,
refrigerator and milk ecars of steel under-
frame construction may be hauled, also such
steel underframe passenger cars as are used
under special arrangement.

Trains containing more than 5 cars 60 ft. or
over in length are limited to 30 ecars.

Trains containing not more than 5 cars 60 ft.
or over in length are limited to 40 ears.

HAND BRAKE TEST.

When backing freight trains, sufficient hand
brakes must be applied on rear to prevent
slack running out.

A running test of hand brakes must be made on
a rail motor car upon leaving initial terminal
when operating as a single unit, As soon as
speed permits engineman must shut off the
power and signal for brakes. The conductor
or member of train ecrew must then apply
hand brakes to determine if they are operat-
ing properly. In case hand brakes do not
operate properly, rail motor car must pro-
ceed at restricted speed to the nearest point
at which repairs can be made.

AIR BRAKES.

Rules for the Operation and Supervision of Air
Brake and Train Air Signal, effective Feb-
ruary 1, 1947, govern.

Engines operating on Main Track and Mine
sidings between Dowler Jct.,, and Arcadia
must have the brake pipe feed valve adjust-
ed to 90 lbs. pressure.

Rule 1512 modified accordingly.

Retaining valves must be turned up on the front
portion of trains between the following
points, but not less than the minimum quoted
below, and as many more as in the judgment
of the engineman is necessary.

Northward, Ellis to Dresden.

On trains with a locomotive equipped with two
or more air compressors.
Trains over 7,500 tons to 10,000 tons..50%
Trains of 4,000 tons to 7,500 tons....30%

On trains with a locomotive equipped with one
air compressor.
Trains over 7,500 tons to 10,000 tons. .1009%
Trains of 5,000 tbns to 7,600 tons....60%
Trains of 3,000 tons to 5,000 tons....50%
Trains of less than 3,000 tons......... 25%

Eastward, Gillintown to Monument.

Trains 2,500 tons to 6,000 tons........30%
Westward, Van to Clearfield Jet....... 15%

On these grades the brake pipe feed valve must
be adjusted to 90 pounds. The engineman
must operate the automatic brake wvalve in
such a manner as to maintain a brake pipe
pressure of not less than 60 pounds at all
times.

Should brake pipe pressure fall below 60 pounds
trains must be stopped until pressure is re-
stored. In case of failure of air brakes, en-
gineman must immediately place the auto-
matic brake valve handle in emergency posi-
tion and sound whistle signal 14-a, and train
must be stopped as quickly as possible. Con-
duector will be held responsible for the correct
use of retaining wvalves and to know that
trainmen are in their proper location on the
train.

PRESSURE RETAINING VALVES - DIESEL OPERATION.

Freight trains operating northward Ellis to Dresden with Diesel engines when tonnage does not exceed
the maximum limits of the various types of Diesel engines shown in the table below will not be re-
quired to turn up pressure retaining valves at Ellis provided each Diesel unit is equipped with dynam-
ic braking power in operating condition.

Between Wedgewood and Watkins Glen automatic train air brakes must be used, with not less than a
15 Ibs. total reduction, and engineman must determine whether the air brakes are in suitable condi-
tion to permit train to safely descend from Ellis to Dresden. i

If at any time the maximum tonnage limit is exceeded or if in the judgment of the Engineman due to
unusual conditions it is deemed necessary, presssure retaining valves must be used as required by the
Engineman. :

Northward trains controlled with dynamic braking power will not exceed a speed of 20 miles per hour
between Ellis and Dresden. -
