A running test of hand brakes must be made on a r a i l 
motor car upon leaving in i t i a l terminal when operating 
as a single unit , as soon as speed permits, engineman to 
shut off power and signal for brakes. T h e conductor or 
member of t ra in crew w i l l then apply hand brake to 
determine if same is operating properly. In case hand 
brake does not operate properly, proceed wi th caution 
to the nearest point at wh ich repairs can be made. 

AIR B R A K E S . 

Rules for the Operat ion and Supervision of A i r Brake and 
T r a i n A i r Signal , effective February 1, 1930, govern.

A U T O M A T I C TRAIN S T O P . 
Enginemen and firemen must be qualified on Rules for 

the Operat ion of Automat ic T r a i n Stop. 
R o a d engines operated between Ames St. Jet . and G D 

must be equipped w i t h automatic t ra in stop device i n 
work ing order, and cut in , except: 

a. W h e n used as pusher or second engine. 
b . B y specific author i ty of Superintendent. 
c. W h e n automatic t ra in stop device becomes inopera­

t ive after leaving terminal , passenger, ma i l , express 
and mi lk trains must be operated at a speed not ex­
ceeding 35 miles per hour, and other trains at a speed 
not exceeding 20 miles per hour. Engineman must no-
t i fx Superintendent at the first communicat ing station 
and relief engine, if available, must be obtained at the 
first engine terminal . T r a i n may proceed at normal 
speed when authorized by t ra in order. T r a i n dis­
patcher w i l l arrange for clear block between open sig­
na l stations in advance of such t rain, wi th in the l imi ts 
of the t rain order. 

W h e n forestalling whistle fails to sound while forestall­
ing, engineman w i l l reduce to and operate at speed 
specified i n paragraph c un t i l he has occasion to again 
forestall as prescribed b y the rules, and the whistle 
sounds; normal speed may then be resumed. 

Fai lure of whistle to sound must be reported on form 
S C I . 

DIESEL-ELECTRIC LOCOMOTIVES. 
W h e n tak ing locomotive for service, enginemen must 

know that switches on locomotive, jumpers, t h i rd r a i l 
shoes and overhead contact shoes are i n proper posi­
t ion ; and compressors, blowers and headlights work ing 
properly, and know that a l l valves i n engine cooling 
system are i n proper posit ion. 

After brakes have been tested, release hand brakes and 
see that blocks have been removed. 

W h e n leaving locomotive, engineman must : 
L o c k reverse wrench i n proper receptacle. 
Open main , control and l ight switches. 
Shut down Diesel engine. 
Shut down compressors unless otherwise instructed. 
See that hand brakes are set and wheels blocked. 
Close windows, and in winter, close movable vent i la­

tors. 
D r a i n engine cooling system if Diesel locomotive is to 

be left i n cold weather where facilities for preventing 
freezing are not provided, except when th i rd r a i l shoes 
are i n contact w i t h t h i rd r a i l and heaters working . 

Shut down blowers when instructions do not require 
them to be left running. 

Employes , other than engine crew's, must not enter or 
pass through interior of Diesel locomotives, except i n 
emergency. 

Safety chain hooks when not i n use must be placed back 
of the toeboard of switching step and under the draw­
bar carrier. 

W h e n coupling Diesel locomotives to cars or locomotives, 
care must be used to see that coupler is properly 
adjusted due to locomotive being equipped w i t h 
double swivel coupler. 
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Blowers: 
Radia to r blowers on Diesel locomotives must, be so oper­

ated as to keep engine cooling water between 140 
degrees F . and 180 degrees F . , as shown by thermome­
ters. Trac t ion motor blowers must be run cont inuously 
as follows:

M o v a b l e ventilators or venti lator curtains must be kept 
closed dur ing heavy snow and rainstorms in winter, 
and open at other times.

M a n u a l B l o c k Rules wi l l not apply to track motor cars. 
Markers and train signals wi l l not be displayed. 
T r a c k motor cars must be equipped wi th portable tele­

phones. 
T rack motor cars must not be placed on main track 

un t i l movement has been authorized and must be 
removed prompt ly at completion of t r ip and t ra in 
dispatcher notified.

W h e n more than one private car, conductor wi l l instruct 
rear brakeman where equipment w i l l be carried. 

Gr ips or other personal effects not required in line of duty 
must not be carried at rear of t ra in . 

H E A T I N G , L IGHTING AND VENTILATION OF CARS. 
Rules for the Operation and Supervision of Steam Heat 

Equ ipment , effective February 1, 1930, govern. 
Rear end t ra in pipe valve must be opened gradually to full 

open posit ion when b lowing out steam line to avoid 
gaskets being blown off. 

W h e n one or a l l of the first five cars i n t ra in are equipped 
wi th rubber steam hose and 130 pounds steam pressure 
is not sufficient to properly heat the t ra in , pressure may 
be increased to 150 pounds. Steam Hea t Equ ipmen t 
Rules Nos . 1706,1707 and 1712 are modified accordingly. 

Before steam pressure is connected to standing cars, t rain 
line valve must be closed at opposite end of line. 

When double windows are open, both windows must be 
raised to the same level. 

Doors, VentilfttOrS, fans, windows and shades must be 
properly adjusted at terminals and enroute to provide 
maximum comfort to passengers according to existing 
weather conditions. 

Electr ic tans wil l lie shut off on arr ival at terminal by t rain 
crews if cars are to be stored. 

SNOW PLOW EQUIPMENT. 

When snow plows or Hangers are being operated, a member 
of the train crew must, unless otherwise instructed, 
remain in the snow plow or Sanger to protect movement 
of train and, in case of emergency, assist i n operating 
snow plow or Hanger. 

Wings on snow plows must be closed when meeting or 
passing trains, or being passed by trains on adjacent 
tracks. In addi t ion to Gangers being raised at flanger 
signs, they must be raised when meeting or passing, or 
being passed, by trains on adjacent tracks where snow 
is being thrown. 

Snow plows must not be hauled backward when being 
moved in freight t ra in . 

FATALITIES. 
W h e n a passenger dies i n a sleeping car, the body may be 

left in berth properly screened un t i l removed from 
t ra in ; when i n parlor car or coach, body should be 
removed to baggage car and physician secured if avai la­
ble on t rain, who may certify as to cause of death. 

T h e body of a person who dies on a t ra in must be left at 
first station stop where a health officer is available and 
station employe on duty . Stat ion employe must not 
permit the body to be removed from station without 
proper authori ty . If person who dies is accompanied by 
an attendant, conductor must confer w i t h attendant as 
to disposition of body, and such information must be 
given to the station employe. 

If t ra in stops at a station other than where the body can 
be removed, conductor w i l l give advance notice to the 
station where the body is to be left, and station em­
ploye must notify health officer prompt ly . 

W h e n fatal accident occurs on right-of-way, the body 
should be removed to the nearest available shelter or 
station, care being taken not to move the body from one 
county to another. 

LUBRICATION AND CARE OF J O U R N A L BOXES. 

Current "Instructions for the Lubr ica t ion and Care of 
Journal Boxes" govern. 

Cars having journals treated wi th cooling compound shall 
be tagged i n a prominent place near journal box, using 
F o r m N Y C S RS-74, at t ime compound is applied. 

When a journal is found overheating enroute, t ra in must 
be stopped and examination made. P a c k i n g must be 
adjusted or box repacked if this w i l l overcome trouble. 
If cause of heating cannot be corrected i n this manner or 
ear cannot be moved to the nearest terminal through 
the use of cooling compound, car should be set out. 

Water or snow should not be used for cooling hot journals 
except i n emergency, and, when used, journal should be 
cooled as s lowly as conditions w i l l permit . 

W h e n cars w i t h hot journals are set out where inspectors 
do not take immediate charge, precaution must be taken 
to know that journal is left i n condit ion to avoid damage 
to car by fire. 

Conductor must make prompt report to Superintendent 
and car foreman of cars treated enroute, or set out 
account overheated journal , stating whether treated b y 
cooling compound or by water or snow. 

Cooling Compound 
A n approved hot journal cooling compound, and F o r m 

N Y C S RS-74 , furnished b y storekeeper, shall be carried 
as part of caboose equipment, and t ra in crew equipment 
i n passenger service. 

Cool ing compound shall be used for treatment of over­
heated journals of cars enroute i n trains. Treatment 
should be given before journal becomes red. 

Journals w i t h broken brasses shall not be treated w i t h 
cooling compound. 

When applying cooling compound, packing i n journal box 
shal l be loosened by use of packing i ron, after which, 
cooling compound shall be applied along ful l length of 
rising side of journal ; part icular attention to be given to 
placing compound at back or inside end of journal .
