Safety Appliance Laws.
Cars becoming defective enroute, when loaded with live
stock or })erishahle freight, may be hauled by chains
instead of couplers to next repair point and when so

hauled at the rear of eaboose must be chained in addi-

tion to being coupled unless the air brakes are in service.

Other defective cars must not be hauled by chains in
revenue traing, or in association with cars commerecially
used, beyond the first gide track.

Cars must not be placed forward of 15 ears from cahoose
when so carded. So far as possible, inspectors must apply
these cards to ears requiring such movement prior to
trains being made up in the yard.

Hours of Service Law.
When a train or engine crew has been on duty 14 hours,
the conductor must send report to the Superintendent
by wire.

Rules to be Followed by Employes in Handling Company
Gasoline to Prevent Possible Explosion from Static Elec-
tric Current, effective January 1, 1926, govern.

Except as provided by proper reg-ula'tlnhs‘ the handling of
gasoline in any car of a passenger train is prohibited.

In cases of derailments or other circumstances involving
tank cars loaded with inflammable liquids, where it is
absolutely necessary to use oil lamps or open flame
lights, they must be kept at as high an elevation as possi-
ble to avoid contact with vapors which naturally seek
the ground level, and where possible, these lights should
be kept on that side of the leaking or wrecked tank ear
from which the wind is blowing, so that the wind will
tend to drive the vapor away from these lights.

Orders of Commissions.

The Publie Service Commission, State of New York, shall
have power through its members, or responsible engineer
or inspectors, duly authorized by it, to enter in or upon
and to inspect the property, equipment, buildings,
plants, factories, power houses and offices of the rail-
road, including the right for sueh inspection purposes to
ride upon any passenger or freight engine or train while
in service on presentation of proper transportation,
