Engines not equipped with automatic train stop
devices operating in switching, yard, puller and trans-
fer service may be operated on main track within
territories specified by the Superintendent at a speed
that will permit stopping short of another train or
obstruction, but not exceeding 20 miles per hour.
Engines not equipped with automatic train stop
devices operating in puller and transfer service may
be operated on main track within territories specified
by the Superintendent at a speed not exceeding 35
miles per hour when authorized by train order. Train
dispatcher will arrange for clear block between open
signal stations in advance of such train, within the
limits of the train order.

When forestalling whistle fails to sound while forestall-
ing, engineman will reduce to and operate at speed specified
in Paragraph C until he has occasion to again forestall as
prescribed by the rules, and the whistle sounds; normal
speed may then be resumed. Failure of whistle to sound
must be reported on Form SC-1.
