1 4 . O n s ingle t r a c k , t r a i n d i sp lay ing ' green s i g n a l s 
will sound whistle as per Rule 14K, Book of Rules of the Operat­
ing Department, while passing caboose as well as while passing 
engine. 

15. B l o c k S i g n a l s . 
(See Book of Block Signal Rules taking effect December 15, 

1903, and Book of Block Signal Rules, governing the use of Tele­
graph and Automatic Block Signal System taking effect March 
15, 1906.) 

Attention is called to Rule 708, which reads as follows : 
" When a train is stopped by a Permissive Block Signal, it 

may proceed at once, and run cautiously, expecting to find a 
train, an open switch, a broken rail or some other obstruction in 
the block." 

A Permissive Block Signal as referred to in the above rule, 
is an automatic block signal with arm pointed at the end and 
painted red, as covered by Rule 705 and the sketch in connection 
therewith, under the head of "Automatic Block System" on 
page 16, Book of Rules governing the use of Telegraph and 
Automatic Block Signal Systems, taking effect March 15, 1906. 

The above rule does not apply to semi-automatic signals 
operated from a block station. The arm of such signals has a 
square end with a vertical white stripe, and must not be passed 
when in "stop" position except upon receipt of a caution card 
from the signalman. 

Telegraph block signals are in use on the West Shore and 
Chenango Branch. 

Automatic block signals are in use on tracks 3 and 4 between 
East Main Street Bridge, East Rochester, and B . S. 28, Center 
Park Station. Rochester.

A l l east-bound trains on the Batavia and Attica Branch wil l 
come to a full stop before passing over the switches leading to 
what is known as the "Peanut Branch," south of main track 
No. 1 at Batavia. 

A l l trains approaching junctions and ends of double track 
must be prepared to stop and be governed by signals. 

A l l west-bound trains on main tracks Nos. 2 and 3 intending 
to take the Falls Road at Ames Street Junction, wil l give two 
low short sounds of the whistle passing B . S. 28 at Center Park 
Station, Rochester.

EASTWARD : — First home signal, the lower signal on two-
arm mast approximately 200 feet west of the crossing of the 
R. W. & O track, south of tracks. 

Second home signal, on mast north of tracks, west of Salina 
Street, and approximately 200 feet west of the bridge. 

AVESTWARD:—Fi r s t home signal, the lower signal on two : 

arm mast just east of State Street, north of tracks. 
Second home signal, 50 feeteast of the bridge, north of tracks. 
Signs are also provided as follows : 
E A S T W A R D : —On telegraph post 965 feet west of the bridge, 

south of tracks, near the crossing of the R. W. & O. track, and 
reading 'Hoist Bridge 965 feet ahead. Prepare to stop at home 
signal'. 

AVESTWARD : — On telegraph post 750 feet east of the bridge, 
north of tracks, near James Street, and reading ' Hoist Bridge 750 
feet ahead. Prepare to stop at home signal'. 

As boats have the preference, except when bridge is in 
actual use by trains, it may be necessary to lift the bridge after 
trains pass the first home signal. Trains will, therefore, run pre­
pared to stop at the second home signal. 

A l l trains must stop not less than 200 feet or more than'800 
feet before crossing any drawbridge which is not protected by 
derails, and not proceed until proper signal is displayed.

19. T r a i n s r u n n i n g o v e r o ther d i v i s i o n s or r a i l ­
r o a d s are subject to the rules of such division or railroad and 
all concerned must provide themselves with copy of such rules 
and current time tables. 

2 0 . I n case a n engineman, feels any lurch or throw 
in track that would affect the safety of trains, he wi l l stop at 
once and notify the conductor, who will immediately send a 
flagman back to notify approaching trains on that track, and the 
enginemen and conductors of the trains notified wil l proceed 
with caution over the portion of the track reported to them by 
the flagman. Flagman of the train which discovered the condi­
tion of the track wil l perform the duties of a watchman until he 
is relieved by the Track Department, or by notice from the 
Superintendent; and the train which discovered the condition of 
the track wil l proceed to the first telegraph office, and the 
engineman and conductor will report the fact immediately to the 
Superintendent; such telegram having preference over all other 
business. I f any track men are met before arrival at the first 
telegraph office, train is to stop and notify them of the condition 
and location. 

On single track, the crew of the train finding such track 
wi l l notify the crew of any train they meet about the condition 
of the track, until they reach a telegraph office and advise the 
Superintendent, warning the crews of such trains of the location 
and condition of the piece of track they discover. 

151. On main tracks 1 and 2 between Buffalo and Syra­
cuse", trains will run with the current of traffic by block signal 
indication, which, instead of train orders, wi l l supersede time 
table superiority, under the following instructions: 

Where the proper signals are displayed, a train running 
from track 4 to track 1, or from track 3 to track 2 wil l proceed 
on track 1 or 2 without train orders. 

When a blue signal is displayed on the side of a block station 
toward which a train is approaching, the train must promptly 
turn out from track 1 or 2 at such block station. 

When, in accordance with the rules, a train running on track 
1 or 2 should take a siding or divert to track 3 or 4 to clear a 
following train, the engineman of such train will give four short 
sounds of the whistle passing the block station preceding the 
one at which the turn out is to be made. I f given signals to 
proceed on track 1 or 2 at station where turn out should be 
made, the train may proceed, the engineman calling for switches 
at each successive block station preceding the one where switches 
or sidings are located, until given switches and signals to turn out. 

Before accepting a signal to proceed on track 1 or 2, the 
conductor and engineman must know that their train is in con­
dition to make good time. I f trains are not able to make good 
time, or have to stop for any purpose, enginemen wil l signal for 
switches in accordance with block signal rules, and clear tracks 
1 and 2, avoiding delay to following trains. Conductors and 
enginemen must not do work of any kind on track 1 or 2 ahead 
of trains about due, or overdue, without permission. 

The above instructions permitting the crossing of main 
tracks by trains on sigual indication apply o n l y a t i n t e r lock ­
i n g b l o c k s t a t ions . A t c r o s s o v e r s w h e r e s w i t c h e s 
a r e not cont ro l led f rom a n i n t e r l o c k i n g b lock s ta t ion , 
conduc to r s m u s t f i rs t o b t a i n p e r m i s s i o n to use s u c h 
c r o s s o v e r s w i t c h e s , a s p r o v i d e d i n b lock s i g n a l ru les . 

A signal imperfectly displayed, or the absence of a signal at 
a place wliere a signal is usually shown, must be regarded as a stop 
signal and the fact reported to the Superintendent. 

T h e a b o v e in s t ruc t ions g o v e r n t r a i n s m o v i n g 
w i t h the c u r r e n t o f traffic on ly . M o v e m e n t s a g a i n s t 
the c u r r e n t o f t raff ic m u s t n e v e r be m a d e e x c e p t b y 
t r a i n orders . 

N o t h i n g i n t h e s e ' i n s t r u c t i o n s w i l l r e l i eve e m ­
p l o y e s i n t r a i n s e r v i c e f rom the d u t y o f p r o m p t l y 
a n d p rope r ly p ro tec t ing t h e i r t r a i n s . T h e y w i l l be 
he ld s t r i c t l y respons ib le for the o b s e r v a n c e o f R u l e 
9 9 , B o o k o f R u l e s o f the ope ra t ing depar tment . 

152. Referring to Rule No. 10 of Book of Rules governing 
the use of the Block Signal System of the Mohawk and Western 
Divisions taking effect December 15, 1903, relative to forwarding 
trains on main line tracks 3 and 4 on caution card ten (10) 
minutes after the departure of the preceding train, unless the 
block should become clear before the ten (10) minutes have 
elapsed. 

Unless otherwise directed by the Superintendent, abso­
lute blocking wi l l be maintained on main line tracks 3 
and 4 at the following points :

Permissive blocking wil l be maintained on main line tracks 
3 and 4 at all other points wliere the manual controlled block 
system is in effect. 

At Block Station 13, Lock Berlin ; BS-15, Lyons ; and B S -
31, P. R. R. Junction, Rochester, trains on main line track 3 
may be allowed to proceed on caution card or caution signal five 
(5) minutes after the departure of the preceding train, if other­
wise proper. 

At Block Station 45, Grimesville, trains on main line track 
4 may be allowed to proceed on caution card or caution signal 
five (5) minutes after the departure of the preceding train, if 
otherwise proper. 

Pushers returning to Byron on main line track 4 may be 
allowed to proceed on caution card or caution signal at Block 
Stations 39, East of Batavia, and 38, Byron Hil l , five (5) min­
utes after the departure of the preceding train, i f otherwise 
proper. 

Rule No. 10 of the Book of Signal Rules above referred to 
relative to permissive blocking on main line tracks 3 and 4 only 
between DeWitt and East Buffalo is amended as follows : 

A yellow flag by day, or a yellow light by night, given by a 
signalman as a "Go ahead" signal to a train on track 3, and a 
green flag by day, or a green light by night, given by a signal­
man as a "Go ahead" signal to a train on track 4, wil l , when 
acknowledged by the engineman by two short sounds of the 
whistle, permit such train to pass a block signal at danger and 
proceed through the block beyond, without a caution or an 
advance "5-2" card. An engineman accepting this green or 
yellow "Go ahead" signal, must be sure that all home or dwarf 
signals governing the movement, are clear, or that proper 
authority is received to pass them in danger position. He must 
reduce speed and pass the block station at a speed not to exceed 
eight (8) miles per hour. When a train enters an occupied block 
on track 3 or 4, on caution signal or caution card, the speed of 
such train through the block must not exceed ten (10) miles per 
hour, and as much less as, in the judgment of the engineman, is 
necessary to insure absolute safety. Enginemen wil l be held 
responsible for striking a train in a block which was entered on 
caution card or caution signal, and must report promptly by 
wire to the Superintendent, any case of improper protection that 
comes to their notice. 

Signalmen wil l report immediately to the Superintendent, 
any failure of enginemen to acknowledge the signal, or reduce 
speed, as herein provided. 
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This amendment does not change any of the Block Signal 
Rules, other than that a green or yellow hand signal, as described 
herein, will be permission for track 3 or 4 trains to enter a block 
without an advance "5-2" card or a caution card, where the 
block is permissive, or when, owing to a mechanical or electrical 
failure, it is not possible for the signalman to clear the block 
signal. Where telegraph block is in service, if, at any time, it 
becomes necessary to allow a train to enter a block occupied by 
a preceding passenger train, or a passenger train to enter a block 
occupied by a preceding train, the time interval must be not less 
than ten (10) minutes, and the conductor and engineman so en­
tering the block, wil l be advised on train order, form 19, of the ex­
isting conditions, in addition to receiving a caution card, form 132. 

153. Trains running on tracks 1 and 2 between DeWitt and 
Buffalo, wi l l discontinue displaying green platform light by night. 
A l l trains on tracks 3 and 4, between DeWitt and Harlem Ave­
nue, wil l display a green light by night to the rear as a marker 
on the side next to the high-speed track; the other marker show­
ing red to the rear by night. 

Trains running on tracks 1 and 2, between DeWitt and 
Buffalo, and on tracks 3 and 4, between DeWitt and Harlem Ave­
nue, against the current of traffic, wi l l display a green light by 
night to the rear as a marker on the side next to the high-speed 
track in the direction of the current of traffic; the other marker 
showing red to the rear by night. 

Tracks 1 and 2, between Dewitt and Buffalo, are considered 
high-speed tracks. 

Tracks 3 and 4, between DeWitt and Harlem Avenue, are 
considered slow-speed tracks. 

Rules 19 and 19 B , Book of Rules of the Operating Depart­
ment, are modified to this extent only. 

Freight trains running on tracks 1 and 2, between DeWitt 
and Buffalo, wil l discontinue displaying the green metal disc in 
the center of the rear of deck of caboose. 

Rule 21, Book of Rules of the Operating Department read­
ing, " Ext ra trains wil l display two white flags and, in addition, 
two white lights by night, in the places provided for that pur­
pose on the front of the engine," is modified to the extent that 
between DeWitt and Buffalo it wil l only apply to extra passen­
ger trains, fast freight trains and any extra train or engine using 
track No. 1 or No. 2. I n other words, slow freight trains while 
using tracks 3 or 4 only, need not display extra train signals. 

154. Between Buffalo and DeWitt the rules for calling in 
of flagmen by steam whistle signals (rule 14) wil l not apply on 
tracks Nos. 1 and 2. I n every instance flagmen wil l remain out 
until picked up by following train. 

155. Freight trains on tracks Nos. 1 and 4 between 
B . 8. 39 and B . 8. 37, Byron Hil l , also descending grades on 
Chenango Branch, must be held by hand brakes. I f for any 
reason it becomes necessary for the engineman to use tne air, he 
must bring the train to a stop and not proceed until he has a full 
pressure of air ; the train to be held by hand brakes after the 
stop, as before. 

156. Rochester Division first-class trains wil l use track 1 
or 2 between Syracuse Junction and Syracuse. Rochester Division 
second-class trains wil l use track 8 or 4 (Lake Line) between 
Syracuse Junction and DeWitt unless otherwise directed. 

A l l Rochester Division trains wil l use Main Line track 1 or 2 
between Brighton and Rochester. Rochester Division freight 
trains and switch engines may use the new track south of Main 
track No. 1, between B . S. 25, East Rochester and B . S. 24, 
Brighton, on proper signals from the signalman. A l l lights on rear 
of trains using this track by night should show green to the rear. 

A l l Rochester Division first-class trains wil l use Main Line 
track 1 or 2 between B . S. 29, Ame£ Street Junction and Roches­
ter, and all second-class and extra trains will use Main Line track 
3 or 4 between B . S. 29 and East Rochester, unless otherwise 
directed.

"When a train is stopped by a Permissive Block Signal, it 
may proceed at once, and run cautiously, expecting to find a 
train, an open switch, a broken rail or some other obstruction in 
the block." 

A permissive block signal, as referred to in the above rule, 
is an automatic block signal with arm pointed at the end and 
painted red, as covered by Rule 705 and the sketch in connection 
therewith, under the head of "Automatic Block System," on 
page 16, Book of Rules governing the use of Telegraph and Au­
tomatic Block Signal Systems, effective March 15, 1906. 

The above rule does not apply to semi-automatic signals 
operated from a block station. The arm of such signals has a 
square end with a vertical white stripe, and must not be passed 
when in ' stop' position except upon receipt of a caution card 
from the signalman. 

Telegraphic block signals are in use on the Auburn Road, 
Falls Road, Charlotte Road, and North Tonawanda, Batavia and 
Canandaigua Branch. 

Automatic block signals are in use on tracks 3 and 4 between 
East Main Street Bridge, East Rochester, and B . S. 28.

Enginemen when accepting dwarf signals, or the lower arm 
of home signals, for movements over interlocked switches, wi l l 
run at such speed that will admit of stopping within their vision.

19. T r a i n s r u n n i n g o v e r o ther d i v i s i o n s or r a i l ­
r oads are subject to the rules of such division or railroad and 
all concerned must provide themselves with copy of such rules 
and current time tables. 

2 0 . I n c a se a n eng ineman, while passing over a 
piece of track, feels any lurch or throw that indicates a condi­
tion that might affect the safety of trains, he wil l stop at once 
and notify the conductor, who wil l immediately send a flagman 
back to notify approaching trains on that track, and the engine-
man and conductor of the trains notified will proceed with cau­
tion over the portion of track reported to them by the flagman. 
Flagman of the train which discovered the condition of the track 
wi l l perform the duties of a watchman until he is relieved by 
the Track Department or by notice from the Superintendent ; 
and the train which discovered the condition of the track wil l 
proceed to the first telegraph office, and the engineman and con­
ductor will report the facts immediately to the Superintendent ; 
such telegram having preference over all other business. I f any 
track men are met before arrival at the first telegraph office, 
train is to stop and notify them of the condition and location. 

On single track, the crew of the train finding such track 
wil l notify the crew of any train they meet, about the condition 
of the track, until they reach a telegraph office and advise the 
Superintendent, warning the crews of such trains of the location 
and condition of the piece of track they discover. 

5 5 1 . On the East and West-bound main tracks between 
Block Station 55, North Buffalo Junction, and Block Station 65, 
Suspension Bridge, and on that portion of the North Tonawanda 
and Batavia Branch between Tonawanda Junction and Block 
Station 58A, North Tonawanda, trains wil l run with the current 
of traffic by block signal indication, which, instead of train 
orders, wi l l supersede time table superiority, under the following 
instructions. 

Where the proper signals are displayed, a train to take the 
East or West-bound main track, or the North Tonawanda and 
Batavia Branch, to make movement with the current of traffic, 
wi l l proceed without train orders. 

When a blue signal is displayed on the side of a block station 
toward which a train is approaching, the train must promptly 
turn out from the East or West-bound main track, or the north 
Tonawanda and Batavia Branch, at such block station. 

When, in accordance with the rules, a train running on the 
East or West-bound main track, or the North Tonawanda and 
Batavia Branch, should take siding to clear a following train, 
the engineman of such train will give four short sounds of the 
whistle passing the block station preceding the one at which the 
turn-out is to be made, except that in the case of trains to be 
diverted at Block Stations 58, 58A or 59, North Tonawanda, the 
engineman of a west-bound train on the Niagara Falls Branch 
wi l l give the prescribed whistle signal at Block Station 57, Tona­
wanda : the engineman of an east-bound train or one to take the 
North Tonawanda and Batavia Branch at North Tonawanda, at 
Block Station 60, Gratwick, and the engineman of a west-bound 

train on the North Tonawanda and Batavia Branch at the block 
station at Tonawanda Junction. I f given signals, to proceed on 
the East or West-bound main track, or the North Tonawanda 
and Batavia Branch at stations where turn-out should be made, 
the train may proceed, enginemen on trains on the Niagara Falls 
Branch calling for the switches at each successive block station 
preceding one where switches or sidings are located, until given 
switches and signals to turn out. 

Before accepting a signal to proceed on the East or West­
bound main track or the North Tonawanda and Batavia Branch, 
the conductor and engineman must know that their train is in 
condition to make good time. I f trains are not able to make 
good time, or have to stop for any purpose, engineman wi l l 
signal for switches in accordance with Block Signal Rules, and 
clear the main track, avoiding delay to following trains. Con­
ductors and enginemen must not do work of any kind on the 
main track, ahead of trains about due, or overdue, without 
permission. 

The above instructions permitting the use of main tracks by 
trains on signal indication apply o n l y a t i n t e r l o c k i n g b lock 
s t a t ions . A t c r o s s - o v e r s w h e r e s w i t c h e s a r e not con­
t ro l l ed f rom a n i n t e r l o c k i n g b l o c k s t a t ion , conductors 
m u s t f i rs t o b t a i n pe rmi s s ion to use s u c h c ros s -ove r 
s w i t c h e s a s p r o v i d e d i n b lock s i g n a l ru les . 

A signal imperfectly displayed, or the absence of a signal at 
a place where signal is usually shown must be regarded as a 
"stop " signal and the fact reported to the Superintendent.

N o t h i n g i n these i n s t ruc t i ons w i l l r e l i eve e m ­
p loyees i n the t r a i n s e r v i c e f rom the d u t y of p r o m p t l y 
a n d p rope r ly p ro tec t ing t h e i r t r a i n s . T h e y w i l l be 
he ld s t r i c t l y respons ib le for the o b s e r v a n c e of ru le

On main tracks 1 and 2 between Buffalo and Syracuse, 
trains wi l l run with the current of traffic by block signal indica­
tion, which, instead of train orders, wi l l supersede time table 
superiority. See Special Instructions Western Division, Rules 
151 and 153. 

5 5 2 . Between Buffalo and DeWitt the rules for calling in of 
flagmen by steam whistle signals (Rule 14) wil l not apply on 
tracks Nos. 1 and 2. In every instance flagmen wil l remain out 
until picked up by following train. 

5 5 3 . A l l trains in either direction must use every pre­
caution between Exchange Street Station and North Buffalo 
Junction B . S. 55 and look out for Belt Line and other trains. 

5 5 4 . A l l trains running to and from the Grand Trunk Y 
and entrance tracks at Black Rock must approach the switches 
prepared to stop and be governed by the signals. 

5 5 5 . A l l trains must run between Niagara Falls and 
Suspension Bridge and through the yard at Suspension Bridge 
prepared to stop and be governed by the signals.
