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New York Central Would Get Lackawanna Under 
Presidents' Four-Party Plan 

IN a letter to the Interstate Com­
merce Commission, dated January 
2, 1931, the Presidents of the New 
York Central Lines, the Pennsyl­

vania Railroad Company, the Baltimore 
& Ohio Railroad Company and the 
Chesapeake & Ohio Railway Company 
announced they had reached an agree­
ment for the allocation of the principal 
carriers in the Eastern group (exclud­
ing New England) into four systems. 
Under this agreement the Delaware, 
Lackawanna & Western Railroad will 
be allocated to the New York Central, 
which also will receive direct connec­
tion with the Virginian Railway at 

Deepwater, with joint rates and routes 
over that railway. 

Further conferences for the purpose 
of dealing with the short line railroads 
in the Eastern territory and various 
trackage and terminal grants neces­
sary to round out the four systems will 
be held. 

The Presidents told the Commission 
that the systems resulting from their 
suggested grouping would, in their 
opinion, be able to operate efficiently, 
maintain their credit and serve the 
public better than the same amount of 
mileage operated in a more loosely co­
ordinated manner, as at present. 

It is to be noted that the Commission 
must pass upon the agreement reached 
and that its authorization and consent 
will be essential before the proposed 
agreements can be put into effect. F i n a l 
authority in the matter rests wholly 
with the Commission. 

While the Presidents' plan calls for 
four main railway systems in the East­
ern territory, the properties have been 
allocated in accordance with the Presi­
dents' conception of the principles fol­
lowed by the Commission in its Five-
Party-Plan. The Presidents' letter is 
as follows: 

P R E S I D E N T S ' LETTER T O I N T E R S T A T E C O M M E R C E C O M M I S S I O N

Gentlemen: 
In its opinion, in the Matter of Con­

solidation of Railway Properties of the 
United States into a Limited Number 
of Systems, December 9, 1929, I. C. C. 
159-522, the Commission said: 

"In a matter of this magnitude in 
scope and complexity in detail, even 
after the most careful study and the 
fullest and freest interchange of views 
by those charged with the duty of pre­
paring this plan, there must remain 
many differences of opinion as to the 
several component parts, both large and 
small, comprised in the final result. 
Such is here the case. While a clear 
majority of us, although not always the 
same majority, have agreed as to each 
part of the plan proposed, not all of us 
have agreed as to all its parts, but all 
concur in the result. Some of us deem 
it helpful now to express individual 
views as to parts of the plan. Others 
feel that their individual expressions 
may usefully be deferred until the time 
for action, looking toward the ultimate 
effectuation of actual consolidations as 
provided by the Act. Section five (5) 
provides that after we have adopted 
our plan, as we here do, we may, either 
upon our own action or upon applica­
tion, reopen the matter for such 

changes or modifications as in our 
judgment will promote the public inter­
est. Such applications will afford op­
portunity for further consideration 
upon adequate and recent records of 
the various parts of the plan." 

Following the publication of this 
opinion, the representatives of the 
Pennsylvania, Baltimore & Ohio, 
Chesapeake & Ohio, Nickel Plate, and 
New York Central Systems have had a 
number of conferences on this subject. 
The suggestion of the Commission con­
tained in the above quotation, that 
changes and modifications might be ap­
proved by the Commission as promoting 
the public interest, has led to an at­
tempt to provide within the limits of a 
Four-Party Plan the allocation of 
nearly all the properties in accordance 
with what we conceive to be the prin­
ciples followed by the Commission in 
its Five-Party Plan. 

As a result of these negotiations, an 
agreement covering the allocation of 
the principal carriers in the Eastern 
Group (excluding New England) has 
been reached. This agreement is inter­
dependent and could not have been 
reached upon any different basis of al­
location. Probably no single one of the 
groups herein proposed is exactly what 
those interested in such group would 
wish it to be. In order to reach a com­
mon understanding it has repeatedly 
been necessary for all of the interests 
involved to make concessions. It is be­

lieved, however, that each of the Sys­
tems resulting from the grouping we 
suggest will be able to operate effi­
ciently, maintain its credit, and serve 
the public better than the same amount 
of mileage operated in a less co­
ordinated manner as at present. 

The general understanding as to the 
allocation of large railroads in the 
Eastern District into four systems is as 
follows: To the New York Central— 
the Delaware, Lackawanna & Western 
Railroad, and a direct connection with 
the Virginian Railway at Deepwater, 
including joint rates and routes over 
that Railway; to the Pennsylvania— 
the Wabash, the Detroit, Toledo & Iron-
ton, and the Norfolk & Western; to 
the Baltimore & Ohio—the A n n Arbor 
Railroad, the Reading and Central 
Railroad of New Jersey, the Western 
Maryland, the Buffalo, Rochester & 
Pittsburgh, the Buffalo & Susquehanna, 
the Lehigh & Hudson River and the 
Chicago & Al ton; and, to the Chesa­
peake & Ohio—Nickel Plate System 
and the Hocking Valley will be added, 
the Erie Railroad, the Bessemer & Lake 
Er ie , the Pere Marquette, the Wheeling 
& Lake Erie , the Chicago & Eastern 
Illinois and the Lehigh Valley, with 
certain rights to the Pennsylvania on 
the Lehigh Valley. The Grand Trunk 
Western Lines are to continue with the 
Canadian National Railways. 

The general plan will recommend 
the assignment of the following rai l -

roads to the four systems jointly, viz: 
Lehigh & New England, Delaware & 
Hudson, Monongahela, Montour, Pitts­
burgh & West Virg in ia and Pitts­
burgh, Chartiers & Youghiogheny. 

The right to the use by the Pennsyl­
vania of trackage on the Nickel Plate 
between Ashtabula and Brocton, and 
the disposition of the Virginian, are 
now in process of determination or 
adjustment. 

Conferences in connection with the 
Four-System Plan will be continued 
for the purpose of dealing with the 
Short Line Railroads, and various 
trackage and terminal grants essential 
to round out the four systems. The 
present open gateways on all railroads 
are to be maintained. 

It is our purpose, as soon as prac­
ticable, to present this matter to the 
Commission in a definite way to the 
end that the Commission may, as indi­
cated in the foregoing quotation, re­
open the matter for such changes or 
modifications as in its judgment will 
promote the public interest.

Speak at Metropolitan Vets' Dinner

W I T H James W . Gerard, 
United States Ambassador to 
Germany during the early 

World W a r period, and Murray Ilul-
bert, former Congressman from New 
York, as guest speakers, Metropolitan 
Chapter, New York Central Veterans' 
Association, held its ninth annual din­
ner in the presence of President P. E . 
Crowley, other officials and nearly five 
hundred Veterans and guests at the 
Hotel Commodore, New York, Jan­
uary 22. 

Placing the main cause of unem­
ployment in this country on improper 
distribution, M r . Gerard called the at­
tention of the assembled Veterans to 
the serious competition which the rai l ­
roads of the country are suffering from 
buses and trucks. A railroad, he said, 
when it wishes to lay out new tracks, 
has to go through long condemnation 
proceedings and pay heavy taxes to the 
communities involved, while trucks and 
buses just start out from their ter­
minals with responsibility to no one. 
They pay little or nothing for the 
roads for which the people, including 
railroad employes, pay taxes, he said. 

Then M r . Gerard asked each person 
present to make a thorough study of 
the situation existing between Soviet 
Russia and the United States so that he 
could take a "proper stand on the issues 
involved. He said that the Soviet sys­
tem is at virtual war, without the usual 
trumpets and trappings of war, with 
the other systems of the world, for, 
through forced labor, it has put prod­
ucts on the world's markets that are 
destroying values of products the world 
over. However, he continued, it cannot 
be proved that forced labor is used in 
the production and manufacture of 
these products. He declared his belief 
in the ultimate partial success, at least, 
of the Soviet's system because each 
individual of Russia is striving towards 
the achievement of one goal—the suc­
cess of the government's plans-

M r . Gerard struck a humorous note 
at the beginning of his talk when he 
said that "We were fairly happy today 
until we read the Wickersham Commit­
tee's report." Then, he asked each one 
present to think of how well the $500,-
OOO.jwhieh it cost the committee to make 
its investigation and report, could have 
been spent for hospitals and schools. 

President Crowley renewed his gen­
eral appointment, made at last year's 
Metropolitan Chapter's dinner, and 
once more made every employe of the 
New York Central Lines a Special 
Freight and Passenger Solicitor. 
"Never in the history of railroading," 
he said, "did we need traffic as we do 
today. With your help, we can secure 
it." 

"We are experiencing most trying 
conditions," said President Crowley, 

"and I am happy to see so many men 
and women on the firing line of the 
New York Central tonight. We have 
been fortunate during these times in 
comparison to some of our neighboring 
railroads," he said in conclusion. 

Dr . J . W . LeSeur was introduced 
by J . M . Wooldridge, president of 
Metropolitan Chapter, and he, in turn, 
Introduced M u r r a y Hulbert, former 
< Congressman from New York, who de­
clared that be was almost a member 
of Hie New York Central Veterans' 
Association, as his late father was a 
former brakeman and conductor for 
the Aiil.iu n Road and later station 
master at Rochester, N . Y . M r . H u l ­
bert then Look the opportunity to say 
that un organization such as the Vet­
erans' Association could bring about 
most effective results to the railroad 
by inducing every member to give 100 
per cent .service to his employer. 

Following the dinner, the tables 
were cleared from the main ballroom 
of the hotel and entertainment and 
dancing followed until midnight. 

The committee on arrangements, was 
headed by J . M . , Wooldridge, and he 
was assisted by .1. K. Lovell, R. M . 
Backus and G. E . V . Osborne. The ex­
ecutive committee of the Chapter is 
comprised of J .

When hurry interfere! with Safety, cut 
out the hurry. 
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Periodic Physical Examinations from the Viewpoint of 
the Employe 

By Howard E. Wood, Engine Hostler, Michigan Central Railroad, Detroit 

FR O M the viewpoint of the over-
alled man in the yards, has this 
"new fangled system of periodic 
health examinations" been a bane 

or a blessing? 
Five years have elapsed since the 

practice was adopted. What tangible 
effects have resulted in that time? How 
has it affected the attitude of the 
toilers in the Michigan Central vine­
yards? Has it added anything to their 
general happiness? How near has it 
come to hitting the target of its orig­
inators? 

Statistics can be gleaned and pro­
pounded to prove both sides of any 
question but at best they are dry and 
uninteresting reading. The writer pre­
fers living, breathing, talking ex­
amples to condemn or condone a point 
at issue. A n d we have found the vine­
yards a-teem with toilers who need no 
prodding to wax loquacious on this sub­
ject of periodic "stripping for the doc­
tor", in order that he may ascertain 
their physical defects. Oddly enough, 
some of the most enthusiastic sup­
porters of this system of health im­
provement are some of the same men 
who greeted the announcement of the 
policy with bitter denunciation and 
who today fight for it much harder 
than they fought against it, as they 
have seen the great benefit derived 
through periodic physical examinations. 

When the plan was first announced 
the calamity howling squads swung 
into action. With biting invective they 
spread the impression abroad that it 
was "just another plan of capital to 
impoverish and impair the working-
man." Men approaching the sunset of 
their lives and nearing the top of the 
hill that leads to pensioned leisure and 
security after a long, arduous climb, 
quaked with fear. They saw in the 
examinations nothing but a sinister, 
vicious monster gloating with fiendish 
glee at the prospect of turning a happy 
dream into a horrible, terrifying night­
mare. 

But time is a great healer. It is also 
the great clarifier. Time has taught 
the members of our great system the 
utter folly of their fears. On every 
hand we see men appreciably more 
prosperous; obviously happier and con­
siderably more efficient with all thanks 
to the fact that periodic health exami­
nations have been the open sesame to 
healthier, happier, and consequently 
longer lives. 

A young switchman a few years ago 
became the victim of hernia. Because 
of the active nature of his work the 
condition became aggravated. He be­
came less efficient. His attitude lacked 
the buoyancy a man of his years should 

possess. Days were taken off. His pay 
envelope suffered. A n d then came the 
trip to the company doctor for the 
periodical examination. A n immediate 
operation was suggested. O f course any 
other doctor might have suggested the 
same thing but the young man was af­
flicted with that great American habit 
of "putting it off." With the company 
doctoF there was no "putting it off." 
It's water over the dam to add that the 
switchman is "hitting the ball" with 
gusto and is leading a happier and 
more prosperous life in every par­
ticular. This is but one of the innu­
merable cases benefited by these exam­
inations. 

A n A i d to Veterans 

Then there is the slant on men near 
the pension period. It was refreshing 
to hear some of the old veterans hand a 
brand new "low-down" on what many 
called at the outset a nefarious and 
wicked scheme to toss them in the dis­
card on the threshold of smug retire­
ment. 

"What is the use of l iving to a ripe 
old age if you are going to be beset with 
aches and pains? If it wasn't for these 
examinations I'm/ sure that my life of 
retirement would have been unbear­
ably painful," one old timer related 
enthusiastically. "The doc found me 
affected with an alarmingly high blood 
pressure. He said I was headed for 
paralysis if I didn't have this and that 
done. He ordered abstinence from cer­
tain foods and strong drink. If it hadn't 
been for that advice I'm sure life would 
have been anything but pleasant for 
this old war horse." The advice given 
by the doctor changed the picture, made 
him happier, and lengthened his life 
expectancy.
