W I T H impressive ceremonies in 
Albany, Schenectady and New 

York, participated in by men of emi­
nence from all parts of the country, 
the one hundredth anniversary of the 
•birth of the American railroad was 
celebrated Apri l 17. One hundred 
years ago, on that date, the New York 
State Legislature granted to the Mo­

hawk & Hudson Rail Road its char­
ter of incorporation. 

This was the first to be chartered 
and built of the railroad companies 
now constituting the New York Cen­
tral system. It was the first railroad 
operated in New York State and one 
of the first in America. 

A feature of the exercises held in 

Albany and Schenectady was the un­
veiling in each city of a commemora­
tive bronze tablet. Each of these was 
placed on a wall of the local railroad 
station and was unveiled by the mayor 
of the city after preliminary cere­
monies. 

A popular feature of the celebration 
was the display of a "power pageant," 



which included types of locomotives 
from the DeWitt Clinton, the famous 
little wood-burner of the Mohawk & 
Hudson, to the latest types of New 
York Central motive power. This, a 
fascinating spectacle, was the first 
locomotive pageant of this kind held 
in America. During the Albany cere­
monies the "power pageant" was on 
display on a track in the station and 
was viewed by thousands before the 
formal exercises began on the arrival 
of two special trains from New York, 
bearing prominent railroad officers 
and guests. 

The seats on the DeWitt Clinton 
stage-coach cars were filled by a group 
of Capital District folk, employes of 
the New York Central, and members 
of their families, gaily costumed in the 
garb of 100 years ago. They made a 
colorful picture. 

After the ceremonies at Albany, the 
"power pageant" moved to Schenec­
tady, where many additional thou­
sands viewed it during the afternoon. 

Notable Dinner at Waldorf 
Following the ceremonies at Sche­

nectady, where George W . Feather-
stonhaugh, grandson of the founder 
of the Mohawk & Hudson Railroad, 
was a speaker, the two special trains 
returned to New York over the West 
Shore Railroad, through the mam­
moth classification yards at Selkirk 
and thence across the wonderful new 
Alfred H . Smith Memorial Bridge 
over the Hudson, part of the New 
York Central's $25,000,000 "Castleton 
Cut-off" improvement. 

The anniversary ceremonies reached 
their climax in the evening with a 
centennial dinner in the grand ball 
room of the Waldorf-Astoria, at­
tended by almost a thousand persons, 
including railroad executives of all 
the principal lines, financiers and men 
of national importance in many pro­
fessions and industries, as well as in 
public life. It was one of the most 
distinguished assemblages that this 
famous ball room has held. The 
speakers at the banquet were: 

President P. E. Crowley, of the 
New York Central Lines, who pre­
sided as toastmaster; Hon. Chauncey 
M . Depew, Chairman of the Board of 
Directors of the New York Central; 
Dr. Arthur T. Hadley, President 
Emeritus of Yale University; United 
States Senator Royal S. Copeland, of 
New York, and Arthur J. Hil lv, As­
sistant Corporation Counsel, City of 
New York. Bishop William T. Man­
ning, of the Protestant Episcopal 
Church, New York City, pronounced 
the invocation. 

The speeches of President Crowley 
and Ex-Senator Depew were broad­
cast over the radio by Stations W J Z 
and W G Y . This was the first time 
that President Crowlty had spoken 
to the 160,000 employes of the New 
York Central system by radio. The 
representation of railroad official­
dom at the Waldorf dinner was 
probably unprecedented. It included 
the principal officers of the New York 
Central Lines, as well as presidents, 
chairmen of the boards of directors 

and vice-presidents of most o f 1 the 
important railroad systems. 

The anniversary also was marked 
by the publication of a New York 
Central History, written by Frank W . 
Stevens, Consulting Valuation Coun­
sel, and entitled "The Beginnings of 
the New York Central Railroad." 
This volume of 408 pages covers the 
history of the Mohawk & Hudson and 
nine other railroads that in 1853 were 
consolidated into the present New 
York Central Railroad. 

In honor of the railroad's birthday, 
Grand Central Terminal was decorat­
ed elaborately with flags and bunting. 
A large sign in the New York and 
Chicago stations explained the reason 
for the decorations. Rochester sta­
tion and those in other cities also were 
decorated. 

The centennial celebration was in 
charge of a committee headed by 
Charles C. Paulding, Assistant Vice-
President, Law, New York Central 
Lines, and including G. H . Ingalls, 
Vice-President, Traffic, New York 
Central Lines; T. W. Evans, Assist­
ant Vice-President, New York Cen­
tral Railroad; M . J. Alger, Executive 
Assistant to the President; Pitt P. 
Hand, Publicity Manager, New York 
Central Lines, and F. H . Fayant. 
Important assistance was rendered the 
Committee by C. R. Dugan, D. B. 
Fleming, F. A . McNamee, Tr., C. F. 
Smith, F. H . Hardin, J. R. Smart 
and other officers. 

L e t t e r f r o m P r e s i d e n t C o o l i d g e 
The following letter from President 

Coolidge was read at the dinner in the 
Waldorf-Astoria Hotel : 

T H E W H I T E H O U S E 
W a s h i n g t o n , March 17, 1926. 

"My dear Mr . Crowley: 
The invitation of yourself and the 

Board of Directors of the New York 
Central Railroad Company to attend 
your dinner at the Waldorf, in com­
memoration of the One Hundredth 
Anniversary of the granting of the 
charter of the Mohawk and Hudson 
Railroad Company, has been presented 
to me through Mr. C. C. Paulding. 

As this was the first railroad to be 
built in the State of New York, your 
celebration is of particular importance 
and significance. When one compares 
transportation conditions as they ex­
isted then with the development as 
exemplified by the New York Central 
system today, he must marvel at the 
achievements of a single century. The 
country owes much to the men who 
have constructed and maintained the 
efficient standards of our railway sys-
toms. 

I regret very much that it will be 
impossible for me to be with you on 
the evening of Apri l 17th.

The following letter from Governor 
Alfred E . Smith was read at the din­
ner : 

S T A T E O F N E W Y O R K 
E X E C U T I V E C H A M B E R 

A l b a n y , Apr i l 16, 1926. 
Alfred E. Smith, Governor. 

"Dear President Crowley: 
The magnificent history of the New 

York Central Railroad Company just 
now observing the centenary of the 
granting of its charter, cannot but 
help provoke the most profound medi­
tation upon man's progress and the 
part transportation has played in it. 

These thoughts may be lined out in 
this fashion: First came the dray or 
the drag which man substituted to lift 
the burden from his own or the tribal 
woman's shoulders. Then came an 
appreciation of the transportation fa­
cility of the back of a tame cow; and 
for ages these two substitutes for man 
and woman carrying power sufficed. 

With the succession of centuries or 
decades of centuries came the wheel, 
that crude improvised wooden disc 
held together with the dried strips of 
hide, fitted to the. dray which was 
lifted from the ground, the wheel and 
the axle represented the first step in 
the direction of the Twentieth Cen­
tury Limited. . 

History recites that from' the inven­
tion of the wheel the material progress 
of man really dates. 

It is indeed a jump of centuries to 
the "DeWitt Clinton," the revered 
mechanical ancestor of the Southwest­
ern Limited, the Empire State E x ­
press, and the transportational won­
ders of the present age. 

It is not for me to recite again the 
story of the "Central." Every school 
child knows it, but I cannot refrain 
from commenting upon the meaning 
of this great enterprise, its contribu­
tion to our civilization. Every tie and 
every rail have been words in the 
glowing paragraphs that constitute the 
glorious history of progress. 

The "Central" of today is really a 
fulfillment of the daring prophecies of 
the hardy pioneers of a century ago 
as well as an augury of the limitless 
possibilities of the future. 

The "Central" moved Chicago 
weeks nearer New York and opened 
up that virgin country of the West 
with its inexhaustible treasure of hu­
man necessaries. Its operation made 
the distance between the great port of 
New York and the industrial centers 
and bartering points of the West, 
Chicago, St. Louis, Kansas City, a 
matter of hours. 

What a certification and attestation 
of the soundness of the judgment and 
the sureness of the vision of our 
transportational pioneers and what a 
lesson to the present promoters and 
directors and managers of the New 
York Central Lines this vindication of 
the courage of the original planners 
the present New York Central has 
been and is. 

The story of the New York Central 
has been a story of unmeasured and 
immeasurable benefit to the people of 
this country, to every class and rank 
and order; of profit to business; of 
remuneration ungaugeable to commu­
nities; of gainful occupation to labor;

of lucrative return to capital, and al­
together of tremendous avail, advan­
tage and service. 

My official duties at Albany keep 
me from being present at the dinner 
and ceremonies on Saturday evening, 
Apri l 17, and I regret sincerely the 
loss of this opportunity to tell in per­
son the present management of this 
great enterprise the thoughts that are 
inspired to me by the story of the New 
York Central.
