—was made the subject of the sermon A p r i l 15, i n St. Thomas ' E p i s c o p a l C h u r c h , N e w Y o r k , 
b y the R e v . R o e l i f F . Brooks , Rector. E i g h t days before, the funeral service of this indefatig­
able leader, the C h a i r m a n of the B o a r d of the N e w Y o r k Cen t ra l , h a d taken place i n the 
same church . 

T h e paragraphs w h i c h M r . Brooks took as the theme for his sermon were the ones i n w h i c h 
M r . Depew, on his n ine ty- th i rd b i r thday, A p r i l 23, 1927, had g iven expression to the rel igious 
faith w h i c h had guided h i m through his life. T h e y were: 

"From my experience of ninety-three years I am more firmly an­
chored to the Bible than ever before, and believe implicitly in its 
teachings and in the God it portrays. I have always felt a real de­
pendency on God. M y idea of God is personal rather than a force; 
not a personality such as we are, of course, but a glorified, divine 
and infinite heart, brain and spirit, all-comprehending,, all-powerful, 
never failing. 

"I think of God as being, interested in mortals and mortal affairs; 
Christ as his earthly manifestation; Christ, who understood, lived, 
toiled and suffered upon earth as men and women do; Christ, who 
died, as we must do before we live a&ain. Christ is God's pledge 
of love." 

"I don't believe much in chance; you have to make things come 
your way and they will come your way i f you will follow the rules 
of moderation, of not worrying, of diversifying your interests, of 
trusting God and loving your fellow beings. A thing, I have never 
lost is faith in the efficacy of prayer. I have tested it repeatedly. 
It has never failed." 

"For a life, abounding in &ood things, in a capacity for enjoying 
everything,, in reciprocal attachments and contributions with multi­
tudes of men and women, in more than my share of health and happi­
ness, I reverently thank God that I am alive and that I have lived."

J h a u n c e y M i t c h e l l D e p e w , for 
the last thir ty years Chairman 
of the Board of Directors of 

the New York Central Lines, and for 
thirteen years prior to his elevation to 
that office, President of the New York 
Central Railroad, died of broncho­
pneumonia in his residence, No. 27 
West Fif ty-fourth Street, New York 
Ci ty , at twenty minutes after four 
o'clock, the morning of Thursday, 
A p r i l 5. 

Thus passed out of service not only 
the oldest officer of the New York Cen­
t ra l family but the only survivor of a 
notable group of transportation pio-

M r . Depew, as had been his custom 
for many years, had passed the winter 
in Flor ida, at his beloved St. Augus­
tine. He returned to New York on 
March 26 to attend a meeting of the 
Board of Directors, for time had 
failed to dull his intense personal in­
terest in a l l the affairs of the Com­
pany with which he had been con­
nected for sixty-two years. He was 
at his office on March 27 and 28, dur­
ing which days a slight cold developed.

was called to attend him, and every 
recourse known to modern medical 
science was drawn on to offset the 
danger inherent in his advanced age. 
Through it al l in the few days that 
followed, M r . Depew was cheerful and 
confident of his recovery, but his in ­
ternationally known optimism for 
once failed and Doctors Edward L . 
Keyes, Lewis A . Conner and Samuel 
W . Lambert were called in as con­
sultants. 

F rom March 29 to the evening of 
A p r i l 4 the distinguished patient's 
condition was not considered grave, 
but at seven o'clock on the night of 
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the latter date changes for the worse 
developed. 

A t three o'clock on the morning of 
A p r i l 5 M r . Depew was noted to be 
unconscious and breathing heavily. 
D r . Hooker, who was in an adjoining 
room, was summoned. He directed 
that the family be called into the 
room. Mrs . Depew, Chauncey M . De­
pew, Jr., an only son, and Miss Anne 
Depew Paulding, a niece, immediately 
came. Soon it became evident to a l l 
present that the end was at hand, and 
the household staff, most of whom had 
been with the family for years, were 
summoned. A l l were present when 
M r . Depew peacefully breathed his 
last. His nephew, Charles Cook 
Paulding, Vice-President, Public Re­
lations, New York Central Lines, 
reached the house a little later. 

Thus, within eighteen days of his 
ninety-fourth birthday, M r . Depew, 
surrounded by his loved ones, departed 
from the world of which he had been 
one of its most famous characters 
and which he had enriched so much 
with his wholesome philosophy, gentle 
toleration, and constant spread of 
good cheer. 

E x t r a editions of the morning pa­
pers carried the announcement of his 
death. A few hours later messages 
of condolence and magnificent floral 
tributes began ar r iv ing at the Depew 
home. They were a s t r iking testi­
mony to the esteem in which this great 
man was held in the hearts of his fel­
low men and women, and they con­
tinued in a steady stream unti l the 
hour of his funeral. In addition there 
came to his home many men and wo­
men who had known M r . Depew in 
politics, in business and transporta­
tion circles, or socially, to leave their 
personal condolences wi th his widow 
and family. 

One of the first tributes paid to the 
deceased Chairman of the Board was 
that of President Crowley, who or­
dered all flags displayed at half mast 
on all buildings of the New York Cen­
tral Lines unti l after the funeral, and 
the draping in mourning of the Con­
course of Grand Central Terminal and 
the facade of the General Office Bui ld­
ing at No. 466 Lexington Avenue. 

Messages of condolence came to 
Mrs . Depew by the hundreds. They 
came from President Coolidge, Vice-
President Dawes, the Prince of Wales 
and many others of the world's great, 
representing many nationalities. F o l ­
lowing are a few of the messages: 

President Coolidge—"I have learned 
with great sorrow of the death of Sen­
ator Depew. His high sense of per­
sonal service and his rare and fine 
philosophy of life made him respected 
and beloved. I have always valued 
deeply his unswerving support of my 
administration and shall always re­
member wi th pleasure his visits with 
you to the White House. Mrs . Cool­
idge joins me in heartfelt sympathy." 

Vice-President Dawes—"My wife 
and I join in deep sympathy to you in 
your bereavement. A great man and 
leader in our national life, Senator 
Depew is mourned by his country­
men." 

S i r Esme Howard, Ambassador

Depew, America's most beloved 
patriarch and senior rai lroad execu­
tive, in St. Thomas' Protestant Episco­
pal Church, F i f t h Avenue and F i f t y -
third Street, New York Ci ty , on Sat­
urday, A p r i l 7, commencing at 10:30 
o'clock in the morning. 

The church is wi thin a block of his 
late home and is the one where he had 
worshipped for many years. This was 
also the same church from which, wi th 
similar simple services, the funeral of 
the late President of the New York 
Central Lines, Alf red H . Smith, was 
held four years ago. 

The great auditorium was filled 
with an assemblage of distinguished 
men and women representative of the 
nation, state and city, as well as those 
from every walk of life, including po­
l i t ical , financial and railroad circles, 
and every strata of society. Their 
presence was a fitting tribute to the 
unusually wide circle of friends and 
admirers which the statesman and 
railroad executive had e n j o y e d 
throughout his long and eventful life. 

Delegations from the Maintenance 
of Way, Operating, Motive Power, E n ­
gineering, Traffic, Accounting and 
other departments of the New Y o r k 
Central attended the funeral. 

Outside the church thousands stood 
bareheaded on F i f t h Avenue through-

out the entire service, s t r ik ing evi­
dence of the great hold M r . Depew's 
magnetic personality had on the pub­
lic, the later generations of which 
knew only of him through his wr i t ­
ten and spoken words, and of his oft-
recounted achievements from the lips 
and writ ings of others. 

The beautiful Episcopal Church 
bur ia l service, barren of eulogy or 
pomp, was conducted by the Right 
Reverend Ernest M . Stires, Bishop of 
the Diocese of Long Island, who was 
rector of St. Thomas' Church for 
many years and a warm friend of 
Senator Depew; the Right Reverend 
W i l l i a m T. Manning, Bishop of Dio­
cese of New York , who requested the 
honor of participating, and the Rev­
erend Roelif F . Brooks, Rector of St. 
Thomas' Church. 

The coffin, covered wi th a deep blan­
ket of red roses on which lay a cross 
of lilies of the valley, was taken from 
the home nearby and conveyed to the 
church soon after 10 o'clock. Traffic 
was not suspended on F i f t h Avenue, 
at the request of Mrs . Depew, but 
steel erection work on a near-by build­
i ng was stopped. Otherwise the noted 
statesman's body was received into the 
church for the burial service wi th the 
same simplicity accorded the com­
moner of no distinction. 

A s the members of the fami ly were 
being seated, the organ played Bach's
