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“Go-Getters” Make “Get Traffic” Campaign
Bring Results—Line West Active

EVERY employe of the New York
Central is a member of his local
“Get Traffic” Committee. Every mem-
ber of the “Get Traffic” Committee
who secures any traffic for the New
York Central Railroad, whether pas-
senger or freight, is a “Go-Getter.”

All “Go-Getters” take a pardonable
pride in having added to the traffic of
the Central. There are so many op-
portunities for the New York Cen-
tral family to promote business that
it seems reasonable to believe that
within a very short time every mem-
ber of it will be classed as a “Go-
Getter.” Those who are privileged to
see how the “Get Traffic’ idea has
grown and developed in the short time
the committees have been in existence
have been amazed to see the interest
that is taken by employes in all de-
partments.

Space does not permit the publica-
tion of a fraction of the accomplish-
ments of the “Go-Getters.” It would
take a book larger than the present
issue of the Magazine to detail fully
one month’s activities of the “Get
Traffic’ Committees and the work of
the individual employes who are re-
sponsible for the results accomplished.
The work of the committee has clearly
shown that every employe of the New
York Central either has a friend who
travels on a passenger train some time
or who can influence freight traffic to
this road.

If all employes will realize this and
so conduct themselves in their rela-
tions with the shipping and traveling
public, shippers and travelers will al-
ways be glad to do business with the
New York Central. They will not
only impress upon the public the pres-
ent fact that the New York Central
is a National Institution, but the pub-
lic will come to realize that the New
York Central is also a human institu-
tion and the best railroad in the United
States to do business with.

All employes are urged to study ‘the
responsibilities of the New York Cen-
tral so they will be in position to show
any of their friends how completely
their Company can adequately take
care of any transportation need of the
gubhc in the territory served by the

ew York Central Lines.

It is particularly important that
courtesy without familiarity should
govern all relations of employves whose

duties bring them into active contact
with the shipping or traveling public,
and it has been very gratifying to note
the many expressions of appreciation
volunteered to various officers of the
New York Central by shippers or
travelers because of some outstanding
courtesy shown by employes in vari-
ous departments.

There is a wide field of
opportunity for all employes to par-
ticipate in the “Get Traffic” campaign,
even although they may not actually
secure a passenger or a freight ship-
ment,

The section men who are responsible
for seeing that the roadbed is kept in
safe condition help to maintain the
New York Central's reputation as a
railroad on which it is safe to travel.
The warehouseman who handles
freight has an opportunity to handle
this promptly and carefully. No
reputable shipper is interested in hav-
ing his goods reach their destination
damaged; regardless of the measure
of claim payment he receives on a
damaged shipment, this does not elimi-
nate the annoyance he was put to
either in having the material repaired
or in duplicating it if it was beyond
repair.

The vard forces and trainmen who
have anything to do with the move-
ment of traffic all can exert a won-
derful influence toward increasing
traffic for the New York Central by
interesting themselves individually in
the prompt and careful handling of
husiness offered the New York Cen-
tral for transportation. All officers of
the railroad. by handling shippers’
problems intellizently and opromntly,
can help to maintain the New York
Central’s reputation for efficiency.
