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Big Four Opens New Office Building in

Indianapolis

HE handsome

new Big Four

Building in In-

dianapolis was
formally opened to
the public on May
9, and is now fully
occupied.

Invitations had
been sent out an-
nouncing that all
offices would be open
to receive visitors
from one to five
p.m. the opening
day. About twenty-
five hundred people
took advantage of
the opportunity to
inspect the new
quarters.

All doors were
open and all officers
and employes were
at their posts, al-
though work was
guspended for the
afternoon. A com-
mittee of girls on
each floor received
the visitors and
conducted them
through the various
departments on the
floor, introduecing
them to the officers
and explaining the
functions of the
equipment.

The Athletic As-
sociation band was
stationed on the
gecond floor and
gave a concert dur-
ing the hours of the
reception.

Beautiful baskets and floral pieces
adorned every office, for the most part
the offerings of friends. In the general
office of J. K. Vance, Freight Claim
Agent, on the third floor, was a flower
garden, surrounded by an ornamental
fence, the gift of a local florist, that

In the evening a
dance for employes
only was given by
the Athletic Asso-
ciaton, the musie
being furnished by
the Association or-
chestra.

The building is
nine stories high
and is located at the
southwest intersec-
tion of Maryland
and Meridian
Streets. It was con-
structed by Leslie
Colvin according to
plans furnished by
D. A. Bohlen & Son,
Architects.

It is under the
management of
Klein & Kuhn, real
estate firm. The
Cleveland, Cincin-
nati, Chicago & St.
Louis Railroad has
a long lease on the
third to ninth
floors, inclusive.

The centraliza-
tion of offices under
one roof is a great
improvement in
both comfort and

was one of the outstanding features of
the day.

In the lobby of the building was a
glass case containing the many trophies
won by teams of the Indianapolis Ath-
letic Association, including three out of
the four possible championships of the

efficiency, as pre-
viously these offices
were scattered
about town, many of them in quarters
which have been undesirable for a
number of years. There are about
seven hundred Big Four people in the
new building.

The departments are located as
follows:

Third Floor
Freight Claim Department—All ad-
justments for loss or damage to freight
are handled in this department,
amounting to over forty thousand
items involving over a half million
dollars annually.

Fourth Floor

Stores and Equipment Accounting—
All material used on the railroad is
accounted for in this department,
amounting to 475,000 kinds of material
and involving the expenditure of about
thirteen and a half millions of dollars
annually. Bills and vouchers are pre-
pared here.

Fifth Floor

Engineering Department—From
here is directed the work of maintain-
ing tracks, bridges, buildings and phys-
ical property of the Indianapolis Ter-
minal, Springfield Division and Chicago
Division.

Zone Accounting—Station account-
ing covering the transportation of
freight and passengers in the Central
Zone is accounted for in this office,
amounting to a million and a half items
and over thirty-two millions of dollars
annually.

Sixth Floor

Telegraph and Telephone Depart-
ment—The supervision and mainte-
nance of communications of the entire
railroad is centered in this office.

Superintendent of Freight Transpor-
tation—Supervision of the transporta-
tion of freight and distribution of
equipment, involving the proper move-

ment of some forty thousand cars per
day, is the funection of this office.
Seventh Floor

Superintendent of the Chicago Divi-
sion, Indianapolis Terminal and Spring-
field Division—Here are the forces su-
pervising the operation of these three
divisions.

Agricultural Relations Department
—The agricultural development work
covering Indiana and Illinois is di-
rected from this office. Expert assist-
ance is accorded to all agencies on the
lines engaged in agriculture and allied
industries.

Police Department—This depart-
ment has charge of the policing and
protection of the property.

Eighth Floor

Motive Power Department—This de-
partment has charge of the mainte-
nance of nearly a thousand locomotives
and the operation of sixty-seven engine
terminals and shops.

Car Department—This department
maintains nearly forty-six thousand
freight cars and over six hundred pas-
senger cars and supervises the inspec-
tion of such equipment all over the
railroad to insure safe operation of
trains.

Ninth Floor

Transportation Department — This
department has supervision of opera-
tion of trains, yards and stations of the
entire railroad.

Big Four Rates High in Safety
RANKING THIRD among the group

“B” railroads of the United States for
the excellence of their Safety perform-
ances in 1929, the Big Four was lauded
for the remarkable reduction in casual-
ties made since 1923 when the awards
were made in Chicago on May 20. In
the last seven years, it was pointed out,
a rate of 37.17 has been reduced to 8.42,
a decrease of 77 per cent in injuries
and fatalities to employes.

The Union Pacific was winner of the
first award, and the Atlantic Coast
Line of the second in the contest, which
was conducted by the National Safety
Couneil.
