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G. H. Ingalls, Vice-President, Traffic, Dies Suddenly at58 

G E O R G E H O A D L Y 
I N G A L L S , Vice-President in 
charge of Traffic, New York 
Central Lines, died unex­

pectedly of a cerebral hemorrhage on 
June 14 in his home, 154 East Seventy-
eighth Street, New York 
Ci ty , at the age of fifty-eight. 
M r . Ingalls had been suffer­
ing from nervous exhaustion 
for eight or ten days, and on 
the day of his death had 
made plans to begin a vaca­
tion in an attempt to re­
cuperate. A t 6 P . M . , on 
Saturday, June 13, he was 
taken seriously i l l and died 
at 2:30 A . M . , the following 
day. 

M r . Ingalls was born in 
Boston on June 28, 1872, the 
son of Melvil le E z r a and 
Abbie (Stimson) Ingalls. He 
was a descendant of Edmund 
Ingalls, the founder of the 
family in America, who came 
from Lincolnshire, England, 
in 1628, and settled in Salem, 
Mass. 

He received his early edu­
cation in Cincinnati , and 
was graduated from Har ­
vard College with the degree 
of Bachelor of Ar t s i n 1893. 
Immediately following his 
graduation, M r . Ingalls em­
barked on his railroad career 
as a Clerk in the office of the 
General Manager of the 
Chesapeake & Ohio Rai lway, 
and was, successively, Clerk 
in the General Superinten­
dent's office, Western D i v i ­
sion ; Clerk in the office of 
the President, and Assistant 
to President for the same road. 

He was appointed Assistant General 
Freight Agent for the B i g Four R a i l ­
way in Cincinnati in 1901, and was 
promoted to General Freight Agent for 
the same road, the Cincinnati Northern 
and the Dayton & Union Railways the 
following year. F rom 1906 unti l 1917, 
M r . Ingalls was Freight Traffic Man­
ager, and from 1917 unt i l 1918, he was 
Traffic Manager, New Y o r k Central, 
Line West of Buffalo. Dur ing the 
United States Railroad Administration, 
M r . Ingalls served as Traffic Assistant 
to the Regional Director. In 1919, he 
was promoted to Vice-President, Traf­
fic, New York Central Lines. 

M r . Ingalls was the son of one of 

the prominent railroad men of the past 
century. L ike himself, his father, Me l ­
ville E z r a Ingalls, was a graduate of 
Harvard, though of the L a w School. 
Following his graduation, he began the 
practice of his profession in Boston 

George Hoadly Ingalls 

and conducted a large and successful 
business until 1870. 

He began his railroad career in 1870 
as President of the Cincinnati , Indian­
apolis and LaFayette Railroad Com­
pany, and was appointed receiver of 
that company in 1871, and continued 
in that capacity unti l 1873, when the 
road was re-organized and he was 
elected President. He resigned in 1905 
to become Chairman of the board, 
which office he held unti l he retired 
from active business in 1912. 

Under the elder M r . Ingalls' man­
agement, what was known as the old 
" B i g Four ," viz., the Cincinnati , In­
d ianapo l i s , St . Lou i s & Chicago 
Railway, was consolidated with the 

Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chicago & In­
dianapolis and St. Louis Railway. That 
company in turn acquired the Cincin­
nati, Wabash & Michigan Railway, the 
Cairo, Vincennes & Columbus, and the 
Peoria & Eastern Railroad, a l l of which 

are now included in the road 
known as the Cleveland, C i n ­
cinnati, Chicago & St. Louis 
Rai lway. Between 1889 and 
1891, this road grew from 
400 to 2,200 miles. 

M r . Ingalls succeeded the 
late Collis P . Huntington as 
President and Director of 
the Chesapeake & Ohio R a i l ­
way in 1888, and served in 
tha t capac i ty u n t i l 1899. 
His record with that road 
equalled his splendid achieve­
ment with the B i g Four . 
The Chesapeake & Ohio , 
when he first took hold of 
it, was in poor physical con­
dition, wi th gross earnings 
of between three and four 
millions of dollars a year. 
When he retired, the gross 
earnings were more than 
one m i l l i o n do l la r s per 
month, the physical condi­
tion of the property com­
pared favorably with that 
of any other road in the 
country, and he had placed 
the C. & O. upon a dividend 
paying basis. 

In the railroad world, the 
elder M r . Ingalls was best 
known for his constructive 
a b i l i t y , w h i c h n o w h e r e 
showed to better advantage 
than i n his efforts to solve 
the problem of rai lway rates. 
He was among the first to 

recognize the dangers of unrestricted 
competition and of the resulting chaotic 
conditions, and was one of the origina­
tors of an association which had charge 
of traffic relations, and of another as­
sociation which had as its object the 
elimination of rebating and the regula­
tion of rates. 

He had six children: Melvil le E . , 
Jr. , George Hoadly, Alber t S., Fay , 
Louise, wife of Alfred Barnard, and 
Gladys Ingalls. He died at Hot Springs, 
V a . , on Ju ly 11, 1914. 

Of these children, George Hoadly 
became Vice-President in charge of 
Traffic, New York Central Lines, and 
Albert S. was for many years A s ­
sistant Vice-President, New York Cen-
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t ra l , unt i l recently, at his own request, 
he was appointed Assistant to the 
Vice-President. 

George Hoadly Ingalls married Miss 
Katherine Davis Hinkle, of Cincinnati , 
on November 12, 1908. Besides his 
widow, he left two sons, George 
H . , Jr . , and Melvi l le Ez ra , both of 
New Y o r k ; a daughter, M r s . George 
Sloane of Warrenton, V a . ; a sister, 
Lady Malcolm Robertson of London, 
and two brothers, Albert S. Ingalls 
and F a y Ingalls, President of the V i r ­
ginia Hot Springs Company at Hot 
Springs, V a . Of his sons, George H . , 
Jr., is an employe of the New Y o r k 
Central. One of his nephews, David 
S. Ingalls, son of Albert S., is Assis­
tant Secretary of the Navy ( A i r ) . 

M r . Ingalls was Vice-President of 
the V i r g i n i a Hot Springs Company, 
and a Director of the following cor­
porations: the Ful ton Chain Rai lway, 
Hudson River Bridge Company, Hud­
son River Connecting Railroad, K a n ­
awha & West V i r g i n i a Railway, L a n ­
sing Manufacturers Railroad, Raquette 
Lake Railway, Securities Corporation 
of New Y o r k City, Battle Creek & 
Sturgis Rai lway and the Cherry Tree 
& Dixonville Rai lway. 

His clubs were the Racquet and 
Tennis, Universi ty, Harvard and E m ­
bassy of New York , the P ip ing Rock 
and the Garden Ci ty Golf of Long 
Island, the Saddle and Cycle and the 
Chicago Club of Chicago, and the 
Havana Country of Havana. 

Notable figures in the business and 
transportation life of New Y o r k and 
the East, as well as many persons well 
known in society, crowded the Church 
of the Resurrection, 115 East 74th 
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Street, Tuesday afternoon, June 16, 
at 2 o'clock at the funeral. Every seat 
was taken, and the side aisles and rear 
of the church were filled with persons 
standing. The floral tributes were so 
numerous that the chancel could not 
hold them and they were placed in the 
window embrasures and i n the rear of 
the church. 

The Episcopal funeral service was 
read by the rector, the Reverend E . 
Russell Bourne. The only music was by 
the organ, but the rector recited two 
of M r . Ingalls' favorite hymns. 

The casket, covered with a blanket 
of pine boughs, ferns and gardenias, 
was borne into and out of the church 
under the escort of the family and 
34 honorary pallbearers headed by 
P . E . Crowley, President, New York 
C e n t r a l L i n e s . Other pa l lbeare r s 
were: Vice-Presidents A . H . Harr i s , 
R. D . Starbuck, C. C. Paulding, 
H . A . Worcester, W . J . F r ipp , W . C. 
Bower, J . H . Hustis, Sr., R. E . Dough­
erty, Jno. G. Walber, W . C. Wishart , 
T. W . Evans and C. M . Yohe. 

Also Clyde Brown, General Solicitor; 
M . J . Alger , Executive Assistant to 
the President; H . L . Ingersoll. A s ­
sistant to the President; C. F .

F. R. McShane's Desire to Pilot Loco 
motive Led to Long Railroad Career 

A 
D E S I R E to pilot a locomotive 
was the incentive that led Frank 
R. Mc Shane to give up his posi­

tion of shipping 
clerk wi th the Cin­
cinnati Southern 
in 1882 to accept a 
job as f i r e m a n 
with the B i g Four 
Rai lway in Cleve­
land. Four years 
earlier, he had be­
gun his railroad 
c a r e e r w i t h the 
P e n n s y l v a n i a 
Railroad in Cin­
cinnati, but found 
that a position i n 
a shipping office 
led him no nearer 

to the throttle of an engine than did the 
t ra in rides he took on the Pennsylvania 
and Hocking Val ley Railroads under 
the guidance of his uncle, a conductor, 
when he was boy. 

So, when the big opportunity came 

F. R. McShane 

i n 1882, M r . McShane gladly accepted 
it and moved to Cleveland. E igh t years 
later he was promoted to the right side 
of the cab, and he piloted B i g Four 
engines unti l 1913, when he was pro­
moted to road foreman of engines, a 
position he retained unt i l his retire­
ment on M a y 1. 

Several days later, 174 railroad men 
were hosts at a banquet to M r . McShane 
i n the Chamber of Commerce Rooms i n 
Cleveland Union Terminal . Among that 
group, which included a large number 
of officials, enginemen and firemen, was 
R. H . Al l i son, General Manager of the 
B i g Four, who spoke highly of M r . 
McShane and his railroad career. C. A . 
Radford, Publici ty Manager, B i g Four, 
acting as toastmaster, called on a l l pen­
sioners present to take a place of honor 
at the speakers' table. 

The toastmaster then presented the 
guest of honor wi th a leather traveling 
bag and a smaller companion bag for 
Mrs . McShane.
