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Eleven New York Central Heroes Receive
the “Medal of Valor”

RESIDENT P. E. CROWLEY

awarded the New York Central

Lines annual “Medal of Valor”
to ten heroes and one heroine, all em-
ployes, in official recognition of out-
standing individual acts of courage
during 1927, at simple ceremonies held
at noon Friday, July 13, in the meet-
ing room of the Board of Directors at
the general office building, 466 Lex-
ington Avenue, New York City.

Speaking on behalf of the railroad
and its executives, President Crowley
in the brief remarks he made to those
selected to receive the coveted bronze
medal and lapel button, designed by
the noted sculptor, Robert Aitken, im-
pressively stressed that “the saving
of human lives at the risk of losing
one’s own life was one of the greatest
of human achievements.”

John G. Walber, Vice-President,
Personnel, chairman of the committee
of executives representing all the
lines, which annually awards the med-
als, presided and called on the ranking
operating officials of the four roads
whose employes had been chosen for
the honor to introduce the employes
to President Crowley, who pinned the
medals on them and with a warm clasp
congratulated them on their achieve-
ments.

This was the second annual award
of the “Medal of Valor” by the New
York Central Lines, the first having
been made in October, 1927, when fif-
teen men received awards. In both
years the recipients faced imminent
danger of personal injury or loss of
life when performing the act of cour-
age.

The honor group for 1927 included
for the first time one woman, Miss
Jessie C. Knight, a stenographer of
the Big Four family. When she was
introduced and decorated she received
sustained and enthusiastic applause
from the executives present.

New York Central Heroes of 1927

The complete list of those honored
follows :

Miss Jessie C. Knight, Stenogra-
pher, Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chicago
& St. Louis Railway, who on July 27,
1927, while crossing the tracks of the
Big Four Railway at Ninth Street,
Mattoon, I1l.,, on her way home from
work, saved the lives of three children
who were standing on the main line
tracks while a train approached.

Edwin S. Ballou, Engineman, Bos-
ton & Albany Railroad, who on No-
vember 24, 1927, was seriously burned
when he ecrawled through scalding
steam and stopped his train after the
bursting of a steam pipe connection
which threw him senseless onto the
deck of the engine.

Lives of Others Saved

Thomas E. Corrigan, Yard Master,
Chicago River & Indiana Railroad,
who on November 27, 1927, pulled to
safety, just as the foot-board of the
engine touched him, a man who had
fallen on the track ahead of a Chi-
cago Junction train at Forty-third
and Loomis Streets, Chicago.

Melvin B. Truax, Engineman; Dan-
iel C. James, Fireman, and William
R. Stewart, Brakeman, all of the Cin-
cinnati Northern Railroad, who on the
night of May 18, 1927, near Cold-
water, Ohio, formed a human chain
and rescued an engineman and fire-
man who had been thrown into a river
torrent when their engine, without
warning, ran into a washout and was
derailed.

Henry Nauman, Crossing Watch-
man, Michigan Central Railroad, at
Hohman Street crossing, Hammond,
Ind.,, who on March 30, 1927, was
struck and seriously injured when he
rescued a woman who had fallen in

front of an approaching train. As a
result of injuries sustained in this
rescue his left leg was amputated
above the knee.

John P. Dunne, Train Master, Har-
lem Division, New York Central Rail-
road, who, on December 19, 1927,
while on the station platform at
Chatham, N. Y., was struck by a loco-
motive while dragging a man from
in front of a Boston & Albany Rail-
road train, of whose approach the lat-
ter was unaware.

William E. Mulherin, Passenger
Conductor, New York Central Rail-
road, who, on November 12, 1927, at
Rochester, N. Y., risked being struck
by a passing train while he held down
a man who had slipped and fallen be-
tween the platform and track while a
train passed.

Gave First Aid After Rescue

James Ferrier, First Deckhand of
the crew of New York Central Tug
No. 34, New York City, who, on June
13, 1927, jumped into the North
River and saved from drowning a
passenger who had either fallen or
jumped from the Delaware, Lacka-
wanna & Western Railroad ferryboat
Netherlands. After bringing the res-
cued man to the tug, Ferrier gave first
aid treatment to the vietim until an
ambulance arrived at the dock.

Louis E. Lounsbery, Crossing
Watchman, New York Central Rail-
road, at Church Street, Canajoharie,

. Y., who, on December 6, 1927,
pulled clear of the track just before
a train passed, a man who, walking
around the end of the lowered crossing
gates, stumbled and fell on the
tracks.

All the eleven except Conductor
Mulherin were present, the latter
being ill the day of the ceremonies.
He received his award later.

W. J. Fripp, Assistant Vice-Presi-
dent, introduced the three New York
Central Railroad heroes to President
Crowley and the assemblage; H. M.
Biscoe, Vice-President of the Boston
& Albany, presented its honor man;
H. A. Worcester, Vice-President,
Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chicago & St.
Louis Railway, presented Miss Knight
and three Cincinnati Northern men;
T. W. Evans, Vice-President, Chicago
River & Indiana Railroad, presented
Yard Master Corrigan, and E. D.
Bronner, Vice-President, Michigan
