The squeezing pressure is
applied parallel to the groove in the top of the
nut, thereby tapering the hole and creating a
spring effect in the top part of the nut. As the
nut is screwed on the bolt, the spring action of the
tapered part of the nut causes it to grip the bolt
tightly. The locking action is effective and posi-
tive—the nut stays in position and will not move
unless force is applied.
