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N. Y. C’s 100th Birthday Celebrated at Schenectady

N September 24, 1831, the loco-

motive DeWitt Clinton made

its first regular revenue run

over the Mohawk & Hudson
Rail Road from Albany to Schenectady.
This run marked the opening of the
first railroad in the State of New York
and the beginning of the New York
Central Railroad. At the end of the
46-minute trip this historic event was
celebrated with a banquet of “rich
viands and good wines” in the Davis
Hotel, Schenectady.

On the evening of the same day, 100
years later, the centennial of this first
trip was observed with a banquet given
in honor of the New York Central Lines
by the Schenectady Chamber of Com-
merce in conjunction with the New
York State Historical Society, with
high officers of the railroad, headed by
R. D. Starbuck, Vice-President, as
guests of honor. President P. E. Crow-
ley and A. H. Harris, Chairman of the
Executive Committee were not able to
be present, but President Crowley sent
a message which was read to the 540
persons present, at the most largely
attended dinner in the history of the
Chamber, by the toastmaster, Mills
Ten Eyck, the Chamber’s President.
The banquet was held in the Van Curler
Hotel. The demand for tickets was so
great that after all the available space
had been filled, scores were turned away.

Present were leading citizens of
Schenectady and Albany, industrial
leaders and the foremost historians of
the state. The New York Central was
represented, in addition to Mr. Star-
buck, by Vice-Presidents C. J. Brister,
R. E. Dougherty, W. J. Fripp, W. C.
Bower and J. H. Hustis; W. T. Steven-
son, Assistant Viee-President; M. J.
Alger, Executive Assistant to the Pres-
ident; F. H. Hardin, Assistant to the
President; E. F. Stephenson, Secre-
tary; J. M. O’'Mahoney, Assistant Sec-
retary; L. W. Landman, General Pas-
senger Traffic Manager; R. J. Menzies,
Traffic Manager, Line East; C. F.
Smith, Manager, Passenger Trans-
portation; Jacob Aronson, General
Counsel; C. S. White, Purchasing
Agent; Edward Hungerford, Special
Assistant to the President, and several
others.

While dinner was still being served,
it was interrupted by the entrance of a
group of costumed folk, members of
the Schenectady Civie Players, who
presented an entertaining sketch, “The

DeWitt Clinton—On Time,” depicting
the arrival of some of the passengers
on the Clinton’s first trip and describ-
ing their experiences. The sketch was
written by Mrs. Scott Button and was
directed by Mrs. W. D. Potter.

After an extended introduction by
the toastmaster, who told the reason
for the dinner and paid high tribute
to the New York Central, Vice-Presi-
dent Starbuck, in a graceful and amus-
ing speech, thanked the hosts for their
hospitality and pointed out that Sche-
nectady and the New York Central had
grown up together. He said that it was
to Schenectady that the company owed
much of its development through
Schenectady’s two great industries, the
American Locomotive Company and
the General Electric Company. Each
of these companies was represented
at the dinner by its president or vice-
presidents. Later Mr. Starbuck spoke
into a telephone, and his spoken com-
mand caused a small model of the
DeWitt Clinton and a modern electric
locomotive to come out from miniature
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An 1831 Accoun
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train sheds at each end of the speakers’

‘table. This example of modern magic

was arranged by General Electric en-
gineers.

Mr. Starbuck was followed by Pro-
fessor Dixon Ryan Fox, Dean of His-
tory at Columbia University, who spoke
in most interesting fashion on “The
Romance of the Road.”

Vice-President Brister then gave a
talk on steam transportation, which
traced the development of transporta-
tion in the past century and pointed
out its influence on the growth and
development of the nation.

Frank Hawks, famous aviator, who
holds many air speed world records,
in a speech that was punctuated with
laughter, told how he had flown 82,000
miles in the past year at an average
speed of 192 miles an hour.

The last speaker of the evening was
Lieut.-Governor Herbert H. Lehman,
who made a strong plea for regula-
tion of trucks and buses and predicted
that the railroads still had a bright

Clinton’s Trip September 24

N account of the DeWitt Clinton’s trip on September 24, 1831,
when the Mohawk & Hudson Rail Road officially opened for
business, is contained in a bound volume of The Genesee

Farmer and Gardener’s Guide for 1831, recently presented to the
Company for its historical collection by Robert H. Opitz of the
Purchasing Department at Cleveland. The article, evidently a re-
print from the Albany Argus, gives some little known details

about the trip.

It discloses that the Clinton, hauling three of its stage coach cars
on the western trip from Albany, made the trip in 46 minutes; on
the eastward trip, hauling five cars and favored by the grade, it
made the trip in 38 minutes, at the rate of 19 miles an hour. In
addition, on the opening day, as later, cars also were hauled each
way by horses. The article is as follows:

(From the Genesee Farmer, October 1, 1831.)

Albany, Sept. 26.—On Saturday, a
numerous company, at the request of
the president and directors of the
Mohawk and Hudson Rail Road Com-
pany, enjoyed a very gratifying ride
upon the road.

The company consisted of the gover-
nor, lieutenant governor, members of
the senate, now in session as a court of
errors, our senators in congress, the
chancellor and judges of the supreme

and district courts, state officers, the
president of the board of assistants,
and members of the common council of
the city of New York, the mayor, re-
corder and corporation of this city, and
several citizens of New York, Albany
and Schenectady.

Owing to a defect in one of the sup-
ply pipes of the English locomotive
(the Robert Fulton) that powerful and
effective engine was not brought into
the line, and the party, having been de-
