T a simple but impressive ceremony

held Thursday morning, October 6,
in the meeting room of the Board of Di-
rectors, at the general office building, 466
Lexington Avenue, New York City, Presi-
dent P. E. Crowley presented the ‘‘Medal
of Valor” awarded by the Company to
fifteen employes of the New York Central
Lines as an official recognition of individual
acts of courage performed while on duty
during 1926.
