| N E of the important passenger ter­
minal developments now under way 

by the New Y o r k Central Railroad is that 
being carried on at Buffalo, N . Y . T h e 
improvements in question when ultimately 
completed w i l l probably involve a total 
expenditure of about $20 , 000 , 000 . T h e 
developments embrace the construction of 
a new passenger station to be located at 
Lovejoy and Curtiss Streets, and a contract 
which provides generally for the removal 
of the tracks from the Terrace and for a 
downtown station. These latter features 
of the plan are st i l l under discussion. 

T h e present station at Buffalo is a brick 
structure about 600 feet long ly ing on the 
south side of Exchange Street between E I -
licott and Michigan Streets. T h i s struc­
ture was built in the early days of rai l ­
roading in Buffalo when the population 
was not more than 50 ,000 . It still stands 
as the main passenger gateway of the city, 
which now has a population of 538 ,000 . 
W i t h the rapid growth of the business sec­
t ion fo l lowing the steady increase of the 
population, expansion of the facilities at 
the old station has been greatly restricted 
and physical conditions have become such 
that any extensive improvements at that 
point are impracticable. 

T h e agitation for a new station and 
need for it have existed for many years and 
finally culminated in the New Y o r k Cen­
tral and the city of Buffalo co-operating 

wi th the newly-formed Grade Crossing and 
Termina l Station Commission in uni t ing 
upon an agreement reached on December 
22, 1925, which provided for the location 
of the new station and subsequent further 
contract developments affecting new down­
town station facilities. 

T h e site selected for the new station 
at Curtiss and Lovejoy Streets covers an 
area of approximately 30 acres north of 
the New Y o r k Central main line tracks 
and east of the compromise wye directly on 
the main line. 

T h i s site for the new station, which is 
to be k n o w n as the Central Terminal , re­
sulted from a careful study covering many 
years during which it was sought to deter­
mine a location that would place the new 
passenger station at a geographical point 
closely approximate to the center of pop­
ulation, away from the congested traffic 
and unrestricted as to future development 
l imits . 

T h i s ideal has apparently been reached 
in the Central Te rmina l location, and har­
monizes closely w i t h the city planning com­
mission's ideas as to the most desirable 
location for a new station, which were i n 
effect that such a site should enable the 
citizens of Buffalo and travelers using 
this important gateway for passenger travel 
to board trains or reach their destinations 
fo l lowing the arrival of trains at a min i ­
mum loss of time as compared wi th travel 

conditions from the present Exchange Street 
Station. T h e location of the new station 
has the general approval of the citizens of 
Buffalo. 

T h e plan which is carried out w i l l nat­
urally change Buffalo's railroad map 
insofar as it concerns the handling of pas­
senger business. T h i s change in the map 
includes giving Buffalo a new and exten­
sive Central Termina l at the Curtiss and 
Lovejoy Street location, and the making 
available of certain important industrial 
areas fo l lowing the vacating of the pres­
ent Terrace route through the relocation 
of tracks made necessary to reach the pro­
posed downtown station. 

T h e New Y o r k Central's new Central 
Termina l w i l l involve an investment of 
about $14 ,000 ,000 , to be expended in the 
bui lding of the new station, bui ld ing of 
new streets, widening of others, and the 
construction of an extensive track layout of 
station tracks, main line connections, coach 
tracks, engine tracks, express tracks and 
numerous auxil iary tracks. W h e n all of 
this trackage is installed and connected wi th 
the main line it w i l l make this new station 
one of the fastest switching points i n the 
country. 

T h e plans of the N e w Y o r k Central 
Rai lroad call for the new Central Te rmina l 
Station becoming the center of an impor­
tant civic development in the city of Buf­
falo. T h e re-arrangements of the streets
