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TIIE New York Central Railroad has recently placed in operation
thirty-five G-E equipped 3-power locomotives for switching and
road service.

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President Crowley Resigns—F. E. Williamson to Succeed

ATRICK E. CROWLEY, Presi-

dent of the New York Central

Lines, at a meeting of the Board of

Directors of the New York Cen-
tral Railroad in New York, November
11, announced his resignation, to take
effect January 1. Mr. Crowley will re-
main with the company in an advisory
capacity and as a director.

Following Mr. Crowley’s resigna-
tion, the Executive Committee ten-
dered the Presidency to
Frederic E. Williamson, who
accepted pending his resig-
nation from the Presidency
of the Burlington Lines. Mr.
Williamson, up to 1925, had
been with the New York
Central for twenty-seven
years, having entered service
three months after his grad-
uation from Yale in 1898.

Mr. Crowley is relinquish-
ing his duties because of a
desire to have more time to
devote to his private life, his
duties as President having
often necessitated his ab-
sence from his home four or
five nights a week. His state-
ment was as follows:

“On January first, I shall
have completed fifty-three
years of railroad service,
forty-two of which have been
with the New York Central.
I am in my sixty-eighth year,
and I have asked the Execu-
tive Committee to relieve me
of the duties and burdens of
the Presidency as of Janu-
ary 1, 1932,

“The Executive Committee
have asked me to continue in
the service of the Company
inanadvisorycapacity,asug-
gestion I have accepted with
the greatest satisfaction.

“The Executive Committee
have addressed themselves
to the problem of my successor and
advise me that they have tendered the
Presidency to Mr. Frederic E. Wil-
liamson, now President of the Burling-
ton, but for twenty-seven years in the
service of this Company. Subject to
release from his present position and
formal action of this Board at its
December meeting, Mr. Williamson has
expressed his desire to accept.”

Mr. Crowley was born at Cattarau-

Him, January 1

gus, N. Y., August 25, 1864, son of
Dennis and Helen (Mulcahy) Crowley.
His father was station agent on the
Erie Railroad at Cattaraugus, where
the son obtained his first post as a
station messenger, after receiving a
public school education. He then mas-
tered telegraphy and served as a tele-
graph operator. At eighteen he became
station agent at Custer City, Pa., and
during the following three years at

other points and then, having qualified
as a dispatcher’s operator, went to
Buffalo in that capacity, advancing to
train dispatcher. In 1889 he left the
Erie service to become dispatcher at
Oswego, N. Y., on the Rome, Water-
town & Ogdensburg Railroad, which
soon afterward became a subsidiary of
the New York Central, was promoted
to Chief Dispatcher fifteen months
later at Watertown, N. Y., and rose

to Train Master the following year.

His extensive functions as a rail-
road executive began in 1901 with his
appointment as Superintendent of the
Pennsylvania Division of the New
York Central, with headquarters at
Corning, N. Y., where he remained
until 1904, then becoming Assistant
General Superintendent with head-
quarters at Syracuse, N. Y., and after-
ward Assistant General Manager,
operating from Albany in
1907; General Manager of
the eastern section of the
New York Central, between
Buffalo and New York, in
1912; Assistant Vice-Presi-
dent in charge of Operation,
Transportation, Equipment
and Maintenance in 1914,
and Vice-President in 1916.

Whenthe Government took
control of the railroad in the
World War period, Mr.
Crowley was appointed Fed-
eral Manager of the New
York Central and several of
the system’s subsidiaries, in-
cluding the Central New
York, Southern and Pitts-
burgh & Lake Erie Lines. He
resumed his former post as
Vice-President with the re-
turn of the roads to private
management in 1920, taking
charge of Operation of the
New York Central, Ottawa
& New York, Adirondack &
St. Lawrence, Raquette Lake
and Fultain Chain Lines.

Following the death by ac-
cident of Alfred H. Smith,
President, in 1924, Mr.
Crowley was elected to that
office by the Board of Direc-
tors in April of that year.
He assumed charge of the
Operation and Development
of the entire system, em-
bracing the New York Central; Boston
& Albany; Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chi-
cago & St. Louis; Michigan Central;
Pittsburgh & Lake Erie; Indiana Har-
bor Belt; Chicago River & Indiana.
He is also President of the Rutland
Railroad.

Railroad operation having been his
life’s work frdm boyhood, he has
touched it at all angles. His successive
posts from messenger to President, ex-
